Liverpool
practically met the local break of last
week, and there was heavy selling here
by Wall street and wire houses, which
was supposed to represent continued
liquidation. An unfavorable view of in¬
ternational politics probably con¬
tributed to the selling movement, and
some of the people who study weather
conditions were predicting a break in
the eastern belt drought, although the
official forecast was for clear weather
except fo: probable showers in North
Carolina.
Offerings were fairly well taken

around the opening figures, however, by
covering, and fluctuations during the
early trading were more or less^irregu-
lar, with Liverpool houses among the
buyers.
Futures opened easy: May, 9.75; July,

10.05; August. 10.15; October, 10.37; De¬
cember, 10.52; January, 10.56; March,
10.76.
There was a good demand on the early
break below 10.40 for October, and
prices rallied later in the morning, with
that position selling back to Saturday's
closing figures on covering and some
fr^sh buying.
Detailed weather reports showed light

scattering showers In some sections of
the eastern belt, but there were com¬

plaints that further rains were needed
both in eastern and central sections.
Notwithstanding ihe large exports, the
