INSISTS ON STUDENT TAX
TO SUPPORT ATHLETICS

Director at G. W. U. Fixes the
Amount at $5—Second Ref-
erendum Vote Ordered.

A second referendum vote on the de-
mirability of an annual tax of %56 a
student for the maintenance of ath-
letics and the weekly student publica-
tion will be taken this week at George
Washington University.

About a month ago the proposition
was placed before the student body,
and about %5 per cent of those who
voted favored the proposed tax. As
only ahout one-third of the enrolled
students voted, however, it was deemed
advisable to obtain a wider expression
of opinion.

Increase in Amount of Tax.

Frof. Leslie Cleveland McNemar, fac-
ulty director of athletics, hae made a
study of the systems governing ath-
letics and other student activities in
more than 150 of the leading educa-
tional institutions of the country, and
he has reached the conclusion that the
proposed tax should not be less than
35 per student per wvear.

The original suggestion was the as-
sessment of a $31 tax, to be divided for
the benefit of athletics, the weekly
student publication and the student
year book. Prof. McNemar has reached
the conclusion that the year book needs
no subsidy.

Submission to Trustees.

After the referendum vote Is taken
the proposition will be put before the
board of trustees for its sanction. If
the board fails to approve the plan
Prof. McNemar has announced he will
resign from the position of faculty di-
rector of athletics, as he feels that the
proposed aubsidy ls the only means of
Ta!malmng sports at the institution.
Consequently, it s pointed out, the fate
of future athletics at George Washing-
ton hinges upon the action of the
board. Prof. McNemar is confident that
the plan will be indorsed, provided the
In‘tudenl body enthusiastically asks for

The refersndum will be conducted
this time by the placing of ballots in
each of the classrooms. Each instruc-
tor will deliver a short speech, explain-
ing the proposition. Thia plan is ex-
Ppected to bring out a large vote.

BOY SCOUTS STAND BY
COMMISSIONER MARTIN

Refuse to Accept His Resignation,
Believing Him Innocent of
Playground Wrongs.

Headquarters of Organization to Be
Moved to Corcoran Building
From District Offices,

The resignation of E. 8§ Martin as
scout commissioner of the local Boy
Scout organization was not accepted
when formally presented to the Wash-
ington Boy Scout council at a meeting
held yeeterday afternoon at the Bur-
lington. The council voted not to ac-
cept Mr. Martin's resignation, its mem-
bers being of the belief that the scout
commissioner ias innocent of any In-
tentional wrongdoing In connection
with his administration of the Dis-
triet playground system.

“Tt was the consensus of the meet-
ing that when the charges against Mr.
Martin are carefully investigated it
will be found that he Is not guilty of
intentional wrong,” said a member of

the council, at the conclusion of the
meeting. “We belteve Mr. Martin in-
nocent, and will stick to this belief

until it {8 proven that the situation is
otherwise. The Boy Scout law says:
‘A scout is loyal' We intend to be
loyal to Mr. Martin and not take any
hasty action.™

Mr. Martin's resignation was formal-
ly presented to the council by Ver-
non Bailey., William L. Brown moved
that it not be accepted, and Walter S.
UIfford seconded his motion. The vote

on the motion was unanimous.
Resolution of Confidence.
Mr. Ufford introduced a resolution at

the meeting, which was seconded by
Colin H. Livingstone, president of the
Boy Scouts of America and a member
of the local council, and adopted by a
unanimous vote, which statea: "“That
it i8 the belief of the local Boy
Scout copnell that it will he found
that Mr. Martin is innocent of any in-
tentional wrongdoing, and that he has

called irregularities of his office, and
that when the charges against him
are fully sifted Mr. Martin's innocence
of any intentional wrongdoing will be
established.”

The council voted to sever the pres-
ent tie existing between the Boy Scout
organization and the playground de-
partment of the District government
whereby the scout organization is per-
mitted to share the quarters of the
playground department in the District
building. Headquarters for the local
scout organization are to be opened in
a few (days in rooms 318-1%9 Corcoran
building,

The council voted to urge upon the
District Commissioners the speedy
completion of the recreational survey
of the city in which Mr. Martin and
others were engaged prior to his sus-
pension.

A committee was appeinted to ar-
range for the removal of the effects
of the local scout organization from
the playground office in the District
building to the new headqguarters in
the Corcoran building.
