
Witness in Barnes-Roosevelt
Libel Suit Tells of the Al¬

bany Contracts.

MAKES A CORRECTION
OF PRIOR STATEMENT

Number of Persons. Including the
Plaintiff. Are to Be Heard

in Rebuttal.

S\ K.\i.'l*SK, N. V.. May 7.-*.More tes¬

timony concerning; public printing and
public money was given in thf supreme
court here today in the trial of Wil¬
liam Barnes" suit for libel against
Theodore Roosevelt. William M. lvins,
chief counsel for Mr. Karnes, had made
plans to call his first witness in rebut¬
tal Monday, at the latest.
There was much speculation here as

to how long it would be before the case

reached the jury. The witnesses ready
to testify in rebuttal number more than
twenty-five, including Mr. Barnes him¬
self. The consensus of opinion among

the lawyers seemed to be that two

weeks at least would be needed to fin¬
ish the trial.
.When court opened Charles M. Win¬

chester. general manager of the J. B.
Lyon Company of Albany, was recalled,
He produced certain checks asked for by
John M. Bowers, chief rounsel for Col-
Roosevelt. and a transcript of the ledger
account of his company with the Journal
company from 1903 to 1912. He ex¬

plained that the only entries were charges
against the Journal company for work
done for that corporation. He said the
transcript showed all commissions or dis¬
counts allowed to the Journal company.

Explains Previous Testimony.
The witnesses added
"1 did not intend to say on the witness

stand tiiat we paid a commission on all

public work we did. 1 intended to say
we paid commissions oti work not let
under contract We gave the Journal a

trade discount."
"Did you." asked Justice Andrews,

"pay commissions on contract work
you did?'
"No." replied the witness.
"Did you not." asked Mr. Bowers,

"pay the Journal company commission!
on certain work brought to you?"
"Ves.'
"And did you on occasions bill direct

to the state?" i

"Ves. sir." j
In response to other questions the

witness said Mr. Barnes had told him
on one occasion that all work should
be billed direct to the Journal com¬
pany.

"Did you not. said Mr. Bowers, "dur¬
ing your previous testimony tell me
that you did not talk to Mr. Barnes
ibout printing?'
"1 said on county and city work."

Controversy Over ..Imprint."
Regarding another conference about

printing matters witness said either
Mr. Barnes or Mr. Lindsay of the Jour¬
nal company complained about the J. B.
I.yon Company's imprint being placed
on work done for the Journal.
"Was there a change made in regard I

to the imprint?"
"Ves."
The witness dirt not remember ever

having seen any writ'en orders f»orn
*he Journal Company, as he said it
was the custom for the order to be
given over thr- telephone.
"Then." he said, "we would send to

(the clerk of the board of supervisors,
if that was where the ord*r came from,
to get instructions about the orint-
ing
The witness said the board of super¬

visors once returned a bill of the r
B. Lvon Company, as the order for a

printing job was not given to that cor¬
poration. So. declared the witness, tne
bill was sent to the Journal Company.

SIEGE OF EXECUTIVE!
MANSION IS FUTILE;

Suffragists Fail to Obtain Con¬
sent of President to Receive

Them in Philadelphia.

APPEAL TO MR. BRYAN
TO AID THEM IS IN VAIN

Representatives of Women's Organi-j
zation Withdraw After Talk

i
With Secretary Tumulty.

The sufTracists' siege of the White
House was unsuccessful. The forces
of the unenfranchised withdrew this

morning after Gen. Joseph I'. Tumulty,
thief of staff of President Wilson, held
a parley with the besiegers, and, final¬

ly. made them understand that the

commander-in-«:'hief was giving his at¬

tention to other matters at this time.
The siege began Wednesday, when

Mrs. Lawrence Lewis, jr., and Mrs.
Harry Lowenburg of Philadelphia ap¬

peared at the executive offices, and,
through Secretary Tumulty, invited the

President to receive a large repre¬
sentation of Pennsylvania suffragists
at Philadelphia when he goes to that

city Monday to join in the welcome to

several thousand foreigners who have

become American citizens through nat¬

uralization.
They were informed by officials then

that the President's time at Philadel¬
phia would bp occupied every minute
and that he had declined a number of
other invitations. They insisted, how¬
ever. that the matter be placed before
the President personally and said the>
would wait. And they did wait. Ihiough
much of Wednesday afternoon they re-

mained around the executive offices.
The President had gone to the golf
links and no answer was available.
They said they would call again Thurs¬
day morning. They did. 'I he Presi¬
dent sent answer that he «-ould not

change his program. But the visitors
said thev were sure the President did
not understand fully the importance of
the matter. Did he realize that he was

giving several hours of his time to
greeting several thousand enfranchised
aliens and ignoring the entire woman¬

hood of Pennsylvania? They were sure

the President would see them. Would
Assistant Secretary Brahany ronvey to
ttie President a brief note for them.'
The note, upon Mrs. Lewis' card, asked
for two minutes to present the matter
to him.
oh yes. thev would all again at I

o'clock, when "they felt sure the Presi-
dent would see them.

Women of State Aroused.

"The President has said he thinks

suffrage for women should be settled
bv the states," said Mrs. Lewis. "Penn¬

sylvania is going to vote upon this

question November 2. The women of

the state are aroused. A word from
the President will be helpful in carry-

ing the state for suffrage. Surely he

is our President, although we did not

vote for htm. It is mighty little we j
are asking."
At o'clock the President had not

passed upon the request. "We will
rail again at o'clock," and Mr.
Brahany smiled his assent. The Presi-
dent went to golf shortly afier 1 o'clock,
leaving no definite word. The besiegers
remained on gard. A flanking move¬
ment was executed on Secretary Bryan
Jate in the afternoon. He was in sym¬
pathy with woman suffrage. He would
help the callers see the President.
"The President is sure to see us to¬

morrow and we will <a 11 then," were
the parting words of Mr. Brahanv laie
yesterday. And thev did. So word
from the President early in the morn-
ing. Another flanking movement to t lie
State Department. On his wa\ to the
White House to confer about the
Chinese-Japanese situation and a few
other international problems, Mrs.
Lewis met Mr. Bryan. Would he be
good enough to ask the President for*
just two minutes, no more? "Sorry,"!
he said dolefully, "1 cannot interfere
in the President s operation of his own
affairs.'*
Then Mr. Brahany delivered a note

from Secretary Tumulty, who had re¬
turned from a brief trip to New York

and New Jersey, expressing his deep
regrets that the President would not
be able to receive the suffragists at
Philadelphia.

They See Mr. Tumulty.
"We must explain this matter to Mr |

Tumulty. May we see him7" Sure, any-
body could see him. That was easy.
Enter Mr. Tumulty's office.

"Mr. Tumulty, we have got to see the
President. This is an important matter.
The President is for state settlement of
this question. Now he has a chance to
say what he thinks when this matter
comes before the people of Pennsylvania.
Why should he go out to golf when we.
who represent thousands of Pennsylvania
women, ask for onl\ a few minutes with
him."

"Ladies." said Mr. Tumulty, "although
Mr. Wilson is President he has a few
right?*. lie is now working hard upon
.some immensely big things to the nation.
He plays golf under direction of his phy¬
sician to maintain his health that he may
try to solve these things to the benefit
of the nation and mankind. The Presi¬
dent does not have to see. anvbody if he
does not want to. and I regret to tell you
that he cannot and will not see anybody
"The President, in my opinion, is not

going to Pennsylvania and tell the peo¬
ple there how they should vote on
woman suffrage. October 19 next both
he and 1 will vote in a referendum on
this same question In the state of New
Jersey, where we are permitted to ex-,
press our views. The President will
\ote lien as he thinks best and so will
I. 1 have been inclined to favor woman
suffrage, but this sort of thing makes
me feel somewhat tiie other way."

It was not until (this positive state-
ment from Mr. Tumulty that Mrs. Lewis
ami Mrs. Lowenburg left, declaring
the.\ had received their final answer
and would submit the matter to the
headquarters in this city of the Con-
gressional Union for Woman Suffrage.
They intimated that when the Presi-
dent reaches the Philadelphia Union
station next Monday afternoon there
will be something of a demonstration
from sympathizers with woman suf¬
frage.
