System of Instruction to Be Follow¬
ed, in Which District Militia

Will Participate.

Flans arc about completer! for the
holding of the summer schools for
National Guard officers, joint regular
army field artillery camps and joint
sanitary camps. At Tobyhanna, Pa.,
and Sparta, Wis., the medical depart¬
ment will hold its joint encampments in
conjunction with the field artillery.
The system employed for the instruc¬
tion of National Guard field artillery
will be the same as that which was
used at Tobyhanna last year. Besides
Tobyhanna. camps will be held this
year at Anniston, Ala.; Sparta, Wis.;
Fort Kiley, Kan.; Fort Sill, Okla.. and
Monterey, Cal. Previous to the open¬
ing of the Joint camps, officers' schools
will be held at all these places with
the exception of Anniston and Fort Sill.

District Represented.
According: to reports received at the

War Department, there will be at the
Tobyhanna camp one of the largest
schools ever held there. The District
of Columbia will send three non-com-
missioned officers; Connecticut, two
commissioned and three non-commis-
sioned officers; New Jersey, one com¬
missioned and five non-commissioned
officers; Massachusetts, all of the offi¬
cers at the headquarters of the 1st Bat¬
talion, Field /Artlller>*. and an addi¬
tional commissioned officer, two non¬
commissioned officers from the same
battalion, two commissioned and three
non-commissioned officers from Battery
A. two commissioned and eight non¬
commissioned officers from Battery C,Pennsylvania will send ten commis¬
sioned officers, Rhode Island four non¬
commissioned officers. Louisiana seven
commissigned officers and fifteen non¬
commissioned officers. New York state
has not sent in its list, but it ts under¬
stood that forty commissioned and non¬
commissioned officers at least will at¬
tend from that state.

Course of Instruction.
The War Department has completed

all arrangements for conducing a very
thorough and complete course of
Instruction during the coming summer
for the sanitary troops of the organ¬
ised militia. In conducting these camps
tl>e instruction work will be divided' into two classes: First, camps of in¬
struction or schools for officers and
non-commissioned officers of the mi¬
litia; second. Joint camps of instruc¬
tion for field iiospital companies and
lubulance companies. In connection

v. ith the camps of instruction arrange¬
ments also have been made for giving
The officers of the Medical Reserve
«'orps. United States Army, in active
list, the benefit of this work, the plan
being to conduct the camp for a period
of two weeks, the first week to be for
the militia officers, the second week
*or officers of the Medical Reserve
Corps, who at the present time number
rc-arly 1.400, all of whom are 6ubject
to call in time of need and few of
v horn have ever had any field experi¬
ence.

F*or these camps a schedule of in¬
struction. including both theoretical
:« 'i practical work, has been devised.
" Mch will beerin Monday morning and
f-rmlnatc the afternoon of the follow-
ii sr Saturday. Tt Is contemplated to
pro\Mde at these camps a complete field
hospital, ambulance company, regi¬
mental infirmary and such other equip¬
ment as will be necessary to offer every
facility for giving a thorough and
practical course of instruction.
The new equipment which has been

adopted by the general stafT for the
.anitary troops also will be used at!
.heae camps, thereby giving all who'
attend an opportunity to familiarise
themselves with it. I

ENTITLED TO RECOVEB.

Appellate Court Affirmi Judgment in
Favor of Jame* Sharp.

The District Court of Appeals today
an opinion by Justice Van Orsdel af¬

firmed a decree of the District Supreme
<ourt in favor of James Sharp, who
sought to recover the purchase price
of the shortage in the acreage of a
parcel of land sold to hlrn by Mary K.
Dulin. The land was in Virginia and
was sold as containing r,00 acres at $30
r»er acre. A survey showed a shortage«»f TOO acres, and although the repre¬
sentation was made in good faith and
as the result of a mutual mistake, the
purchaser may recover the cost of the-hortage, the court holds. Such reliefwill be afforded by equity, says the
court, even when the purchaser istaken upon the promises and shown theboundaries.

in the Lusitania tragedy, lost his life
for the love of his horses. Mr. Van-
derfcilt was making the trip to Europe
for the purpose of personally super¬
intending the getting out of France
of his racing stable.
He had been urged not to go to Eu¬

rope at this time, but felt that he must
do so to see that his racers were safely
gotten back to the United States. Mr.
Vanderbilt's other horses, a number of
which were sent to Washington to
compete in the present show, were
withdrawn, and l*»ft Washington yes¬
terday for the Newport. R. 1.. home of
their late owner.

MEXIQANGENERAL
KILLED AT DANCE

Zapatista Officer Slays Chief
of Staff of Convention Pres¬

ident During Brawl.

Gen. Antonio Barona. a Zapatista!
general, killed Gen. Francisco Estrada,
chief of staff of Gen. Gonzalez Garza,
Sunday morning in a brawl at a dance
hall in Mexico City, according to a dis-

patch from Gen. Carranza to his con¬

fidential agency here today, which
said:
"Estrada was first stabbed by Ba¬

rona and then shot. Barona then went

to the Hotel I^ascurain, in Mexico City,
in search of Gen. Juan Banderas.
against whom he held a personal
erfevance. and there occurred a fierce
fight between the followers of the two
chiefs. According to the statement of
Gonzalez Garza, fifty persons were
killed. The minister of war issued a

statement saying there was no cause
for alarm, and that the disorders had
been caused by Gen. Barona."

Attempt to Slay Garza.
An attempt to assassinate Roque Gen-

zales Garza, the convention provisional
president of Mexico, was made yesterday
by troops led by Gen. Barona, former
military commander of Mexico City, ac-

cording to dispatches from the Mexican
capital last night. Barona's troops were
repulsed after severe fighting, with losses
to both sides. I
A critical situation is said to exist

within the capital as a result of the rup-
ture between Gen. Zapata and Gen.
Garza, and the dispatches said "grave
events" were feared. Zapata was said
to have sent a telegram to the convention
demanding that Gen. Palafox, who was
put out of the cabinet by Garza, be im¬
mediately restored to office
Gen. Zapata's forces dopiinate the

territory south of Mexico City and are

bclived to be able to control the capital
itself, as Gen. Villa, with the main
army of the convention government, is
operation farther north against Gen.
Obregon. who 1? between him and the
capital.
According to the report the attack on

the hotel Lascurain, the residence of
President Garza, began at 3 o'clock
yesterday morning. The troops of Gen.
Garza met those of Gen. Barona along
the Alameda, and serious fighting en¬
sued.
Reports from the war department in

Mexico City are said to stato that Gen.
Barona was arrested, but there are
rumors that he escaped, wounded. His
brother general, Zapatelas. was report¬
ed to have been killed.

Buva] West Reaches Washington.
Duval West returned here yesterdaj

to report in person the results of his
investigations.
Mr. West found government officials

so thoroughly absorbed in the situation
produced by the Lusitania disaster that
he decided to await until today before
arranging for conferences.
AVhen he arrived at his hotel here he

found a letter from an intimate friend,
r>r. S. F. Pearson, written the day be¬
fore the Lusitania sailed. Pearson was
one of those lost in the disaster.

It is not believed the President will
be able to discuss Mexican affairs for
several days, or until he has shaped the
policy of the government in the Euro¬
pean situation.
Mr. West has made no telegraphic or

mail reports since he started, keeping
the State Department informed merely
of his movements. He interviewed
Gens. Villa and Angeles, first, and met
several of their subordinate officers,
then went to Vera Cruz and talked
with Gen. Carranza. and his cabinet.
Later he visited Gen. Zapata ami sur¬
veyed the situation in Mexico City.

GEORGETOWN WINS DEBATE.

Defeats Boston College Second Time
in Seven Years.

Georgetown was winner in the annual
debate with the team from Boston Col¬
lege, held in Gaston Hall last evening.
This was the second time in seven
years the local team was victor. The
decision in its favor was unanimous.
The winning team comprised W. St.

John Garwood, Kufus S. Eusk and Wil¬
liam J. Cullinan, while Boston was rep¬
resented by Edward A. McEaughlin,
Francis J. Mahoney and Edward J.
