Russian Fleet Destroys Shipping.
The Russian naval attache here an¬

nounces that May IS the Russian Black
Pea fleet destroyed four steamers, coal
laden; two tugs and twenty sailing
.hips. He adds that much damage was

done in the bombardment of Kefken.
Eregll and Kilimali, on the Black sea.

A Fetrograd official dispatch says:

BRITISH SUBMARINES
USE UTMOST CAUTION

One Releases Greek Ship Carrying
Refugees When Found to

Be as Stated.

LONDON. May 17..As an evidence
of the car# with which British sub¬
marines act against merchant ships,
even in the most dangerous war zones,
the Daily Mail publishes the following
dispatch from Salonlkl:
"A British submarine, which pene¬

trated the sea of Marmora, stopped a

supposed Turkish cargo boat and or¬
dered the captain to get his pas¬
sengers and crew off before trtie vessel
was sunk. The captain declared that
he and his crew were Greeks, and that
his ship had been seized by the Turks
to transport Greek refugees.
"The commander of the submarine

verified the captain's statement, and
then allowed him to proceed."

GERMANS KILL AND BURN
WOUNDED, RUSSIA ASSERTS
Red Cress Envoy Declares Teutons

Sprayed Petrol Over Buildings
and Fired Them.

LONDON. May 17. 12.35 am .R»u-
tar's Petrograd correspondent sends
the following official note, issued in
the Russian capital Sunday:
"Prince Kuraklne, the special Red

Cross envoy at the front, telegraphs
that after the German artillery had
bombarded the station where our
wounded were lying. German cavalry
finished off the wounded with their
carbine butts and. after spraying petrol
and benzine about, set fire to the sta¬
tion, which was burned down with the
men Inside."

KAISER LAUDS HEROISM
OF GERMAN PEOPLE

BERLIN, May 15, via Amsterdam to
London, May 17..In reply to a mes¬
sage of loyalty from the city of Aachen
< Aix-la-Chapellej, the German em¬
peror has sent the following telegram:
"With envy and Jealousy our enemies

strive to destroy Germany, the German
people and the triumphal progress of
German civilization.

FRENCH STATEMENT.
PARIS. May IT,
The French »sr office this afternoon Is¬
sued the following statement on the
progress of hostilities.

BRITISH STATEMENT.
LONDON, May lTt
The following official statement was is¬

sued by the British war office last

"The first army ha* made a successful
attack between Richebourg L'Avout
and Festubert. breaking the enemy s

line over the greater part of a two-
mile front.

"The attack commenced at mldniSfnt to

the south of Richebourg LAvoue.
where we carried two successive
lines of German breastworks on a

front of 810 yards. A mile farther
to the south another attack at dawn
carried 1,!00 yards of German front
line trenches and was pushed rapidly
on. extending Us success <100 yards
farther south by bombing along th.
(lermsn trenches. Jfere we crossed
the Festubert-Quinque road and aa-
vanced nearly a mile into the Ger¬
man lines.
The fighting still continues In our fa¬
vor, and throughout the day our
brave troops have fought splendidly.

-At Ypres all has been quiet for the
past fortv-elght hours, and elsewhere
on the front there Is nothing to re¬
port."

AUSTRIAN STATEMENT.
VIENNA. May II. da l.ondom
The following statement was Issued

yesterday at the army headquarters:
.In Russian Poland the alliefl forces
continue their pursuit of the Rus¬
sians The district south of the low¬
er Plllca. has been cleared of the
enemy.

"In the mountain region from Klelce
to the upper Kamlenka we advanced
alonV X Vistula to the heights
north of Klimonbow.

"In the region of Rudnlk and T'ej-emysl(Gallda., Russian rear guards were
repelled from the west of the river
bank, losing many prisoners.

"Our armies continue to advance from
the wooded Carpathians. A strong
Russian rear guard was
vesterday In the region of Magiera
Heights. We took seven guns and
eleven machine guns, and captured
more than 1.000 prisoners.

"In the forenoon our troops entered
Sambor. enthusiastically cheered by
the population.
In loutbeMtsrs Xrtsh Ru»-

plan Attacks were repulsed. North of
Kolomea we captured a Russian point
of support.

"Farther down the Pruth to the fron¬
tier quiet prevailed."

AEROPLANES WIN DUEL,
DESTROYING ZEPPELIN

Twenty-Seven of Allies' Aircraft in

Attacking Party, Two

Being Lost.

LONDON. May 17. 2:1? a.m..The
story of a duel between a Zeppelin and
a squadron of twenty-seven British
aeroplanes has reached the Daily Mail
by way of Rotterdam.
"This Zeppelin," says the account,

"had been frequently seen cruising in
the neighborhood of Brussels. About S
o'clock in the evening it was suddenly
surrounded and attacked by twenty-
seven areroplanes. The Zepplein put up a

spirited flgbt with machine guns, and
tried to escape by rising to a high alti¬
tude, But the aeroplanes maneuvered
skillfully and gave the bulky airship
no chance.
"Within a few minutes the Zeppelin

had received several mortal wounds
and fell. All the crew of sixty were
killed. Two aeroplanes were destroy¬
ed by the Zeppelin's guns."

Kills Wife, Self and Wound* Otheri.
JACOBSTOWN. N. J., May 17..Ed¬

ward Applegate, twenty-four year* old, of
Wheat Sheaf. Pa . killed his wife, twenty-
two yearn old ; probably fatally wounded
his father-in-law, Edwin De Bou ; wound¬
ed his mother-in-law, and then ended his
own life yesterday on the De Bou farm.
The young couple had been married three
years A few days ago they quarreled,
and Mrs. Applegate returned to her
parents* home.

Fire Loss Totals $100,000.
MONTGOMERY, Ala., May 17..To¬

day's checking up of the Are losses at
Tallassee, Ala., last night show that
the total will reach $100,000. Eleven
buildings were destroyed by the blaze,
which started in a meat market, sup¬
posedly from spontaneous combustion.
Among the eleven buildings destroyed
was the Bank of Tallassee. which was
completely destroyed, the vaults, how¬
ever, protecting the funds.

ZEPPELIN KILLS CHILDREN
HURTS WOMAN AT CALAIS
Another Hurl* Forty Bombs on

Ramsgate. England. Injuring
Three Persons.

CALAIS. May 17. 10:40 a m .A Zep¬
pelin airship, coming from the channel,
flew over Calais last night It dropped
bombs on various quarters of the city,
killing two children and wounding one

woman. The property damage was

slight.
After its raid the Zeppelin sailed

away in the direction of the sea.

LONDON. May 17. 3:.V> a.m..A Dover
dispatch to the Exchange Teleeraph
Company says a. hostile aircraft ap¬
peared to be approaching the harbor at
2:30 o'clock this morning, but returned
to sea. Se\*era1 minor explosions were
heard and all the electric light? in the

Drops Forty Bombs.
RAMSGATE. England. Mav 17. 4 <17

a.m..An air raid occurred here early
this morning. About forty bombs were
dropped. So far as has been ascertain¬
ed three persons were injured.
The aircraft was a Zeppelin and in

addition .to dropping bombs nere it also
flew over Margate. No news of the ex¬
tent of the damage done there, if any,
has been received.
The Zeppelin was first seen seaward

at midnight, but it did not venture
over the town until 1o'clock this
morning, when it dropped a large- num¬
ber of incendiary bombs all over the
town. No serious material damage
was done, except to the Bull Hotel,
which was almost wrecked The bomb
went through the roof and pierced its
way to the cellar. Three guests asleep
in the hotel were injured, but it is
not believed their hurts are serious.
Several fishing smacks in the harbor

were damaged bv bombs.

Aeros Damage Zeppelin.
LONDON. May 17. 1:45 p.m..An¬

nouncement was made at the admiralty
today that the German dirigible which
raided Ramsgate early this morning,
dropping forty bombs and injuring
three persons, had been pursued and
apparently damaged seriously. The
statement follows:
"The Zeppelin that attacked Rams¬

gate early this morning was chased off
by East-Church and Westgate machines
as far as the West Hinder lightship.
"When -f Nieuport »Belgium) she

was attacked by eight naval machines
from Dunkirk. Three machines were
able to attack her at close ranee fire
Flight Commander Risrsworth dropped
four bombs when 200 feet above the
aifshlp. a large column of smo«e was
seen to come out of one of her com¬
partments.
"The Zeppelin then rose to a great

height.11.000 feet.with her tail down,
and is believed to be severely damaged.
"All our machines were exposed to

a heavy Are from the Zeppelin. There
were no casualties."
