Ambassador Naon of Argentina Ad¬

"Don't lead a butterfly existence." That
was the advice of Ambassador Romulo S.
Naon of Argentina to the young woman
graduates of fashionable private schools,
given In an address before a large audi¬
ence at the commencement exercises of
Fairmon tSeminary of this city Thursday
night.
"You have before you," said Ambassa¬

dor Naon, "the duty of the more fully
educated woman, the duty to society and
to the state which are the outer circles
of that life, the center of which is the
home, and which, as it moves outward,
comes into contact each with the other.
To make repayment for these special
privileges in education, in obedience to a

compelling sense of obligation, the edu¬
cated woman of today must look upon
herself as meant for something more than
a mere butterfly existence.
"It was an auspicious circumstance

that led Bartholdi to idealize liberty in
bronze at the entrance to New York
harbor, the first sight that meets the
eye of the newcomer to these shores.
a woman holdins: aloft the torch of en¬
lightenment. So may the women of
America, with their religion, their edu¬
cation, their social virtues and their
native graces, ever continue in their
honorable and important part in the
arduous but glorious task which civili¬
zation imposes and the welfare of the
race exacts from all of us."

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PROGRESS OF EUROPEAN WAR.
The Immediate entrance into the war

of Italy as an opponent of the Teutonic
alliance seemed assured; the chamber
of deputies and senate voted full au¬

thority to the government; the Italian
army was mobilized on the frontier;
Austrian offer of more territory was

taken Into consideration by the cabinet
without effecting the tide of opinion for
hostilities. Following discord between
Lord Fisher, admiral of the British fleet,
and "Winston Spencer Churchill, first lord
of the admiralty, a coalition cabinet,
made up of all parties, was arranged;
Premier Asquith Is to remain at the head
of the new cabinet. Sir Edgar Speyer of
the German house of international bank¬
ers resigned from the Brtlsh privy coun¬
cil because of criticism of his loyalty.The automobile of the kaiser, which he
left to view battle progress In Galicia,
was wrecked by a Russian shell.

Military Operations.
French troops were landed on the

Galllpoil peninsula and attacked the
Turkish positions at Krlthla, capturing
them after desperate flghting; the allies
were reported to have improved their
situation In the attack on Constantinople
at terrible loss of life. In seven bloodybattles on the western front the allies
claimed to have repulsed heroic efforts of
the German army to advance. Russians
claim to have repulsed the Austrians and
to have captured Czernowitz in Buko-
wlna. The Teutonic allies claimed a de¬
cisive victory over the Russian army on
Uie River San in central Galisia. Tn a
light with twenty-seven British aero-
planes a Zeppelin was destroyed in the
neighborhood of Brussels.

Conditions Affecting the U. S.
The United States was requested to

take over the affairs of Austria at
Rome and of Italy at Vienna by the
governments of the two nations, in an¬

ticipation of Italy's participation in the
war; the ambassador of Austria in
Washington held conference with Sec¬
retary Bryan on the approaching sit¬
uation. Germany deferred answer to
the American note demanding a strict
accounting for loss of American lives
as a result of submarine warfare on
merchant vessels; it was reported that
the German foreign office was awaiting!the return of the kaiser for his con¬
sideration of the matter.

NATIONAL.
President Wilson, in a lett er discuss¬

ing the liquor question, announced him¬
self as opposed to the injection of the
subject into national or state politics,
as a menace to legislation and regard¬
ing it as a local issue. In an address at
New York, at ceremonies in connection
with the fleet review, the President
lauded the navy and Secretary Daniels,
and voiced his ideal of the navy as a
force for peace. The Atlantic fleet,
mobilized in New York for review by
the President, afterward steamed out
to sea. Secretary Garrison of the War-
Department, speaking at Lake Mohonk,
discussed the problem of national de¬
fense. In the libel suit brought by Wil¬
liam Barnes of New York, the jurystood eleven in favor of former Presi¬
dent Roosevelt, and one for Barnes.
Levi P. Morton, former Vice President,
celebrated his ninety-flrst birthday an¬
niversary. Clarence S. Darrow, testi¬
fying before the industrial relations
commission, proposed the abolition of
criminal punishment in favor of hos¬
pital treatment. Appeal was made to
the Governor of Georgia to commute
the sentence of Leo M. Frank, con¬
demned to hang for the murder of a
factory girl in Atlanta. Among those
who died during the week were: Gen.
T. M. Hubbard, attorney and financier;Seymour H. Knox, pioneer five and ten
cent store proprietor.

FOREIGN.
Delegates to the pan-American finan¬

cial conference arrived in Washing¬
ton, where the sessions are to be held,
beginning Monday. Mexican troops
were reported to have quelled the
Yaqui uprising in Sonora. Chinese
bankers, on their way to Washington,
visited various cities of the United
States. The Portuguese government
was expelled by a revolution that put
in power the national party. Joao
Chagas, premier of the new cabinet,
was wounded by Senator Freitas, and
was reported in danger of losing his
eyesight. Princess Yasu, sister of the
Emperor of Japan, was wedded with
court ceremony to Prince Naruhiko
Higashi-Kunl of the army. Saburo
Shimada was elected president of the
Japanese lower house. F. N. Char-
rington. temperance advocate, attempt¬
ed to take the mace from the table
of the speaker of the English house
of commons and was ejected. London
car service was tied up by strike. King
Constant ine of Greece was stricken
with a high fever.

DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA.
President Wilson made a trip in the

Mayflower to and from New York, re¬

turning to flnd himself overwhelmed
with work. The joint citizens' com¬

mittee reported its labors as pro¬
gressing. with the fiscal records rap¬
idly taking shape for presentation be¬
fore the congressional joint committee
investigating the fiscal relations of the
District of Columbia and United States.
Hamline E. Cogswell was appointed di¬
rector of music of the public schools.
Walter S. Uflford was elected president
of the Monday Evening Club. Field
day exercises of the white public
schools were held at American League
base ball park. The hearing of the
Rlggs National Bank case against of¬
ficials of the Treasury Department was

begun before Judge McCoy of the Su¬
preme Court of the District of Colum¬
bia; the court took occasion to rebuke
former Senator Bailey of counsel for
the bank, threatening to have another
lawyer argue the case for the prosecu¬
tion; Judge McCoy took under advise¬
ment the question of legality of a fine
imposed by Controller Williams on the
bank, denying other prayers of the
bank. Dr. William B. Hudson, superin-|
tendent of the bathing beach, was sus-i
pended pending investigation of his ac-l
counts. Investigation of the manage-j

ALASKA HERO A VICTIM
OF LUSITANIA DISASTER

Capt. James B. Miller Was in
Thrilling Race With Death to

Rescue the Tahoraa.

Capt. James Blaine Miller of the field
force of the coast and geodetir survey,
who is believed to have perished on the
I,usitania. was the hero last summer!
of the thrilling race with death for
1,600 miles to* rescue the crew of the
revenue cutter Tahoma, wrecked on a

hidden reef in Pering sea

Capt. Miller was one of the most ac¬

tive and efficient young: officers of the
survey, and was In command of the
survey steamer Patterson, which wasj
the first vessel to start to the rescue of
the Tahoma, although two other ves¬

sels. the Cordova and the Kodiak. ar¬

rived at about the same time. For this
service he was presented with a hand¬
some medal by the rescued officers and
crew of the Tahoma. This voyage, un¬

dertaken late in the season, was at¬
tended with considerable risk, the Pat¬
terson being one of the old vessels
that the survey is now trying to re¬

place.
Capt. Miller had taken passage on the

Cunard steamer Cameronia. whieh was
requisitioned by the British government
at the last moment, and her passengers
transferred to the Lusitania. No in-<
formation In regard to him has been
received since that disaster was an¬

nounced. his name is not among the
list of survivors, and there Is practi¬
cally no doubt that he went down with
the vessel.

Born in Pennsylvania.
James Blaine Miller was born in Ki le

county. Pa., October 30, 1883, and was.
therefore, in his thirty-second year.
He graduated at Oberlln College, Ohio,
in June, 1903, with the degree of bach¬
elor of arts. He was appointed an aid
in the survey June IS, 1903; was pro¬
moted to assistant September 1, 1906,
and during his twelve years of service
whs employed chiefly on hydrographic
and leveling work in various localities.
In 190 4 he was engaged in surveys In
Porto Rico. In 12)06 he was in com¬
mand of the steamer Kndeavor in the
survey of Chesapeake bay; in 1906 he
was placed in command of the steamer
Research in the Philippine Islands; in
1909 he was transferred to the com¬
mand of the Fathomer; in 1911 he re¬
turned to the I'nited States, and in the
fall of that year he was placed in com¬
mand of the steamer Patterson for sur¬
veying work in the Hawaiian Islands
and on the coast of Alaska. He was
detached from the command of the Pat¬
terson in March of the present year,
and had been granted leave for several
months to take a vacation trip abroad,
leaving Washington April 28.
His father is Thomas C. Miller,. a.ttor-

ney-at-law at Erie, Pa. It is under¬
stood that he had a sister living in
Chicago; a brother, a cadet in the em¬

ploy of the Pacific Mail Steamship Com¬
pany, and otner relatives living in
Pennsylvania.

CONFERS WITH MR. GUTHRIE.

President Wilson Hears Particulars
of Japan-China Negotiations.

President Wilson conferred last night
with George W. Guthrie, American am¬
bassador to Japan, who has come home
for a vacation. Mr. Guthrie does not
expect any critical situation to arise
in Tokio, and will remain in this coun¬
try until August 25. He informed the
President fully as to the recent nego¬
tiations between China and Japan, and
conditions that now prevail in the rela¬
tions of the two countries
President Wilson is still studying the

final agreement between Japan and
China to satisfy himself as to whether
anything in it interferes with the
'open door policy of the treaties be¬
tween the I'nited States and China and
Japan.
