Says Plans for Total Disarmament
Are "Impractical Dreams".Let¬

ter to Financial Conference.

Kstablishment of an international su¬

preme court for the nations of the
¦western hemisphere is proposed in a

circular letter to each of the dele-
*s;ites to the pan-American financial
conference. o\*er the signature of
>*rank Alia ben. president of the Na¬
tional Historical Society.
Plans for total disarmament on the

part of the nations of the world are

characterized as impractical dreams.
Writing "under the profound convic¬

tion that the whole world now looks to
the free peoples j>f th#» western hemi¬
sphere for some illuminating sugges¬
tion." Mr. Allaben urges a willingness
on the part of the citizens of these
countries to <-urb their national wills
and ambitions "within some such lim¬
its of international law and legal pro¬
cedure" as the letter proposes, in order

that the other nations of tllS *a.rth may
ultimately be induced to jolfi In the
plan.

Mr. Allaben's Letter.
The letter, in part, follows:
"What is here proposed contemplates

one step only beyond the forms of in-
ternational co-operation you have been
considering-, and bases itself upon prin-
ciples generally recognized and upon
treaties already in existence.
"As you know, it has been widelyI

urged that following the present war
in Europe a confederation of the Euro¬
pean powers, a kind of United States
of Europe, should be formed. As a pro¬
posal in the interest of international
peace, such projects must enlist our
sympathies. Yet 1 call your attention
to the fact that such a European com¬
bination. should it be effected with the
best of motives, would instantly be
recognized by us. human nature being
what it is, as a new menace to all the
peoples of the new world.

"I mention this possibility simply to
emphasize the fact that a world-chisis
has arisen which should incite the
emphasize the fact that a world-crisis
now at peace, to a strenuous effort to
discover and put into operation some
practical international solution around
which all the law-abiding nations of
the earth might unite, instead of leav¬
ing us in separated groups, which
might at any time clash.
"Race questions have embroiled Eu¬

rope in the most terrible war in the
wftrld's history. Race issues between
the east and the west already exist. A
race struggle for the domination of
Africa is one of the clearly discernible
probabilities of the near future.

Contrast of Conditions.
"In the republics of the western

hemisphere, on the other hand, a re¬

markable process of race amalgama¬
tion has been going on, demonstrating
to the whole world that, within nation¬
al bounds and under free institutions,
there is no Just reason why differences
of birth should prevent the happyt
progress of the human family. One
problem remains, toward whose solu¬
tion you, gentlemen, have just been
making a most valuable contribution.
to-wit: Can our American republics.
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Latin American and Anglo-Saxon.
demonstrate to the world that, as race
differences may tje blended in a com¬
mon civilization within a nation, so

may they also be blended in a perfect
co-operation between nations that shall
shall enthrone international law and
peace over international self-will and
war?
The following: outline of a plan to

inaugurate among American republics
an international supreme court, in
which all the other nations of the earth
may also participate, on the same

equitable basis, if they elect to do so,
is then proposed:
"1. The United States government has

already signed treaties with a majority,
of the American republics, calling for
a joint commission between the United)
States and each of the signatory re¬

publics, to which will be referred, for|
a year's study, if necessary, any dis-
pute arising between the two nations
which cannot be settled by diplomacy.
Let the United States sign such treaties
with all the American republics, and
let the people of the United States de-l
mand that their Senate abrogate all
pretense to exercise rights inconsistent
with the same.

"2. Let each of the other American
republics execute such a treaty with
every other American republic. 1 un¬
derstand that Argentina, Brazil and
Chile have very recently taken such
a step among themselves.

Further Step Required,
"While such treaties, it is hoped,

would prevent war as a result of a

sudden inflaming of the public mind,
they would not make war impossible
between two disputing nations. This
end requires a further step.

"3. Let each of the participating na¬

tions appoint a judge to sit in an in¬
ternational supreme court. If an even
number of judges results, let them
elect another judge, making the total
number odd and let the decision of a

majority determine the law. Let any
dispute which cannot be amicably ad¬
justed between two or more nations
after the recommendation of their joint
commission is before them be referred
to this international supreme court,
and let its decision be International
law, enforced, if necessary, by the com¬
bined police power.the combined
armies and navies.of all the nations
represented in the 'court. Any par¬
ticipating power refusing to bow toj
this tribunal would thus become an

outlaw state. Felonious nations would
be dealt with by the combined army of
the law-abiding nations as criminal
individuals are now dealt with by
a law-abiding community.

"4. The judgements of the interna-'
tional supreme court, although com-i
manding absolute obedience while in
force, should nevertheless be subject!
to rehearings at the ends of certain
stated terms of years, making full pro¬
vision for any reversals required by
human conscience under growing en-

Hghtenment. With this provision,!
war.except as an exercise of police
power to compel obedience to law,
as police power is now used within a

nation.could no longer find a right¬
eous excuse."

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Recommendations and Re¬
quests of Various Nations

Are Heard.

!BETTER TRANSPORTATION
AND BANKING NEEDED

Exchange of Students, Uniform
Classification of Goods and Skill¬

ed Travelers Suggested.

A complete review of the work of
the majority of the delegates from
South America and the United States
business men who met with representa¬
tives of the various Latin American
republics was given yesterday by John
Bassett Moore before the pan-American
financial conference. It was the first
time the work of the various group
conferences has been collated and boil¬
ed down to short form. Mr. Moore out¬
lined the principal recommendation of
each country which had reported up
until noon yesterday, with the excep¬
tion of Nicaragua. This republic ad¬
vocated a ratification of the treaty
now pending before the United States
Senate. Mr. Moore, although mention-
ing Nicaragua, did not mention the
treaty.
This digest does not include the work

of the uniform laws committee or the
transportation committee, but includes
only the recommendations of the vari-*
ous South American delegates and the
business men of this country with
whom they met.

Bolivia Report.
Mr. Moore said:
"First, the report of Bolivia is a full

review of the financial conditions and
trade and commerce, including its nat¬
ural resources, particularly its min¬
erals. rubber, timber, fruit and live
stock. It also deals with the question
of railway extension transportation.
ocean and interior; with the monetary
situation, banking and finance, and
suggests the organization of a central
commercial agency in connection with,
or under the supervision of the United
States Chamber of Commerce.

Chilean Recommendation.
*"J he group report of Chile recom¬

mends the adoption by the various
countries of legislation, first, to facili¬
tate the drawing of bills of exchange
upon one another by the financial in-
stitutions of Sotith American countries
and the financial institutions of the
United States; second, to make bonded
warehouse warrants and receipts avail¬
able as collateral security for the de¬
velopment of international commerce,

"It recommends the advisability of
permitting the payment of such part
of the export duties on nitrates from
Chile to the I'nited States, such parts
as are now paid in ninety days' sight
dratts. sterling on London, in ninety
days sight drafts in dollars in New
"iork, at such rates of exchange as
may be periodically fixed by the
Chilean authorities: also, that such
changes be made in the laws of the
United States as will enable bankers
to extend their credit, discount and re¬
discount facilities so as to conform to
the trade customs and necessities of
Latin America. Jt also recommends,
that a permanent inter-American com-,
mission be established to study com-
mercial problems and conditions.

Colombian Report.
The Colombian delegates recommend,

first, special committees on uniform
law and on transportation for each
country similar to those appointed in
connection with this conference; sec¬
ond, the co-operation of those com¬
mittees in financial and commercial
matters; third, the consideration of the
establishment of a general executive
council to meet in Washington at least
once a year: fourth, the consideration of
the appointment of a board of en¬
gineers to investigate projects which
require financing.

Costa Rican Survey.
* The report of the Costa Kican

group gives a full survey of the pub-
lie finances of that country, its mone-
tary situation, banking situation and j
financing of private enterprises; em-

phaslzes the need of trade facilities
and the extension of inter-American
markets. The subject of the merchant

Cuban Desires.
"The report of the Cuban group, after

a survey of the commercial relations,
recommends that the high duties that
hamper the importation of Cuban to¬
bacco into the United "States be
ameliorated, and in view of the aboli¬
tion by the United States of import
duties on sugrar. the principle of the
reciprocal reduction of duties be ex¬
tended by treaty stipulations in addi¬
tion to those that already exist, so
as to preserve the principle of reciproc¬
ity as the foundation of trade relations
between the two countries.
"This report also deals with the ques¬

tion of transportation, with that of the
parcel post, the extension of credit,
sending: out of experts, capable com¬
mercial representatives, with samples,
and also of making uniform, so far as
may be practicable, of commercial laws
and the extension of the system of ar-
bltration for the settlement of com-
mercial disputes. j

Dominican Suggestions.
"The report of the Dominican Re¬

public reviews the present state of the,
public finances in that country and sug¬
gests remedies for present inconven¬
iences. Particularly, it advises a re¬

duction of the duties on Dominican to¬
bacco in the United States and the
making of an adequate reciprocity
treaty between the Dominican Republic
and this country. The present banking:
situation and extension and liberalizing
of bank facilities are dealt with: also
financing, first of public improvements
and second of private enterprises.
"There is a discussion also of the ex-

tension of inter-American markets; the
development of the merchant marine
and improved transportation facilities
are emphasized; also attention is drawn
to the desirability of the modifica¬
tion of the existing postal conventions
in this particular, first, the extension
to the countries embracing the Pan-
American Union of the same letter
rates as now exist between the United
States, Cuba and Mexico; second, the
extension to the same countries of
the same rate of newspaper postage
as exists in the United States, and
third, the adoption by the same coun¬
tries of uniform service for postal
money orders and parcel post.

Ecuadorean Memoranda.
"The situation in Ecuador is very

fully presented by a document and re¬

port presented in a memorandum to
the president of this conference.the
Secretary of the Treasury before the
conference met.on conditions in that
country. This report is very full of
suggestions as to the work that might
properly be undertaken by this con¬
ference. These suggestions are grouped
under eleven heads, and in all em¬
brace thirty-two different topios

Guatemalan Recommendations.
The report of the Guatemala group

contains a review of the financial and
commercial conditions of that country;
recommends, first, the practical demon¬
stration in Guatemala of agricultural
machinery and tools made in the United
States: second, that the attention of
American manufacturers be drawn to
the opportunity for the use of portable
sawmills in cutting the woods of the
country, and of improved sugar cane

NicaragTian Communication.
"The report of the Nicaragua group

reviews the political, commercial and
financial condition of that country de
scribes its natural resources. em¬
phasizes the importance of improving
banking facilities, and draws attention
to the fact that .Nicaragua has a fle°d
for the investment of capital.

Panaman Bequests.
.The report of the Panama group

makes recommendation in regard to the
acceptance of coupon books issued by
the Panama Canal Company, and the
purchase of commodities and certain
changes in the practices of commissary
owned directly or indirectly by the
I nlted Stales. It also recommends the
abolition of discriminatory freight
rates of the Panama Railroad Com¬
pany; and that the use of the canal for
transportation between the ports of
I anaina and Colon be secured freelv
It also recommends that the federal
reserve board open branch banks in
North, Central and South America- th-it
shipping facilities be improved,' and
that in sending out quotations or
prices and in the drowing of drafts
computations be made upon the United
States dollar.

Salvador's Eeport.
"The report of the Salvador group

emphasizes the lack of commercial
treaties between that country and the
Lnited States. It recommends the es¬
tablishment of a chamber of commerce
in Salvador, It strongly urges co-opera¬
tion of banking institutions In estab¬
lishing reasonable credit, and recom-
nwnds the exchange of students and of

«lder dissemination or commercial
and agricultural information

Uruguay's Ideas.
"The report of the Uruguay group

deals first with the improvement of
transportation by abolishing discrimi¬
natory duties and by granting direct
or indirect subsidies to shipping, or
both; second, the adoption of the metric
system of weights and measures, and
meanwhile, making uo prices. Invoices
and bills of lading in the metrical unit-
third. that cheaper cable rates be se¬
cured, and that the governments under¬
take in co-operation the development
of w ireless telegraph systems. The re¬
port also recommends the establish¬
ment of the International monetary
unit; also improved banking facilities,
granting the more liberal credits, and'
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the adhesion of the North American
countries to the South American postal
convention of Montevideo of June, 1911.
The report also recommends the mak¬
ing of reciprocity arrangements; also
the interchange of students, and. last¬
ly, the decrease of duties on the neces¬
saries of life and the adoption of pro¬
gressive taxes on inheritance, and also
the co-operation of the ' governments
forming the Pan-American Union in
measures In devising and in the en¬
forcement of measures to overcome
frauds in these particulars.

Brazilian Report.
"The Brazil report deals with the

financing of transactions involving im¬
portation and exportation of goods,
and the question of local commercial
banking and the various questions of
trade and of commerce. It recom¬

mends, in particular, first, that greater
prominence be given in the public
schools and other educational institu¬
tions of the United States to the study
of the Central and South American
countries, their geographical location,
natural resources, government and lan¬
guages; second, that emphasis be
given to the necessity of greater lib¬
erality being exercised in the interpre¬
tation of customs regulations by the
cour tries of North America, and Latin
America, especially, with respect to the
free entrance of drawback of duty on
travelers' samples or other samples in¬
troduced into the respective countries,
solely for the purpose of promoting
trade; third, with the necessity ot
more effective protection of trade
marks; fourth, to facilitate reciprocal
business relations between merchants
and manufacturers of both nations and
the granting of such reasonable credit
in both directions as may be safe and
desirable, and it recommends the es¬
tablishment of a reliable means where¬
by merchants and manufacturers of
either nation can determine with rea¬
sonable accuracy the financial respon¬
sibility of the purchaser of the other
nations; fifth, it strongly recommends
that there be established between the
United States and Latin American coun¬
tries a system of direct exchange based
on the dollar unit of the United States
of North America; sixth, in order to
facilitate the interchange of products
adapted to the needs of American coun¬
tries.
"It recommends the formation of

bureaus of standards of the respective
countries to standardize. in so far as
possible, the requirements of each
country, and recommends to the man¬
ufacturers and purchasers of the sev¬
eral countries the immediate recog¬
nition of such standards and corre¬
sponding weights and measures; sev¬
enth, attention is drawn to the favor¬
able results which have followed the
granting by Brazil and Cuba of pref¬
erential duties applying; to certain
products of the United States and rec¬
ommends the extension of reciprocal
tariff concession between the Latin
American countries and the United
States: eighth, it emphasizes the ex¬
treme necessity for rapid, frequent and
dependable marine transportation serv¬
ice to provide adequately for the main¬
tenance and development of commerce
between the countries of North and
South America."

MfXANDRUAFFAIRS
Raliway Company to Use Its

Newly Electrified Line.

IS COMPLETED TO ST. ELMO

ALEXANDRIA, Va,, May 29..Begin¬
ning tomorrow the Washington and
Old Dominion railroad will use its
newly electrified line as far 'as St.
Elmo. Alexandria county. Alexandrians
intending to take trains on that line
will be compelled to take the trolley
line of the Washington-Virginia rail¬
way to St. Elmo, more than a mile
north of here.
The company will erect a waiting

room for the accomodation of its pas¬
sengers at St. Elmo. The use of the
present passenger depot at the north¬
east corner of Princess and Fairfax
streets will be abandoned, so far as
passenger business is concerned. How¬
ever, steam trains over the road, with
baggage and mail, it is said, will come
to the old depot twice daily.

It was the original purpose of the
company, it is stated, to electrify its
line all the way to Alexandria, but. ac¬
cording to reports current, it was unable
to do so owing to obstacles encountered.
It has to be satistied with coming as
far as St. Elmo until these obstacles are
overcome. The distance from St. Elmo
to its present station is little more than
a mile.

It is understood that the railway com¬
pany will arrange lo sell tickets for
transportation over its line at a store
on King street.

Memorial Day Observance.
Memorial day will be observed here

by a general suspension of business
Monday. Large numbers of citizens
left this afternoon to spend Sunday and
Monday at various pleasure resorts.
Many will attend the exercises Monday
at Arlington, and Monday afternoon at
4 o'clock exercises will be held at the
national oemetery. this city.
Banks and schools and public and pri¬

vate offices will be closed Monday, and
most of the stores will close at the
noon hour.
The usual holiday hours will prevail

at the city post office.

Aldermen Approve Tax Ordinance.
At an adjourned meeting of the

board of aldermen, held tonight, the
annual tax ordinance was adopted. The
ordinance providing collections from
June 1, 1915, to May 31, 1916, provides
for a rate of $1.80 on each $100 of
assessed real estate and 25 cents ad¬
ditional on the $100. the latter to be

paid in December with the state taxes.
This, however, does not mean an in¬
crease of taxation, inasmuch as only
10 cents more will be charged by the
state, bringing the total amount to
35 cents on the $100, which was the
amount formerly paid the state. The
discount on the $1.80 if paid by July
1 is 5 per cent, and if paid by Septem¬
ber 1 a discount of 3 per cent is al¬
lowed. On bills not paid by December
1 a penalty of 5 per cent is added, and
those not paid by June 1. 1916, penal¬
ties at the rate of 6 per cent will be
collected. 11 is provided that the taxa¬
tion on property in the annexed terri¬
tory will remain the same and will be
kept separate.

Resident clergy will officiate at the

other churches.
Children's day exercises will be held

by the Sunday school of the Methodist
Episcopal Church South at 11 o'clock
Sunday morning in that church. A
program of songs and recitations will
be given, in which the scholars will
participate.

GREAT EXPANSION !
OF FEDERAL WORK

Evidence of Progress Shown in
Construction of Huge De¬

partment Buildings.

LATEST ONE IS PLANNED

FOR INTERIOR BUREAUS

Limited Accommodations for Of¬
fices Under Early Government Con¬
trasted With Present Conditions.

Evidence of the great progress of

the United States is seen in the neces¬
sity for the construction of a building
between 18tli «nd 19th and F and G
streets northwest for the accommoda¬
tion of the Interior Department. It
calls to mind that the department as

such did ..ot exist until about the
middle of the last century, when the
entire departmental service in the Dis¬
trict numbered about one-fifth of the
present force of that department. In
the sixty-five years of its existence
there have come into being; the de¬
partments of Agriculture, Justice and
Commerce and Labor, with other bu¬
reaus. Before its erection.even trom

the foundation of the government.the
germs of the Interior Department, the
patent office, Indian affairs, public
lands and pensions, were to be found in
the old State, Treasury, War and Navy
departments.
When the government offices with

their employes arrived here in the sum¬
mer of 1800 the work of the two office
buildings on each side of the White
House was well under way, and the
Treasury building, known in the early
part of the century as the Kast Execu¬
tive building, was about ready to be oc¬
cupied. These were about on a line with
the south front of the White House, at
15th and 17th streets. That they were
intended to accommodate the entire
clerical force in about forty rooms in
each building is explainable by the fact
that there were less than 200 clerks in
all.

.'East Building" Opens.
The east building was opened at once

for the Treasury Department and its
various bureaus were soon at work. The
Secretary's office employed about twenty
clerks: the treasurer, three; internal
revenue, forty: register, thirty-eight;
controller, fifteen, and auditor, twenty.
An accidental fire took place in one of
the rooms on February 20, 1801. and
some of the archives were burned.
About this time several certificates of
the United States stock were missed,
but not until after the departure of the
clerks in the register's office, and years
later one of the clerks and his son were
arrested and some of the stock and the
proceeds of oher certificates were re¬
covered.
Rented quarters were provided for

other government offices. The War De¬
partment located in a house on the
south side of Pennsylvania avenue near
22d street, but it was there but a short
time when. November 3. 1800, it was de¬
stroyed by fire, with many valuable pa¬
pers, the home of the messenger being
also burned. The Post Office Depart¬
ment found lodgment at the house of
Dr. Crocker, at the northeast corner of

| 9th and E streets. ^

Old Departments Give Way to New.
Under the constitutional government

in 1789 the old departments gave way
to the new ones. The State Depart¬
ment at first took the name of Depart¬
ment of Foreign Affairs, being author¬
ized under the act of July 27; the War
Department, August 7, and Treasury,
September 2. The Attorney General was
provided for by act .of September 24.

j The temporary establishment of the
post office was provided for by act of
September 22. These acts were con¬
tinued from time to time and when the
government arrived here the depart¬
ment was operating under the act of
March 2, 1799, which was repealed in
1S10, when the Postmaster General,
having had hut one assistant previous¬
ly, was given two and the work of the
office had rapidly expanded, in 1800
there were 903 post offices, nearly 21,000
miles of mail route and over 5280,000 in
income.
For robbing the mails the penalty had

been hanging, but flogging was even¬
tually substituted therefor. At that
time it took forty days by the mail
coach for a person in Maine to receive
an answer from a letter addressed to a

point in Georgia. The Postmaster Gen¬
eral was not then regarded as a cabinet
officer and it was not until 1825, when
the several postal acts were made into
one act, that he was so regarded. It
remained for President Jackson to in¬
vite Gen. Harry to a seat at the cabi¬
net table, in March. IS29, and since that
date the Postmaster Generals have
been advisers of the President. By act
of April 30. 1798, the Navy Department
was organized, relieving the War De¬
partment of jurisdiction of naval af¬
fairs. June 18 of that year Benjamin
Stoddert of Maryland, then residing in
Georgetown, entered on his duties as a

secretary.

Business Indicated by Titles.
The titles of the departments indicat¬

ed the business for which they were

created, but some interests seemingly
were out of place under the department
names. Under the State Department
there were originally the public land
interests and at one time for a short
period the general land office created by
the act of IS 12 was supervised by this
department, with that of the Treasury
and War Departments. Up to 1800 the
public lands were sold in lots of 4,000
acres and over. About this time an act
was passed providing for the sale of

I such lands by section or half section.
This led to a flow of emigration to

points beyond the Ohio river. The pen¬
sion affairs as well as the bounty land
office was originally under the War De¬
partment, and thf patent office until the
creation of the Interior Department
was one of the bureaus of the State
Department, and ii was easily, to be
seen, from the number of patents ap¬
plied for on improvements in agricul¬
tural machinery, plows, etc-., that the
collection of agricultural statistics
would follow. This eventually led, first,
to the establishment of a bureau of
agriculture and seed depot and finally,
to the establishment of the great de¬
partment on the Mall. In the State l>e-
partment the miscellaneous or home
department work was so increased that
before the Interior Department was

organized its clerical force was as large
as the diplomatic and consular force,
By act of April 28. 1810. $20,000 was

appropriated to erect or procure a

building suitable for the accommoda¬
tion of the post office and the office of
th** keeper of patents, and the old
Hlodgett Hotel property was purchased.
Besides those officers the city post office
and the office of the superintendent and
Hurvevor of Washington were removed
from the west executive building to the
hotel property and the structure was

repaired, finished and occupied in 1812.
The office of superintendent general
was also located here and an engine
house was provided for in 1820. This
was on 7th street north of the east end
of the hotel building. This, engine was
manned by a company of which Mr.
Coylc, the chief clerk of the post of¬
fice. was president, and it was known
as the Washington fire company.

Buildings Burned by British.
With the White House the two build¬

ings known as the east and west ex-

ecutive offlces w«r# burned bjr the
British, and from the debrl* the books

d

and papers that had been saved fiom
burningr were stored in rented houses
These buildinRs .were restored undei
act of February 13. 1*1 j. and under th*
act of April _0. isls. two :»ddition*l
executive buildings were erected north
of the old ones. They were Ninipletei!
and occupied about and were ot
the same character, two-story brick
with attic and basement, covered with
slate roof, with imposing porticos
fronting: north and south. A wide hall
extended from east to west opening on
15tli and 17th streets, in the center of
which were wide stairways. There
were about forty office rooms in each,
but frequently some of those in th**
basement, and others, were used for
other than storage purposes.
The auditors were spread around

among the buildings. The land offlce
with the general of the army, paymas¬
ter general and fifth auditor were lo¬
cated in the northeast or State depart¬
ment building. In the northwest build¬
ing. or War Department, was the
bounty land office and the pension bu¬
reau, Attorney General and second au¬
ditor. In the southwest, or Navy De¬
partment building, was the second con¬
troller, third and fourth auditor.
The southeast or Treasury building

was entirely occupied by the clerks of
the Treasury Department. including
those of the first auditor.

LAUNCH LONG UNDER WATER

Effort to Locatc Craft Sunk Nine
Months Ago.

Efforts are to be made within the
next day or two to locate a power
launch belonging to ft. W. Wilson of
RlverdaJe. Md.. which sank about nine
months ago in the river in the vicinity
of the naval powder magazine. Mr.
Wilson, with the lost boat in tow of an¬
other launch, was on his way to the
Corinthian Yacht Club when a foeavy
summer storm came from the north¬
west. Both of Mr. Wilson's boats were
swept down the river, one being blown
ashore and the other sunk. The boat
that was carried ashore was floated, but*
the sunken one was not located and is
still at the bottom of the river.
Capt. Frank Kintz of the tug Capt.

Toby will be in charge of the efforts to
locate and raise the sunken boat To
locate it a rope sweep will be used as
a drag along the river bottom. It is
believed this method will be success¬
ful.
