UNITED STATES VS. GORMANY.

The German Empire made reply to
| the note of the United States regurd-
ing the Lusitania affair: the reply, de-
manding the establlshment of a com-
mon basts of fact as prelimlnary to
direct anawer to the American poslition,
was regarded by the American publle
and official opinton as evaslve, equivo-
cal and procrastinating. The FPresident
was occupied preparing a second note
understood to call upon the German
Emplre to state whether it proposes to
abide hy international law, to be dis-
patched without delay. The German
lamhassador. Count von Bernstorfl, was
| acrorded an interview with the Presi-
dent, and was clogeted with him mnear-
| 1¥ half an hour, discussing the diplo-
| matic mitnation. The ambassador dis-
| patched Meyer Gerhard of Germany,
| who has been In this country, to pre-
sent American public opinion to the
Berlin officlals. Evidence was present-
ed denying the German contention that
the Lusitania was an armed cruiser,
with guns mounted for offenss and de-
fense. The Presldent put himself on
record a= opposing an extra session of
Congress while the international situa-
tion remains dellcate. Former Presi-
dent Taft and former Secretary of State
Knox, republicans, in public utterances,
supported the attitude of the Presl-
dent; Mr. Taft criticized the German
reply a8 Irresponsive and Inconeclu-
sive. The German government, in an-
other formal communication, disavow-
ed any purpose of harming American
| shipping, and apologized for the sink-
ing of the Gulflight, promising indem-
nity.

Progress of the War.

The tiny REepublic of Samn Marinag,
joining issues with Italy, declared war
agalnst Austria. Rumania and Bual-
garia were reported preparing to de-
clare war on the side of the allies. The
Serblan army was reported preparing
for offensive movements again. BSir
Edward Grey, foreign secretary for
Great Britain, was forced to discon-
tinue his labors by reason of stralined
eyvesight.

Military Operations.

Przemysl, Gallcla, was recaptured
from the Russians by Austro-German
forces, after a twentv-one-day siege;
the ¢alician campalgn, regarded as
the most gigantic effort of the war,
appeared to have turmed in favor of
the German offensive. Zeppelin raid-
ers bombarded London, killing four
and Injuring others with ninety bombs
dropped on the clty. The capture of a
number of Austrian towns on the road
to Trent by Italian troops was report-
ed from Rome; reports of Italian suo-
cess were declared exaggerated from
Vienna. The Turkish transport Ma-
hussein, carrying troops, was sunk bya
Eritish submarine in the SBea of Mar-
mora. A fiotilla of twanty-nine French
alrships bombarded the headquartera
of the German crown prince.
