ANNOUNCES REQUISITE
TO INDUSTRIAL PEACE

Secretary Wilson Says Justice Must
Come First.Addresses B^ook-

land Brotherhood.

Expressing: the hope that Industrial
strife shortly may end. Secretary Wil¬
son of the Department of Labor, in an

address before the Brookland Brother¬
hood at Lord Memorial hall last even¬

ing. declared that "We can never have
permanent industrial peace that is not
based upon industrial justice." The oc¬

casion was a combined "ladles' night"
and "flag night."
"Strikes between capital and labor

are like wars between nations." he de¬
clared. "They bring hardship and pain
and frequently injure the bystander.
the public at large. Both sides fight
because they believe their rights are

involved. How much better it would be
if they would say, 'Come, let us reason

together.' How much better it would be
to sit around the council table and fig¬
ure it out on ars near a mathematical
basis as possible."

Capital Not the Only Element.
At another point he declared that

while capital i;s an element in pro¬
duction it is not the only element nor

the most important one. "In order to
make anything of it it must have be¬
hind it the living, conscious being to;
start it and direct it." he said.
Secretary Wilon spoke of the prob-

lem of unemployment and the work
which the Department of Labor is
doing to alleviate it. He cited the
procuring of labor for wheat fields of
the west and work for the laborers
"burned out" in the great Salem fire
The problem of unemployment has
been greater in the past than it need*
have been, he said, because there was
no way of "bringing the jobless man
and the manless job together."
Secretary Wilson referred to the De¬

partment of Labor as the "Department
of Industrial Diplomacy," and said it is
doing its best to bring about the
brotherhood of man.

Activities of the Organization.
George L. Clayton, president of the

Brookland Brotherhood, who presided,
outlined the activities of the organi¬
zation during the last year and invited
the men of Brookland to join it. The
program was ended by the audience
joining in singing "Amarica."
