THE BLESSEDNESS OF FORGIVENESS..Psalm, 32.
Golden Text.Blessed is he whose transgression is for¬

given, whose sin is covered..Psa., 32:1.

The lyric song: assigned for our study
is one of the so-called penitential
psalms i the others being: 6. 38. 51, 102.
130, 143), which St. Augustine often

read with .weeping
eyes during his last

illness for the com¬

fort the psalmist's
message brought to

him as he faced the
end of his life.
Luther classified

it, with several oth¬
ers, as a Pauline
psalm, because it
contained the same

doctrine of grace
that underlaid all
the teaching of the
great apostle. It

Abounds In personal experience, throbs
Tirith the emotion through which the
sinner passes when convicted of sin,
burdened with Contrition, until there
comes after confession of his sin the
blessedness of forgiveness, so that the
eoul burst forth into song that lays
bare the hidden secrets of every soul
that has ever been oppressed by sin
and tasted of the joy of forgiveness.
The closing years of the life of

David were darkened by the two-folded
crime that we considered last week.
That bitter experience furnished a fit
petting for this song that goes down
deep into the permanent relations be¬
tween God and the sinner. As we read
and ponder upon the rehearsal of the
conviction, contrition and confession of
his sin, together with the gladness that
filled his heart when he was forgiven,
the psalmist appears to be recording
our own personal experiences, describ¬
ing how we, too, have found our way
back to God, so that, "being justified
by faith, we have peace with God
through our Lord Jesus Christ." It
points out the path for the sinner's re¬
turn to the favor of God and the joy
of the Lord, as well as "the happiness
of the forgiven" anud the awfulness of
.in

The Awfulness of Sin.
< onant. in his translation of the first

two verses of this psalm, thai contains
the full philosophy of God's forgiveness
of sin. gives us the following:

The difference between "happiness"
and "blessedness" is defined by some to
be that "happiness" pertains to the en¬

joyment of material things and
blessedness" to spiritual conditions,

regardless of outward conditions,
which results from reconciliation and
trust in God. The word used in the
Hebrew by the psalmist both here and
!n the first psalm refers to both ma¬
terial and spiritual conditions which
forgiven sir produces.

Tn the fourfold designation used to
.portray the offenses of man against
God and his own soul three of them
ppear to be borrowed from Exodus,

24:7. the original utterance concerning
divine mercy that frequently is re-

echoed throughout the Scriptures. The
four words used to express his wrong¬
doing."transgression," "sin," "in¬
iquity" and "sruiie".are very 'expres¬
sive, and when tnken together compre¬
hend the whole i lea of sin in all its
manifestations. We have been in the
habit of using them interchangeably,
although they ar not strictly synony¬
mous.
"Transgression" signifies, to "cross

over a line" and In.plies an open depar¬
ture from God and a willful disobe¬
dience It denotes the deliberate viola¬
tion of God's command Sin. literally
means the rniss:nsr of the mark, implies
rot so much willfulness as weaknesses
resulting in 'he falling short of doing
one's duty. f»od has s»-t a bound across
which we must not tin and We has
also set up a standard of action and

in Christ's life, labor and love that
all should aim to attain.

The Happiness of Salvation.
II >¦ no wondar that David deacrlb**

the great sinner who is saved as be¬
ing happy. The man who is savedfrom all that the four words "used byhim implies ought to be blessed. First,because of the forgiveness of his trans¬
gression. Forgive means to send
away. The scapegoat taught this les-
sion to Israel, for on him were laid
the transgressions to be carried away
into the land of forgetfulness. Christ,
the Lamb of God, has carried away the
sins of all that believe on Him as their
Savior. Surely the man ought to be
happy that sees in Jesus Christ the
forgiveness of his sins. If God has
sent away your .sins, then they have
been removed as far as the east is
from the west and He will remember
them no more.
The allusion to sin being covered

probably refers to the "mercy seat"
or the propitiation with which God
covered the ark in which He had
placed the law. God covered Adam
and Eve. when they sinned in the
garden, with the lambskin apron as a
badge of their innocence in His sight
when through the blood of the lamb
they would be saved from their sins.
God's hatred of sin is such that he
covers it with the blood of Christ, who
is the propitiation for our sins, our
cover from the just penalty of our
transgressions. The only effectual
covering for the sinful soul is to put
on the righteousness of the Lord Jesus
Christ.
The psalmist's phrase, "imputes not

iniquity," has been the source of much
trouble to the theologians. Its simple
and obvious sense is that when God
forgives a sinner He no longer holds
the forgiven one accountable for his
iniquity. Paul correctly, in Rom.. 4:6-8,
interprets God's dealing with sin as
set forth by "forgiven," "covered" and
"not imputed." to be the equivalent to
the imputation of righteousness. The
forgiven man is the justified man, upon
whom penal sanctions have no claim.
Unless there is a reality in a man's

faith and repentance he will miss the
joys of forgiveness. Only by the Holy
Spirit working in us the regeneration
of God's grace can we be free from
guile. Not until we have received the
new life from above can we come into
the fullness of the blessedness of for¬
giveness of sins through the unmerited
favor of God. Having praised God for
the joy that He had given him, the
psalmist outlines the seven steps of his
spiritual restoration.

* * * *

Salvation's Seven-Fold Structure.
David traces now the process of the

restoration of the joys of his salvation,
reciting the terrors of his conscience
when under conviction of his sin, and
how he foolishly delayed confessing his
wrongful deeds. He records the com¬

fort that quickly came after his con¬
fession, when the blessedness of for¬
giveness came with God's answer to
his cry for relief He tells the story
in three pairs with the testimony of a
joyful sinner crowning all. The three
are Silence and suffering, confession
and forgiveness, deliverance and guid-
ance, followed by the joyful testimony
of his experience of divine grace.
The times when he tried to conceal

his guilt were periods of great mental
torture and suffering It affected his
body, disturbing his sleep at night and
his thoughts by day. He could accom-
plish nothing. There was no fruitage
from his labor, for his vacillating and
sinful efforts seemed all to fail. The
Spirit of God had departed from him
and he realized that without God's help
he was able to do nothing. The sense
of guilt, like smoldering flame, burned
into his soul the conviction of sin, un¬
til at last, under the preaching of
Nathan, David saw that he had been
caught and discovered. He had been
trying to carry the burden alone, but
he found that he could not stand the
displeasure of Jehovah.
Finally David confessed. H* made a

clean breast of it to God. He acknowi-
pdp**d his sins and confessed his trans¬
gressions. So we must do with our
iniquity if we would enjoy t:* Mess-
ngs. joy and happiness of being for-
given Let us draw near to God
through our Lord. Christ Jes;s, and find
peace for present, with pardon for the
past, and the promise of paradise for
the future and the aid of the Holy Spirit
to enable us to live the f'hfistian life.
Forgiveness quickly follows confession.
Let the wicked forsake his way and

the unrighteous man his thought, and
let him return unto God,, for fie will
abundantly pardon." David found that
God was the one source of help, so he
urged all men to follow his example by
faking all their problems to God "In &
time when He may be found."
The praying man is certain that he

will receive an answer from God that
will give him the benefit of divine in¬
struction. revealing unto him the my»-
teries of the Father's lo\e, and direction
for his daily life as a Christian and
guidance amid all danger God's word
is all we need if we will let It Illuminate
our pathway
Trouble and sorrow rnay come to us,

but lit it all God's mercy protects US-
The man who walks in fellowship with
God will call all his friends in to re¬
joice with him. Our religion must be
shared to be enjoyed. If we are amongthe number concerning whom the psalm¬

ist »aid. "Blessed is he whose trans¬
gression is forgiven, whose sin is cov¬
ered. Then let us be glad In the Lord,
and rejoice and shout for Joy." Who
has a better right to be truly happy
than the man who has tasted of the joys
of salvation of our Lord? Let us re»
joice in the salvation of our Lord and
proclaim to the world the gloriee of Hi»
