Forests, Bat Ho Lumber.
From the Chicago Journal.
The average American's Idea of Bra¬

zil is compounded of diamond mines,
coffee plantations, a large river and
dense forests. The last are probably
the dominating- factors of the picture.
If there is anything which Brazil mlgh^.
be supposed to have in abundance, it is
wood.and yet American consuls are
talking about the serious lumber
shortage in the southern republic, ow¬

ing to the war, and urging lumber
dealers of the United States to take
this oportunity to supplant the product
of Scandinavian forests.
Are the tropica! countries really short

of Industrial timber, or i« their de¬
pendence on foreign imports merely
another case of hot climate Indolence?
The Journal does not know, and does
not believe any one else has very sat-^
isfactory data on the subject; but on'
the face of things, a heavily forested'
country without lumber seems absurd.
It brings to mind the days when bricks
were brought in ballast from England
to the thirteen colonies, because peo¬
ple thought there was no olay on this
side of the ocean that would mili>
good building mslorlfcl.
