Dr. Simon Advises Self-Knowl-
edge, Self-Reverence and
Self-Control.

ADDRESS TO GRADUATES
OF CENTRAL HIGH SCHOOL

Tictribution of Scholarships and
Prizes at Commencement Exer-
cises—Award of Diplomas.

Aesets necessary to the schoolboy
and girl for the exercise of sovereign
power were explained in detail to the
graduates of Central ¥ligh School yes-
terday at thelr graduation exercizes
in the Belasco Theater by Dr. Abram
8imon.

He told the members of the class that
the diploma each was about to recelve
was not a guarantea of success or a
guarantee that the one who recelves it
will he ssful. A graduate’s suc-
cess is only what he makes It, he sald.
To Tennvson he went for his text for
the gradustes, using the phrase: “Self-
knowledge, seif-reverence and self-
control lead to sovereign power.”

“The first thing is self-reverence,”
said Dr. Simon. “That does not mean
that every one should reverence him-
self and herself. It is but nmatural that
the graduate should think himself
above his lot, but the pin prick of
clvilization will settle that. Every one
should look down and read hias quall-
ties. 1f I find a boy or a girl tryilng to
achleve something I will put him down
48 1 failure unless he can reverence
himself. If he cannot look upon himself
#s spiritual, then his education has not
Leen worth while.

Self-Enowledge Essential.

“T want you to have self-knowledge.
Understand yourself. Take a true
measure of vour limitations. No one
of vou will make a succesa unless you
find your qualifications. The man who
is strong and says he will equal the
power of a glant and will conquer him
is a failure, as is he who sees a glant
and s=ays he cannot conquer. You must
g0 at things with a vim and a vigor
and a jar. No man will be successful
who has not enthusiasm.

“Self-control does not mean control
over your passions and your appetites,
The American people are not being
swept off thelr feet. The American peo-
ple are growing calm and self-poa-
gessed and controlling the future. Self-
control is to stand vour ground firmly.
Stand firmly and refuse to be moved
aside. That is a triumph that can only
come to real education.”

Turning to the graduates, he told
them that they were now going out
into a hard world. He told them that
high school education was taking away
the unnaturalness as displayed by the
footlights, and expressed the hope that
the glamour of these lights, with the
accompanying powder and paint, would
not call any of the aduates of Cen-
tral, 1915. He told them, too, that the
world was not golng to give preference
to them becauss they were graduates
of Central of 1915.

Program of Exercises.

Henry P. Bilalr, president of the
board of education, presided. The in-
vocation was pronounced by Rev., For-
rest J. Prettyman, chaplain of the Sen-
ate. Ernest L. Thurston, superintend-
ent of the public schools, made the an-
nouncement of scholarships, while Mra.
Susie oot Rhodes, member of the
board of education, presgented the di-
plomas.

Behind the scenes, while the friends
and relatives of the graduates Wers
gathering, there was an incident in
which the audlence was kept in lgno-
rance until Mr. Blalr announced it from
the stage. Emory Wilson, principal of
the Central High School, was present-
ed with a gold watch from the Pa-
triotic Legion In recognition of hls ef-
forts toward instilllng inte the pupils
of Central that patriotism which, it
was stated, was so eesential to the life
of a nation.
