In the western theater of the war: An
attack by the enemy on the western
bank of the canal to the northwest
of Dixmude against three hamlets
occupied by our troops has been re-
pulsed North of Arras there was
nothing wvesterday more than artil-
lery fighting. An attack by French
infantry at a point south of Neuville
was repulsed at midnight. In the
Champagne dlstrict, to the west of
Perthes, we pushed forward our po-
sitlons after successful mining op-
erations. In ths hills of the Meuse
hand-to-hand fighting lasted through-
out the dayv. It was accompanied by
heavy artillery fire, At about 3
o'clock in the morning we began a
counter attack and cleared our
trenches almost completely of all
the French soldiers who had pene-
trated them.

Last
night in the Vosges we systematic-
ally transferred our positlons to the
eastern bank of the Fecht river at
a point east of Sondernach without
being embarrased by the enemy.

ITALIAN STATEMENT.

ROME, June 23t
Enemy activity yesterday waa confined

to long-range Artillery fire at sev-
eral points on the front. In the Mon-
tenero zone one of our Alpine battal-
fons encountered vyesterday for the
first time important enemy forces re-
cently arrived, probably from Galicla.

FRENCH STATEMENT.

PARIS, June 23, 2:35 p.m.:

In the region to the north of Arras
bombardments have heen continued
on both sides, and laated throughout
the entire night. The Germans, fur-
thermore, endeavored to dellver new
counter attacks, one near the Neu-
ville cemetery and the other in the
direction of *"the labyrinth.” Each
was completely repulsed.

To the west of the Argonne not far
from the road running from Biner-
ville to Vienne-Le-Chateau. the fight-
ing Is going on in the German trench-
€3, hand grenades being used. On the
remainder of the front in the Ar-
gonne the Germans have expended a
vast amount of ammunition, but
r‘lllt‘mul delivering any infantry at-
ack.

On the heights of the Meuse, at Ca-
lonne, we yvesterday evening reconquer-
ed a further sectlon of the second
German line.

In Lorraine yesterday saw fresh
counter attacks against the glltlnns
which we have taken near Intrey

They were repulsed, and we retained
all our gains, at the same time mak-
ing some prisoners

In the Vosges, at Fontenells, In the
reglion of Ban-de-SBapt, the enemy
yesterday evening, after having

thrown nearly 4,000 shells in a few
hours against one of our works, ad-
vanced along a front of 200 yards and
succeeded in galning a footing. At
the same time an attack upon neigh-
boring trenches was delivered. This
German offensive was Immedlately
checked by a French counter attack
led with great brilliancy. We cap-
tured almost all the lost ground. The
enemy was successful In maintalning
his position only at the extremity of
our work. Wa took 142 pri=oners, in-
cluding three officers.

In the reglon of the Fecht river we
have occupled Sondernach, and we
have pushed our line along the slopes
to the east of this village.

Last night's officlal French statement
reads:

In the course of the forenoon about
fifteen additional shells were fired
on Dunkirk. Our heavy batteries en-
gaged the enemy's gun, which was
responsible for that bombardment.

In the region to the north of Arras the
German counter attack came to an
end toward morning Durlng the day
there has heen only an artillery ac-
tion of extreme violence between
Souchez and Ecurle.

In Champagne, near Perthes, the en-
emy exploded several mines without
result. 0On the helghts of the Meuse,
at the Calonne trenches, the Germans
toward the end of the night made a
violent attack for the purpose of re-
covering thes positions which they had
loat. They succeeded only in oecupy-
ing part of their former Becond line.
A counter attack on our part resulted
fn almost all of it agaln falllng into
our hands.

The numhber of prisoners taken in that
region slnce June 20 has reacKed 220
men and three officers.

Near Marcheville, In the Woevre, a
feehle German attack—half a com-
pany—which had as ita ohject the re-
occupation of an abandoned trench
between the two lines was dispersed
by our fire.

In Lorraine a German counter attack,
debouching to the east of Leintrey,
was stopped by our artillery, In the
Vosges, hetween the two branches of
the Fecht river, we have continued
our advance !n the direction of Son-
dernach.

FUND FOR MEXICAN
RELIEF EXHAUSTED

American Red Cross Officials
Make Urgent Appeal for
More Contributions.

20,000 ARE STARVING
AND PESTILENCE SPREADS

One More Carload of Corn From
Texas and Money Will All
Be Spent.

With 20,000 persona officlally reported
to be starving in Mexico and many suf-
fering from famine and pestilence, the
American Red Cross announced today
that its funds available for this relief

work are exhausted.

Urgent appeal for contributions of food
and money to meet the alarming situation
was made by Hed Cross officlals.

How desperate the food situation 1s
even in Vera Cruz is said to be indicated
by one case reported to Red Cross head-
quarters and anonunced today. Onemtal-

o . twenty-three years old, a
;Elti:ﬁ?c ‘;a‘?}m? t:arherl.( was found begeing
in the etreets for food for bed-ridden
parents. Another sister, well educated,
was peddling soap.

Funds Practically Exhausted.

Brig. Gen. C. A. Devol, general man-
ager of the American Red Cross, today
telegraphed Red Cross headquarters
from Fort Sam Houston, Tex., to the

ect that after he has purchased an-
g’trher carload of corn the Mexican re-
llef funds will have been exhausted.

Gen. Devol advises that he ls ar-
ranging to supply Saltillo with rations
of corn and beans through Eagle Pass
and Monclova, He is also emleavoring
to afford relief to Sabinas, which is in
sore distreas.

A Eepecial representative of the Red
Cross in Vera Cruz has afforded much-
needed relief to several Mexlican school
teachers thére. In fact, he made $100
lift out of the depths of despalr six very
deserving teachers and their families.
Some members of the families of these
teachers were desperately ill, due largely
to want and neglect. These young
teachers are doing menial labor to keep
the wolf from the door. .

Famine in Tamaulipas.

A story of famine and desolation in
the state of Tamaullpas, Mexico, whera
many of the natives are cutting down
palm trees and trying to exist on the
hearts of these, is told in a reliable
report just recelved by the American
Red Cross from Tampico.

“The situation in the outlying dla-
tricts arcund Tampico is not benefited
at all by the food products shipped
into this city,” says the report. “None
of the supplies brought Into this port
ara shipped into the interior. Tales
of suffering have been brought in from
Sota La Marina, Jimenez, Chamal,
Xicotencat! and several other small
towna in the State of Tamaulipas.

*“The people in this part of the state
of Tamaulipas are harely existing on
a little beef and wild products. They
have no corn, beans, rice or flour, nor
any of the staples which in normal
times they have been able to get in
abundance. They have learned to make
tortillos out of the heart of the palm
tree, but as this product has so little
nourishment in It they are getting
very thin and beginning to show plain-
ly the effects of the famine. Their
mortality is Increasing and will con-
tinue to Increase with great rapldity
after the rainy season sets In.

“These peopla are scattered over a
broad expanse of territory covering
over 100 square miles and it will be
difficelt to get supplies to them. It
would be possible, however, to send
a supply of provisions to Victoria,
Sota La Marina, Jimenez and several
other small towns, and have them dis-
tributed by an agent of the Red Croas
Soclety. There are a number of Amer-
icans in these towne who would glad-
ly assist in seeing that the provisions
were given only to the deserving."”

DWNING SHIP LINES

Trade and Commercial Organ-
izations Throughout Country
Vote on the Subject.

REFERENDUM CONDUCTED
BY COMMERCE CHAMBER

Big Majority Favor Subsidies From
the Government—Other Ques-
tions Answered.

As the result of a referendum taken
by the Chamber of Commerce of the
United States among more than 750
chambers of commerce, boards of trade
and other commercial organizations of
the country, 698 trade bodies of the
United States are agalnst the govern-
ment undertaking the purchase, con-
struction or charter of vessels for mer-
cantile purposes and their gperation,
with 82 such bodies In favor af such a
plan. -

Thess results were made publie to-
day at the headquarters of the Cham-
ber of Commerce of the United States
in the Riggs building, following a can-
vass which has been in progreas since
May 10, the referendum having been
taken as the result of the recent ship-
purchase bill fight in Congresa.

The canvass extended to every state
in the Union, and .t is belleved that
the information will be of service to
Congress in case another ship purchass
bill is presented at the coming sesslon.

Oppose All U. 8. Ownership.

Asked {n the referendum whether
they favor the ownership of merchant
vessels by the government with opera-
tion by private partieas under lease, 711
trade hodles declared themselves op-
posed to such a plan, fifty-four voting
in favor of it.

Asked whether they favor subsldies
from the government sufficient to offset
the difference in cost between opera-
tion of vessels under the American flag
and operation In the smame deep sea
trades under forelgn flags, 658 trade
bodies veted In favor of such a plan,

tion of a federal shipping board to in-
vestigate and report to Congress re-
garding the navigation laws and to
have full jurisdiction, under the law,
in all matters pertaining to over-sea
transportation—645 In favor, 118
opposed.

The committee recommends that the
Eovernment subscribe to the entire
stock of a marine development com-
pany with a capital of $20,000,000, this
company to have authority for saven
Years to lend, under supervision of the
federal shipping board, upon the =e-

vessels, taking as evidence of this in-
debtednéas bonds which bear a fair
rate of Intersst and contaln provisions
for amortization, the development
company to guarantes the bonds as to
principal and interest and sell them
to the public—422 in favor, 314 op-
posed.

Would Lessen Speed of Boats.

The committes recommends that the
ocean mall law of 1891 be amended by
lowering the speed for first-class steam-
era from twenty to sixtesn knots, and for
second-class steamers from sixteen to
twalve knots, and by making ths com-
pensation adequate to permit the estab-
lishment of lines of steamships carrying
both mall and freight—690 in favor, 66
opposed.

The committes recommends that thers
should be leglislation abollshing de-
ferred rebates and providing for super-
vizsion of rates by the federal shipping
board, with requirements for filing
with the board schedules of rates and
all agreements among oversea lines,
607 In favor, 131 opposed.

The committee recommends that fed-
eral licenses should be taken out hy
lines, domestic and foreign, engaged
in shipping between ports of the Unlit-
ed States and other countries, 616 In
favor, 121 opposed.

Quesfion Widely Discussed.

FPosslbly no question which the Cham-
ber of Commerce of the United States
has submitted to its members has been
more widely discussed, it was sald at
the chamber today. In fact, it was &
great desire to know the sentiment of
business men of the country on this im-
portant subject which called for ths
referendum, only elght other referenda
having been sent out in the entire his-
tory of the organization. The last one
Was a year ago on trust legislation, and
the present was the only general call
which has gone out since.

It will probably be some time bafore
an analysis of exactly how organiza-
tions in various sections of the country
went on record can be had, inasmuch as
hefore that Information can be given out
it 1s mecessary for Elllott H. Goodwin,
general secretary, to present the vote
for final approval at a meeting of the
board of directors of the national
chamber to be held in New York city
Tuesday.

After the board has had an oppor-
tunity to go over the situation, how-
ever, thes entire results of the canvass
will be made public.

LABOR MEN ORGANIZE
10 0PPOSE ALL WAR

Mr. Buchanan of Illinois Elected
Head of Society, Which Wounld
Forfeit Patents on Munitions.

Opposition to extension of the means
for national defense, and declarations
favoring the acquisition by ths govern-
ment of a monopoly on the manufac-
ture of arms and ammunition of all
kinds, wers volced at a meeting last
night at the Bt James Hotel, attended
by members of several national labor
organizations.

The resolutions adopted at the gath-
ering, whioch included representatives
of a number of organizations from sev-
eral citles In the east and middle west,
denounced an adequate army and navy
as "a menace to peace,” and asserted
that as the patent rights on and the
manufacture of arms, ammunition and
the implements of war are in the hands
of international combinations of capil-
talists who =ell their products Indis-
criminately to the governments of the
world and promote the sale of such
roducts by arousing and encouraging
eelings of national rre}l‘id'ce and jeal-
ousy and by employing periodical war
gcares in different countries, the gov-
ernment should take immediate steps
to acquire all such patent rights, so as
to prevent the sale of munitions of war
to any belllgerent power.

Not Sponsored by A. F. of L.

When the newly formed assoclation and
its objects was called to the attention of
Samuel Gompers, president of the Ameri-
can Federation of Labor, Mr. Gompers
declared ths organization was in no wise
sponsored by the federation.

“While the American Federation of
Labor stands for peacs In preference to
war,” sald President “and
while it has gone on record, by resolu-
tion, as opposing war on principla, the
federation has never advocated govern-
ment monopoly of the manufacture of
arms and munitions of war.”

President Gompers called attention to
the jetter written by him to bes read at
the peace meeting held in New York last
week, saying, however, that the psenti-
ments expressed in the letter were his
own, and that he did not claim that they
wers an authorized expression of the
sentiment of the American Federation of
Labor as a whole.

Vain Effort to Hold Conference.

Efforts wers mads today to arrange
for a conference hetween Preaident
Wilson and a committee headed by
Representative Buchanan, at which it
was desired to Inform the President
of the objects tought to be attained by
the new organization, and to present
to him a copy of the resclutions adopt-
ed last night. Owing t othe fact that
the President is maklng arrangements
to leave the city this evening, however,
it was Iimpossible to arrange for a
mesting.

It was explained today that the new
organization has absolutely no con-
nection with any political propuganda
in favor eof former Becretary Bryan,
but that it was formed for the purpose
of bringing to bear all the influence of
labor organizations In the United
States and abroad, as well as the labor-
ing classes generally, in favor of a
general dizarmament of the natlons.

ONFREIGHT RATES

Plea for Increase Made by
Western Railroads Before
the I. C. C.

INTERESTS OF FARMERS
DEFENDED BY A. E. HELM

A. J. Norton Declares Consumer, Not
the Producer, Pays Cost of
Grain Transportation.

Argument before the Interstate com-
merce commission today in the west
ern advance rate case turned on the
Increases on grain and grain products

A. J Norton spoks for the Santa Fe
rallway and A. E. Helm of the Kansas
state rallway commission replied. Mr
Norton contended that the level of
rates on grain In western territory
was below the level of grain rates in
the east. Farmers' organizations op-
posing the increase, he pald, had re-
sources of 28000000 and had gone
about their fight In a systematic and
thorough manner.

“The farmer, however,” he sald,
“doesn’t pay any frelght on graln. That
is pald by the consumer.”

Mr. Helm Replies.

Mr. Helm replied that the farmer did
pay the frelght

"It 1s a well known fact,” sald he,
“that every increase in the cost of
transportation of agricultural prod-
ucts, and graln particularly, is reflect-
ed at the very moment in the price tha
farmer receives for his product. He
pays the freight.”

Mr. Helm argued that the burden of
proof that an Increass was necessary
wias on the earrler. Poor management,
bad securitles or flnancial blunders, ha
argued, had nothing to do with in-
creasing freight rates. Such an in-
creass in grain rates, he contended,
could be justified only If the carriers
showed that cost of transporting grain
had increased.

Arguments Not Completed.

Argument on the financlal condition
of the western roads was not completed
yesterday, but time will be granted to
further discuss this point later in the
weel.

C. C. Wright, representing many of
the interested roads, yesterday main-
talned that conditions would be fairly
shown by taking forty-ona roads In
western territory and using them to
glve a composite plcture. He said
this picture showed that labor cost,
taxes and cost of maintenance are all
increasing, and that the only way in
which the railroads can mecet these in-
creases, unless they reduce the number
of trains, is by increasing their raters

Clifford Thorne, representing state
rajlroad commissiona, declared that
only a’ selected list of railroads had
been presented to the commission.

“They have taken a half dozen of the
subaidiary companies of the Southern
Pacific railroad,” he sald, “and put them
in thelr forty-one roads and left tha
Southern Pacific out. These subsidiaries
are earning deficits, and the Bouthern
Pacific is one of the best properties in
the west.”

Mr. Thorne said the railroads based
their requests on the theory that ths
book cost of their properties should bhe
taken as theilr real vajue, on which
they were entitled to earn 7 per cent.

“This,” said Mr. Thorne, “is but the
entering wedge. If these roads are en-
titled to $10,000,000 more in revenues
today they will be entitled to £40,000,-
000 advance next month In passenger
rates and another advance in freight
rates next year. If these two doc-
trines are sound all the rallroads nf

the country would be entitled to
$500,000,000 increass every year.
“Befors committing oursslves to

such a program let us ses If thare s
not something radically wrong in the
premises that have led to such con-
clusion.”

A. J. Edgerton, assistant attorney
eneral of Minnesota, and Willls E.
eed, attorney general of Nebraska,
followed Mr. Thorne, arguing against
the increases.

burg and of the Balle des Fetes, with-
out counting innumerabls numbered
works, giving & feeling of unheard-of
difficulties which our troops had to
overcome.

Day and Night Combat.

“wWithout a stop from May 30 to June
17. they fought on this ground, full of
big holes and fllled with dead. The
combat never ceased, elther day or
night. The attacking elements, con-
stantly renewed, crushed the Germans
with hand grenades and demolished
their earth barricades. Thers was not
an hour of truce nor an instant of re-
pose. The men were under a sun so
hot in the trenches they fought bare-
headed and In thelr shirt sleeves

“On each of these bloody days thars
were acte of incomparable heroigm,
From three sides at & time we at-
talned way where the Germans had
dug, ten meters underground, formida-
ble shelters. The enemy's artillery
continued firing on our line without in-
terruption, Our reserves suffared, for
in this upturned earth, whera every
blow from the pickax would disinter
a body, one can prepars but slowly the
deep shelters which the situation de-

mands.
Many Men Are Lost,

‘We lost many men, but the merale
of the others was unshaken, The men
asked only one thing—to go forward
and fight with grenades, instead of
walting, gun In hand, the unceasing
fall of shells.

“They wers hard days, and It was
necessary constantly to earry to the
fighting men munitions and food, and
especially water. Everybody did his
best, and we ocontinued our success
Little by little our progreas, indicated
by & cloud of dust resulting from the
combat of the grenades, brought us to
an extremity north of the ‘labyrinth.’
The fighting continued in the Eulen-
burg and other tréenches daily, and ulti-
mately the ‘labyrinth’ belonged to us.

Germans Lose Regiment.

“The Germans lost an entire regi-
ment. We took a theousand prisoners.
The rest were killed. A Bavarian regi-
ment alsc was decimated.
“Our losses were 2,000 men, among
whom many wers slightly wounded.
“The resistance was as flerce as the
attack. Deepite the nature of the ground
and the organized defenses, which had
been in preparation for seven months,
and despite the artillery, ths bomb-
throwers and the qulck—ﬂrau. we re-
malned the victors."
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
