TURK ENVOY AT ROME
&  ASKS FOR PASSPORTS

German and Austrian Ministers Hold
Parleys in Vienna—Pope
May Quit Italy.

LONDON, June 28 4:15 am—The
Emperor of Russia presided at an im-
portant council of ministers in the im-
perial tent at army headquarters, says
the Petrograd correspondent of Reuter's |-
Telegram (‘ompany.

The correspondent adds that those pres-
ent included Grand Duke Nicholas, com-
mander-in-chief of the Russfan forces:
his chief of staff, other leading military
men and several ministers. and that “sev-
eral ministerial changes are impending
Some representative politicians are ex-
pected to he appointed under the cabinet
reconstruction, after which the duma will
be convoked.”

Petrograd Is Puzzled.

' PETROGRAD, June 28 —Nothing seems
%o be known as yet in Petrograd regard-
ing the reason for the retirement of Gen.
W. A. Soukhomlinoff. the Russian min-
ister of war, who was regarded as being
largely responsible for the creation of
the modern Muscovite army. During his
tenure of office he reorganized and unified
the imperial forces, introducing a radical
change in the sysiem of educating and
training officers.

The efficiency to which he had brought
the army was considered to have been |
proved at the opening of the war by its
rapid mobilization and the initial success
in Galicia. Besides the greatest improve-
ment in the cavalry branch, on which he
has written books which have become
classics, he also has done much for the
aeroplane service and the artillery. By
his achievement as a cavalryman he
won a gold sword at Plevna.

Gen. A. . Vernander, who will succeed
Gen. Soukhomlinoff, has been adjutant of
the ministry of war. It is believed his
appointment will only be temporary, how-
ever. He is a distinguizhed engineer, re-
sponsible among other things for the for-
tification of Warsaw west of the Vistula.

There seems to be an impressien in
Petrograd that Gen. Ruziky, who plaved
& prominent part in the Russian conquest
of Galicia, but gave up his command be-
cause of poor health, may eventually be-
come minister of war, as he now has en-
tirely recovered, and is regarded as one
of the greatest strategists in Russia. He
was in command of the forces which cap-
tured Lemberg in September.

Conference at Vienna.

VIENNA, via Amsterdam and London,
June 28.—Dr. von Bethmann-Hollweg,
the German imperial chancellor, and
Gottleib von Jagow, the German for-
®ign minister, are here to confer with
the Austro-Hungarian foreign minister,
Baron Stephan Burian von Dajecz. Dr.
von Bethmann-Hollweg has had an
audience with Emperor Francis Joseph.

Mr. Bryan Issues Statement Regard-
ing Conversation With Am-
bassador Dumba.

—_—

A denial by former Secretary Bryan
that he gave to Dr. Dumba, the Aus-
trian ambassador, the impression that
the first American note to Berlin was
but a sop to the American public was
made yesterday. Mr. Bryan declared
he did not lead Dr. Dumba to believe
that the note following the Lusitania
disaster wam not to be taken seriousliyv.
Publications which caused Mr. Bryan
to issue his denial last night found
their origin; it is understood. in a2 mis-
understanding by Herr “immerman of
the German foreign office. Dr. Dumba
8ent a message which carried to Herr
Zimmerman, it is said, a meaning dif-
ferent from that intended. It was
learned yesterday that in conversation
with Ambassador Gerard, Herr Zim-
merman mentioned he had been in-
formed by Dr. Dumba that the first note
was but a sop to the public opinion in
the U'nited States.

Ambassador Gerard immediately
cabled to thig country asking for fur-
ther light, and his cablegram was
brought to the attention of Dr. Dumba,
who immediately cabled to hia office
the true meaning of his dispatch.

Mr. Bryan’s Statement.

Former Secretary Bryan's statement
follows:

“'l have noticed that a number of the
jingo papers are publishing a =state-
ment to the effect that after the send-
Ing of the firet note to Germany { Eave
Ambassador Dumba the impression that
the note was not intended to be taken
seriously. 1 am not willing that the
uninformed shall be misled by that
portion of the press which is endeavor-
Ing to force thias country into war. I
reported to the President the conversa-
tion which I had with Ambassador
Dumba, and received his approval of
what I had said. When we learned that
the conversation had been misrepre-
sented in Berlin, T brought the matter
to the attention of Ambassador Dumba
and secured from him a statement cer-
tifying to the correctness of the report
of the conversation which T had made
to the President. Ambassador Dumba's
statement was sent to our embassy at
Berlin, and Ambassador Dumba also
telegraphed the German government
afirming the correctness of my report
of the interview,and denying the con-
struction that had been placed upon it.
These are the facts in the case"”

TOTAL EXPORTS FOR YEAR
ARE $75,000,000 IN VALUE

Imports Will Fall Below $50.000,-
000, Leaving a Trade Balance
of $25,000,000.

With exports of cotton manufactures
from the United States totaling $57,-
900,000 for the ten-month period end-
ing May 1, the bureau of foreign and
domestic commerce has made a guess
that the total exports for the fisca! year
ending June 30 will total $75,000,900 in
value. The imports for this period,
it is estimated, will fall below $3i0,-
000,000, leaving a favorable trade bal-
ance of approximately $25,000,000, At
the time the May 1 figures were obh-
tained the trade balance in favor of
the United Statem was more than $4,.-
060,060,

The highest level previously recorded
by the bureau was $53,700,000 in 1913,
and the next, $52,900,000 in 1906, which
was the culminating vyear of the big
export movement, when China was
taking unusually large quantities of
American cotton goods upon the re-
opening of her markets at the close of
the Russo-Japanese war.

Decrease in Imports of Cotton.

The decrease in imports of cotton
goods in the ten months wae $21, 600,000,
and the increase In exports of that
group was 314,600,000, compared with
a like period of the filzcal year 1914,
Ten months’ imports of [uropean
jaces aggregated 318,000,000, a decrease
of $12000,000: of European cloths,
$6,000,000, a decrease of $4,000,000, and
wearing apparel, $4,000,000, a decrease
of $1.000,000. Ten months' exports of
wearing apparel amounted to $25,000,-
00, a gain of $16,000,000 for the period,
chiefly in sales to Furope. Cotton cloths
for the ten months showed a total of
105,000,000 yards, a decrease of 4§,
000,000 from last year's figures. The
United States sent to China only 13,-
000,000 varde, compared with 79,000,000
in ten months of last year; to South
America, 26,000,000, against 35,000,000
last vear; to Central America, 24,000,-
000, against 20,000,000, and to Haiti,

4 000,000, as against 22,000,000, QGains
included #hipments to the TUnited
Kingdom, 12,000,000 vyards, compared

with 2,000.000 in ten months of last
year: to Cuba, 30,000,000, against 20,-
W00,000: to the Philippines, 83,000,000,
againat 73,000,000, and smaller increases
in males to Canada, Mexico, Aden, India
and other countries.
