WINGS TO PATENT OFFICE
AUTHORIZED MARCH 3, 1849

Pension Office for Long Period Quar-
tered in Winder Building—Other

The act of March 3, 1849, authorizing
the new Home or Interior Department,
confarred powers of supervision and
appeals on the new Secretary over the
general land, patent, Indian affairs and
pension offices, and also over the cen-
sus accounts, etc. Thess bureaus were
somewhat scattered, the land office in
the third story of the Treasury, the
patent office in its own bullding, the
Indlan affairs In the War Department
and the pension bureau in the V!'lndﬁr
building. The last named building was
erscted on the site of the old yellow
printing office of Alexander & Ber-
nard, by Charles H. Winder, about ths
time the blll was passed. He first
rented it to the government for the

of Tth street between E and F streets.
The continuation of the west wing of
the department bullding was authorized
by act of August 21, 1852, and the erec-
tion of the north front by the act of
1856. The whole was about completed
in 1868, costing In round flgures two
and a half million dollars. Owing,
however, to & change of grade which
placed the south entrance high up in
the air, a further expenditure of about
§$350,000 was required. Before the
bullding was entirely taken up for
government purposes the uses made of
some portlons were varled. Long be-
fore the entire court was inclosed the
Maryland Cadets, a crack military com-
pany of Baltimore, held an encampment
about the center of the square. There
was also held there in the fifties a fair
of the Metropolitan Mechanics’ Insti-
tute. Rhode Island troops in 1861 were
quartered here, and In 1865 Lincoln’s
second inaugural ball took place in the
east model saloon. The west wing
was completed about 1856 and =soon
thereafter the land office moved from
the twenty-six rooms it had occupied
in the third story of the old Treasury
building.

Other Public Buildings.

The extension of the post office on the
northern ‘portion of the square was
authorized by the act of March 3, 1855,
and thes work was continued through
war times untll about 1886, costing
nearly one and three-quarter millions
of dollars. It housed that department
with its auditor until the eresction of
the new bullding south of the Avenue
between 11th and 12th streets, cover-
ing the entire square. .

The extension of the Treasury was
authorized by the act of March 3, 1855,
and the work extended over the war
period, costing somewhat over six mil-
Hons of dollars. The old State De-
partment there was demolished and the
erection of the State, War and Navy
building blotted out the two executive
buildings remaining.

not find accommeodations in the depart-
ment buildings. After paying nearly
$90,000 in rTent, the government pur-
chased the bullding in 1855 for $200,-
000. It is still in possession of the
government, and has been enlarged.

The patent office having lesa than
half a dozen employes prior to 1838,
when it was burned, had increased to
about thirty clerks, and it then includ-
ed the germ of the Department of
Agriculture, the museums, etc. The In-
dian affairs were administered by about
fifteen clerks. The pension bureau,
located first In the War Department
basement, with four or five clerks, had
occupied rooms in a bullding opposite
the department, before taking rooms in
Winder's building, with about twenty
clerks.

Eighty Employes in Land Office.

The land office had about eighty em-
ployes, among them some who had en-
tered the service as messengers and
worked themselves up through all the
clerical grades to the heads of bureaus.
Some who entered the service at small
salaries, not only reached prominent
places in the departments, but after
leaving the government employ were
numbered among Washington's most
wealthy citizens. In oné case, W. J.
Sibley, 2 messenger at 3750 per year,
became known to the general public as
a philanthropist, a hospital endowed
by him bearing his name. Others rose
fn political life, one, William H. Eng-
lish, serving in Congress from 1853 to
1861, and in 18830 becoming a candidate
for Vice President. Some of the ‘“lame
ducks™ of the House found places as
government clerks.

The ‘government had no bullding for
the new.  depagtment, but at the time
the crowded comdition of the Treasury
having made rental necessary, a bulld-
ing on the scuthwest corner of 15th
and F streets, occupled by some of the
Treasury clerks, afforded accommoda-
tions. The new Secretary found a chief
clnek was provided for, but the other
clerks were detalled from the several
bureaus named ,and the Secretary em-

half a dosen others on his own
responsibility, looking to the approval
of Congress. D, C. Goddard was the
chief clerk, and a young man from Ohlo
was placed In charge of the appoint-
ment desk. It was customary for him
to file letters asking for places, and
letters of indorsement, in the pigeon-
holes.

“Abraham Idncoln an Applicant,

Among the applicants for thé posi-
tion of commissioner of the general
land office was Abraham Lincoln, whose
term as a representative in Congress
had just expired. One of the clerks
many years ago told the writer that In
& little time Mr. Lincoln had flled so
many letters with his application as to
make it necessary to provide a special
receptacle for them on the op of the
desk: that Mr. Lincoin called daily
with a number of letters and cheerily
greeted them with *“Good morn-
ing, gentlemen; here ars some more to
add to the pile.” Then he would reach
his long arm over and drop them into

box.

th:fter a few weeke, when Gen. Ewing
was attending a cabinet meeting, a
messenger called for the papers on file
for this appointment. The cierk hastily
did the papers of sach applicant up into
bundles, and, whether intentionally or
by carelesseness, he bundled up only a
small portion from Mr. Lincoln’s box.
These were sent to the President and
the result was unfavorable to Mr.
Lincoln.

Learning of this, he went to the Pres-
ident and asked if he had seen certain
Jetters and received the reply that he
had not. He thereupon called on the
Secretary who at once inquired into
the matter and found many letters that
had not been sent to the President. The
Secretary, who at once Inquired into
once traneferred the young olerk to a
land office out west. He wanted Mr.
Lincoln to accept some other position,
but the offer was declined.

*“l have often thought,” suid the old
elerk, “that the young man did a good
dAeed fur the American people, accident-
ally or otherwise, for had Mr. Lincoln
become commissioner of the land office
he most likely would never have been
President. But few occupants of that
office can serve their full terma with-
out making enemiles.

Becretary Ewing Resigns.

Mr. Ewing continued as Secretary
until after the death of President Tay-
‘or, when he resigned. Ex-Senator
Pearce of Maryland declined the posi-
tion and Chief Clerk Goddard acted for
a few weeks until Mr McEKennan of
Pernsylvania was confirmed. The lat-
ter, however, served but a few days in
August, and Mr. Goddard aga!n became
the ad interim Becretary till S8eptember
15, 1850, when A, H. Stuart of Virginia
became BSecretary and served to the end
of the administration.

On the same date, March 3, 1849, the
organization of the department was
authorized, and appropriation was
made toward the erection of the winge
to the patent office and but little was
expended during the year. This appro-
priation of $50,000 was followed &y
others, and in the following year more,
than $100,000 was expended on the con-
struection.

While the east wing was belng erect-
ed the office of Secretary of the Interior
#«as separated from the bureaus, but
the Secretary proposed that the de-
partment should establish its head In
this building as soon as there were
accommodations therefor. This use was
sanctioned by the act of September 30,
1850, The patent ofMice, however, was
growing at a rapid rate, and the law
at that time calling for models with
applications for patents, made It neces-
sary to secure room for them. The
further claim was made ..at the patent

was not only self-supporting, but
was accumulating a large surplus, and
that if the department moved In there
would be no room for that office. Con-
gress, however, thought otherwise and
made appropriations for the depart-
mént, and also an appropriation for the
arection of the west wing. The de-
partment moved into the east wing,
which had been completed about 1853.

It was
attended by nearly 200 ministers of
all denominations from practically
every sectlon of the state, conferrin—~
on problems of vital Importance to the
rural church under the leadership of
recognized experts. It was the unani-
mous request of the clergymen that
the conference be repeated this sum-
mer, and, through the efforts of Presl-
dent H. J. Patterson and the other
members of the faculty it will be held
this year, beginning with the school
Nuly 26 and ending August 3, and the
conference will begin August 4 and
continue three days.

The arrangements that have been
compieted are of such a nature as to
appeal strongly to the ministers of
the state, and it is certain that many
of them will avall themselves of the
epportunity to enjoy the outing and
at the same time become better ac-
quainted with community and rural
problems, as well as enabling them
to preach the gospel in a more prac-
tical manner. During the elevensdays
of the school and conference the min-
Isters will be quartered in the new
dormitory bullding and will take their
meals In the college dining room, and
it is announced that practically all of
the food prepared will be the product
of the college farm. Some of the ques-
tiong that will be presented for
answer and for discussion will be: Is
the church fulfliling its whole fune-
tlon? Should the minister be expected
to agsume leadership in other than
spiritual matters? Can the college de-
velop a happler country life, and do.
the college live up to its possibilities?

B. Martin, director of the boys’ club
work In fifteen of the southern states,
and Miss Annle M. Evans, who is a spe-
ciallst in women's organizations. All
are scheduled for special lectures for
their particular line of work.
