Today's proceedings were not at all to
the liking of Gen. Huerta and he un-
burdened himself in a speech in the
court of George B. Oliver, United States
commissioner. He told the commis-
sloner that had circumstances been dif-
ferent he would have shot one of the

ty marshals today. The general
also sent a telegram of protest to Chief
Justice White of the Supreme Court of
the United States. This message was:

*“I have the honmor to inform you on
the following affairs: That the repre-
sentatives of the judicial department of
the government In this city have, with-
out just reason, molested me and my
family here. I am already under arrest
here under certain charges and have
furnished bond with the local authori-
tlea. Now 1 have been rearrested.

*I respectfully ask an order from
¥our court that your representatives
here be instructed to tell me of the
duties I am to perform and the conduct
I must pursue in order that henceforth
they may leave me and my family un-
molested.”

Huerta Asks to Be Heard.

Huerta reiterated and added to this
protest when he appeared before Com-
missioner Oliver. Attorney Crawford
had just asked that Huerta's bond be
fixed at $100,000, when Huerta asked to
be heard.

“While I respect the laws of this
country,” said he, “I must protest
against the methods that have been
used here since I was arrested. [ gave
the bond demanded.

Huerta's eye flashed as he turned

teward Edward Bryant, a deputy
United States marshal ard personally
directed to him an accusation of fall-
ure to treat Huerta's family with
respect.
“Having held high position,” con-
tinued Huerta, “it is natural that I
should have enemies, and these are the
oenes who are making the trouble. I
eame heres to visit my daughter and
then to go to San Francisco. But, no,
I am a revolationist; T am a trouble-
maker; I must be arrested and my
home turned into a prison. I cannot
eat, cannot sleep and cannot talk with-
out espionage. I am mortifled and
my family is shamed.”

Would Have Shot Him.

Huerta criticised Bryant for “undue
wvigilance.” “Had I not been placed in
the circumstances in which 1 was.”
said Huerta, “I would have shot him.”

In his speech Huerta did not dis-
elose the cause of this declaration.
Later in conversation Huerta said that
his anger was aroused when Bryant

shed the general's little son from

running board of an automobile as
they started for the courthouse.
Huerta's voice shook as he added:

““That is the firat time I have permit-
ted my temper to run away with me.”

NEW YORK, July 3.—At Gen. Huer-
ta's home at Forest Hills, L. 1., it was
sald tonight that no word had been re-
ceived of his rearrest and commitment
to jall,

Early today, however, his wife re-
esived a telegram from him asking
that $20,000 be wired to him at El1 Paso
immediately, which request, it was
mald, was complied with. Members of
his family and A. Z. Ratner, his con-

ntial business associate here, said
that they did not know the reason for
Gen. Huerta's request for money.

“It is possible,” said Mr. Ratner,
“that he might be contemplating a
change of bondsmen.”

The Extradition Request.

BAN ANTONIO, Tex., July 3.—The
formal request for the extradition to
Mexico of Huerta and the other men
named contains the following:

“The reasons upon which this re-
quest is based are the foreign public
usages and facts which live in the
conscience of the American government
by reason of the Immediate knowledge
which it obtained by its closeness to
Mexico, as well as the ample informa-
tlon which it received by virtue of di-
rect intervention in these criminal af-
fairs, which was taken at that time by
the American ambanssador, Henry Lane
Wilson. My government is moved to
the profound conviction that the sane

noble principles of justice which
inspire the acts of the present admin-
istration and at the same time the
watchful Interest for the existence and
- security for the Mexican republic es-
tablish a precedent to prevent similar
Subversive acts aogainst the existence
of the Mexican nation.

“Again the principal crime for which
Huerta appears responsible is provided
for in article II, part 1, which treats
of the extradition of criminals between
Mexico and the United States and ex-
pressly provides that the character of
the crime shall be non-political. The
fact is that my government has not
been recognized as a government per-
fectly consolidated, but this eircum-
stance (present Mexican situation) ex-
cuses the requisites of formality whieh
under normal clrcumastances should be
observed in u demand for extradition.
If to this fault of non-recognition it be
held that thg treaty of extradition of
February 22, 1599, is accidentally sus-
pended, the gravity of the offenses com-
mitted by Huerta, the sentiment of in-
dignation of Mexican sovereignty and
your desire for the conservation of the
integrity of the government of Mexico,
Justify sufficiently the present request,
because this class of infraction of nat-
ural and immutable laws of human
conscience should be punished with
heavy penalties In all times and in all
eivilized nations.

Principle of Right.

“It i{s, moreover, a principle of In-
ternational right that Interior dis-
turbances In one state has no decisive
influence over international consldera-
tions. There is no exception and a
country cannot he deprived of ita
rights In the sphere of its foreign re-
lations. In this case the petition is
just, proceeding from right and ema-
nating from & true government In the
intsrnational acceptation in that it
exercises control and has authority in
almost the whole of the Mexican re-
public. The dellvery of Gen. Huerta
te the econstitutionalist government
would be in accord with international
practices and (s provided for in the
treaty of extradition between the two
countries, and it will signify morally
4he justifiecation of the political system
of the government represented by
President Wilson with respect to the
Maxican question, which first denied
recognition to Huerta.

The warrant for the arrest of Robelo
charges him with complicity in the con-
spiracy with Huerta, Orosco and the
other members of the reactionary
party. He iz thereby Included in the
charges against the ex-dictator and
his accomplices with viclation of the
neutrality of the United States.

The application for extradition of
Huerta and other former Mexican of-
ficials calls attention of the American
government to alleged crimes commit-
ted during the February, 1913, uprising
in Mexico City and lays the blame for
Madero's death to the alleged combi-
nation. It then asserts that they are
planning another revolution.

The Charges Made.

It is as follows:

“The bloody events which took place
in the City of Mexico from February 9
to 23, in 1913, which concluded with the
assassination of President Madero and
Vice President Pino Suares are noto-
rious throughout the world. It 1s
egqually well known that these events
and the overthrow of the legitimate
government of President Madero were
brought about by Gens. Fellx Diax,
Blanquet and the mean Gen. Bernardo
Reyes, and saw their consummation
through the concerted actions of these
with Gen. Viectorlano Huerta, whom
President Madero had named military
commissioner of the plaza; and finally
it 18 also known that Gen. Huoerta turn-
ed against the legitimate government
the sword that it had placed in his hands
to defend {ts institutions and * * *
usurped the executive power of the re-
public and ending with the assassina-
tion af the president and vice president
by soldiers under orders of these men
who have never been prosecuted for
these crimes of high treason against the
Mexican republic.

“The co-authors with Huerta were
Gens. Mondragon, Blanquet and Diaz,
the civillans who formed the so-called
cabinet of Huerta, various senators and
deputies of the general congress and
various native and foreign capltalists
who co-operated. Huerta waa placed
in power through the medium of this
crime and Venustimno Carranza, con-
stitutionalist governor of the state Co-
hiula, protested against this usurpation,
refusing to recognize the authority of
Huerta and his so-called government.”
The flight of Huerta and his support-
ers is noted and the petition adds:
“A month and a half ago Huerta re-
turned to America and made hls resi-
dence in New York, giving out a state-
ment that he came to reside in this
country in order to partake of its
hospitality and for whose people he
entertained the grandest sympathles.
All the New York press advanced the
proposition that Huerta would not take
part in a new Intervention in the politi-
cal affairs of Mexico. But on the ar-
rival of Blanquet and Mondragon and
the conference in that city of Felix
Diaz and a large number of friends
and partisans who had been with
Huerta, all the American press an-
nounced profusely that Huerta, Blan-
quet, Felix Diaz, Mondragon and other
partisans were meeting daily and ar-
ranging a new plan of revolution
against Mexico.”

New Attempt at Revolution.

The request then recited the fact of
Huerta's alleged attempt to launch a
revolution from El Paso.

Consular dispatches from Vera Crus
said Carranza authorities claimed that
Gen. Gonzales had captured some of
the Zapata artillery and had advanced
nearer to Mexico City. A consular dis-
patch from Puebla reported the city
quiet at 6 p.m., June 30.

The reported repulse of the Carranza
forces under Gen. Pablo Gonzales and
the reverse to Gen. Obregon's army at
Lagos are denied by Carranza. In a
dispatch from Vera Cruz to his con-
fidential agency here he maid:

“Deny report that Gen. Gonzales has
been defeated near Mexico City, even
though it may have been reported by
Consul Canada. You can also deny that
Gen. Obregon lost battle at Lagos, as
it was in this place that he defeated
3,000 Villistas and i= on his march to-
ward Aguascalientes.”

“Disproof of the extravagant clains
to victories on the part of the armies
of Villa contained in the dispatches
received from First Chief Carranza at
Vera Crusz is quite in line with pre-
vious sadvance acccunts of military
operations during the present Insur-
rection against the constitutionalist
government in Mexico,” gsaid Eliseo
Arredondo, head of the Carranza
agency here.

“Ring of Steel.”

*““The rapetition of these clalms is
persistent,” continued Mr. Arredondo.
““The first great victory of Gen. Obre-
gon at Irapuato was reported as a
Villa victory, and the claim was put
forward that the army of Obregon was
surrounded by an ‘impenetrable ring
of steel.” The alleged ring of steel was
broken to bits only to reform In the
Iimagination of the Villista authori-
ties, who announced again after the
battlea of Celaya that ‘Obregon was
surrounded and his annihilation only
a quesiton of a few hours!" Again the
ring of steel was broken and the au-
thentic reports of the battle of Celaya
showed it to be a convincing victory
for Gen. Obregon.

“At Leon once more the Villistas
claimed to have won the fight, even go-
ing so far as to say that they had taken
Irapuato and other points to the south-
ward, having confined Obregon to the
little town of Trinidad. Three or four
days later, after the correct reports had
had time to pass through the office of
the minister of war at Vera Cruz, it was
again proved that the Villistas had been
signally whipped.

“Now, after three or four days of in-
slstance that the Obregon army has been
defeated, comes the official account of a
victory and the announcement of the
advance of Obregon’s forces under tha
immediate command of Gen. Hiil In the
direction of Aguascallentes. It would
seem that the relteration of false
of victory is the only Villista method of
winning them.”

Yaqul Indians are offering no further
trouble, Admiral Howard has reported,
and the cruiser New Orleans has sailed
from Guaymas for La Pas.

Brazilian Minister
Tries to Get Red Cross
Agents to Mexico City

The Brazillan minister in Mexico City
is using his beat offices with Zapata
leaders to allow the entrance of Consul
General Bhanklin and C. J. O'Connor,
the Red Cross director, with first in-
stallment of rellef. Consul Bllliman
ls making vigorous representations to
Gen. Carranza to assist In opening
communication between Vera Cruz and
the capital city.

With these two agencies at work in
the name of the United States govern-
ment, State Department and Red Cross
officials are hopeful that a way will
soon be opened up for the relief of the
distressed populace of Meaxico City and
the escape of American residents who
may wish to leave.

Mexico City now is absolutely cut off
from communication with the outside
world except by such couriars as may
safely pass through the lines of the
two hostile armiea facing each other
in the suburba.

The last means of communication, a
telephone line from Mexico City to
Pachuca, although it was undependable
and gave Intermittent service, waa cut
Friday.

A message to the United Btates gov-
ernment from the Brasillan minister in
the Maxican capital, sent just before
the line was cut, reached the SBtate De-
partment yesterday.

It expressed fears for what might
happen If the city were not relieved of
the mensace of & battle or what might
ensue after one. It made no mentlon
of rioting and looting at present.

Reassuring reports that the situation
was quieting down had besen received.

From Consul General Hanna at Mon-
terey comes word that the relief work
thers will have to continue for some
time owing to the hot weather.

“Great quantities of clothing, new
and second-hand, will be needed
this part of Mexico Iin the fall and
winter,” says Consul General Hanna.
“Perhaps in the highlands there is
need of clothing now.”

OPPOSE CUT IN FORGE
OF D. C. MAIL CARRIERS

President Moran of Chamber of Com-
merce and Secretary Columbus of
Retail Merchants Protest.

Should the force of mail carriers in
‘Washington be decr d, as 1 d
ed to the Post Office Department by the
economy Investigating commission ap-
pointed by former Postmaster General
Hitchoock, it will mean a great hardship
to businees men, according to statements
made last night by officers of local com-
mercial organizations. The economy in-
veatigating commission believes the local
carrier force has forty-seven morsa men
on it than what are needed, and also that
fn certain sections of the city the number
of daily dellveries 1d be decr d

“T cannot understand why a decreass in
the local carrier force has been recom-
mended by the commission,” sald P. T.
Moran, president of the Chamber of Com-
merce last night. “Efforts should be made
to improve the existing service; not to
make it less efficient than what it now is.

Cripple Efficiency.

“If the number of deliveries of mall
Is cut down It will bs a blow to busi-
ness men. 1 belleve that we should
have more, not less, deliveries each
day. If the number of deliveries is
decreased the amount of mail matter
which must be distributed by the car-
rier on each round will be Increased
to such proportions that it will be too
great for one man to handle in many
Instances. I know that the carrier
who brings me my malil each day starts
out on hie route with about all the
mail he can handle. To handle on two
rounds mail which now necessitates
three deliveries would Impose too
great a task on him, I am sure.

“If the force is cut down I believe
many of the mall carrlers who would
be retained would soon find the task
of carrying the bundles of mall of
greatly increased size too great a one
and would seek other employment. Of
course, their positions would be filled
by recruits, but we would lose the ef-
clent services of experienced men now
on the force.”

Force Inadequate Now.

“The present carrier force in Wash-
ington Is inadequate, and to make It
&ven smaller would bsa beyond my com-
prehension,” said Charles J. Columbus,
secretary of the Retail Merchants' As-
sociation, ning the r d
tions of the economy Investigating
commission.

“] feel sure that the present carrier
force is not large enough. The great
delay in mall deliveries indicates this.
To decrease the size of the force and
the number of daily deliveries would
work a hardship on merchants and
private individuals allke. T know the
business men of Washington will do
everything im thelr power to endeavor
to show the Post Office Department
the folly of opting the recommenda-
tions of the ommission.”

HENRY JURORS LOCKED
UP FOR SECOND NIGHT

Said to Be Hopelessly Divided, in
Which Case Mistrial Probably
Will Result.

No agreement having been reached by
the Henry jury at 10 o'clock last night,
the jurors were again locked up for
the second night since recelving the
case. Justice Biddons left word with
the clerk of the court to summon him
any time today or tomorrow that the
jurors may reach a verdict. Unless
called the justice will not return to
court until Tuesday morning.

The jurors continued their dellbera-
tions throughout the afternocon and
Justice Biddons walited in his cham-
bers until 4 o'clock.

RUSSIANS GONTINUE
FLIGHT BEFORE THe
aERMANIC ALLIES

Kaiser’s Forces Gain the Low-
lands of Labunka, in Lub-
lin Province.

MAKE FURTHER ADVANCE
IN ZLOTA LIPA REGION

Slav Military Experts Now Believe
That Galician Campaign
Has Ended.

DECISIVE DEFEAT IS EXPECTED

Growing Impetus of Teutons May
' Not Be Checked Trnless Entente
Allies Btrike in Other
Arenas.

LONDON, July 3.—The armies
of Emperor William and Emperor
Francis Joseph continue their
impetuous drive against the forces
of Emperor Nicholas along a
front measuring approximately
150 miles in southern Russian
Poland and in Galicia.

The Teutonic troops, according
to the German statement, have
gained possession of the low-
lands of Labunka, in the Russian
province of Lublin, despite stub-
born resistance, and also have
advanced in pursuit of the fleeing
Russians in the Zlota Lipa section
of Galicia.

Petrograd admits the retire-
ment of the Russians across the
Gnila Lipa, and explains that the
retrograde movement further to
the north was caused by strong
flanking operations of the Austro-
Germans against the Russian
positions in the Tanew region,
making them untenable. Russian
military experts profess to be-
lieve that the Galician campaign
now is ended.

Two Seventy-Five-Mile Fronts.

The present alignment of the tre-
mendous forces engaged in Galicia and
southern Russia is roughly divisible
into two seventy-five-mile fronts, one

running north from Halles and the
Gnila Lipa river and the other travel-
ing east from the junction of the Ban
and Vistula riveras. Together the fronts
form an obtuse angle at Bokal, on the
River Bug, and on the Galiclan side of
the Russlan border.

Although the Germans recently
gained new positions to the north of
Halics, where they fortified the left
bank of the Gnila Lipa, a preponder-
ance of the forces and the chief energy
of the Austro-Germans wers employed
at the north end to advance into the

rovince of Lublin and Kholm uloni a
ront extending from the Vistula to the
Bug river.

Meaking Steady Progress.

In this region, especlally In the east-
ern half between the River Vieprz and
the Bug, the Germans are making

steady, if not spectacular, progress. The
encounters in this section have not
been characterized by pitched battles,
but they consist chiefly of rear guard
actlions, followed by Russian counter
attacks and orderly retirement.

Russian commentators describs the
retreat from Tanew as so “artistic and
secret” that there were scarcely any
rear guard battles. Thia retreat was
caused, military experts say, by the
progress of the Austro-Germans to-
ward Lublin and Kholm and the pres-
ence of considerable forces along the
Vistula. Being flanked on both sides,
the Russian Tanew position became
untenable.

The Galiclan campalgn Is regarded
by Russian officers to have come to an
end, and the new allgnment of forces
{s intended as a defenss of Russian
territory against invaslon.

Decisive Defeat Expected.

Although the retreating Ruseian

armies must be considered as yet to be
virtually intact, the growing impetus
of the Austro-German advance is such
that a decisive Russian defeat seems
{nevitable, according to British mill-
tary experts, unless the entente powers
initiate a powerful diversion on the
Italian or the western front. Some of
the most conservative British news-
papers assert that this alone can com-
pel Germany to withdraw men from
the eastern theater, barring, perhaps,
a sudden shortage in high explosives,
the supply of which will flow to the
front more irregularly as the rallwaya
become less and less avallable.

May Have to Fight Hard.

Neither to the north of Lemberg,
Galicia, nor to the southeast do the

Russians appear to be trying to offer
serious resistance, but unless the ap-
proaches to Warsaw are to be left un-

rotected, military observers say, the
?nrcu of Grand Duke Nicholas, the
Russian commander-in-chief, must

soon do some stubborn fighting over
the southern Poland frontier, while his
extreme left In Gallcla must match
this in rapid retirement if it is to
avold a critical predicament.

Today's officlal statements from
Vienna and Berlin chronicle nothing
but successes for their armes.

Crown Prince’s Forces
Suffer Heavy Losses
at Hands of the French

LONDON, July 3—Fighting on the
western front has been especially se-

wvere In the Argonne forest, where tha
German crown prince is in command of
the Teutonic forces. The French as-
sert that they have Inflicted heavy
losses on the rmans in the combats
in this region.

From rlin comes the mdmission
that the Germans have been forced

to give 'i? the gains made by them
on the flgen river of the Vosges
mountsains,

Berlin declares that French attacks
at several points have resulted in fall-
ure for the enemy. Gearman positions

GERMANY ADMITS
ALBATROSS' LOSS

Run Aground After Two Hours’
Fighting With Russian
Cruisers.

TWENTY MEN KILLED
DURING ENGAGEMENT

Sweden Makes Protest in Petrograd
Against Alleged Violation
of Neutrality.

BERLIN, via London, July 3 —A
statement issued by the German admi-

Text of the Statement.

The text of the statement follows:
“The admliralty reports that a portion
of light Baltlic naval forces, returning
from outpost duty, steaming In ex-
tended order, met at about pix o'clock
on the morning of July 2, in somewhat
hazy weather, Russian armored cruis-
ers trolling between Gothland and
Windau (Russia). Isolated fighting
developed, our weak forces attempting
to draw the Russian vessels within
range of the other German ships.

Compelled to Ground.

“In the course of the fighting the
vessel Albatross was unable to regain
touch with her own forces. After two
hours of heavy fighting against four
armored crulsers, which continued fir-
ing within S8wedish territorial waters,
the Albatross, owing to several hits,
was compelled to run aground in a
sinking condition near Oestgarns, in
Gothland. Twenty men were killed and
twenty-seven were wounded. The
wounded were well tended by the
Swedish officials and population.”

S8weden Makes Protest.

LONDON, July 3.—The Stockholm
correspondent of the Reuter Telegram
Company states that the Swedish min-
ister to Petrograd has been instructed
to protest against the Swedlsh neutral-
ity involved by Russian warships fir-
ing on German warships within, Swed-
ish territorial watersa.

A division of Swedish torpedo boat
destroyers has been sent to intern the
German mine-layer Albatrosa.

According to the Stockholm corre-
spondent of the Exchange Telegraph
Company the Albatross went ashore
at Heerelkan, near Katthammarsvik.
Twenty-one members of the mine
layer's crew were killed and seventy-
one wounded, the survivors being
landed at Katthammarsvik. The en-
gagement occurred between Oestgarns
and Faroe, when the Russians attacked
the Albatross. The German Baltic
flotilla came almost immediately to
the mine layer’s assistance, and after
a heavy exchange of gun firing the
Russians retired slowly northward.

ENSIGN HARRISON TELLS
OF EXAMINATION DOPE

Wide Distribution of Advance In-
formation Is Explained—Seven-
teen Hazers in Net.

ANNAPOLIS, Md., July 3.—Ensign H.
H. Harrison, one of the defendants be-
fore the court of inquiry which is in-
vestigating Irregularities in examina-
tione at the Naval Academy, today ex-
plained to the court the wide distribu-
tion of advance Information on the
modern languages examination.
