
PARIS DESCRIBES GAINS I
I IN DARDANELLES ZONE
Bravery of French Troops in ChargingCarries Turkish Trenches
i and Bedoubt.

PARIS, July 10, 3.05 p.m..An official
announcement given out in Paris today
reviews the results of the military operationsin the Dardanelles between June
9 and June 24.
Previous to June 21 the daily engagementswere relatively unimportant, but

on the 21st a general offensive movementwas organized by the French expeditionaryforce and resulted in the capturingof two lines of trenches. The
principal objective was the position
known as "Haricot/* around which fortificationthe struggle has continued for
the past six weeks. This position was
stormed on three sides and although
the officer in command of the French expeditionwas severely wounded, the
French forces continued to advance
bravely and succeeded in gaining a footholdin the second line of trenches and
in capturing a portion of the redoubt.
The fight lasted throughout the day

and at nightfall the lieutenant colonel In
command gave orders to charge on the
fort and regain the territory which,
during the afternoon, the French troops
had been forced to evacuate. Ten minuteslater the whole line of trenches
again was in possession of the French,
and the Turks had been routed.

Bepulse Counter Attack.
The French at once began to prepare

their new positions to withstand the
counter attack which it was evident the
Turks contemplated. This work was particularlydifficult, as the French were

continually under the fire of several long,
range runs removed by the Turks from
the former German cruiser Goeben and
brought overland from Adrianople.
At 3 o'clock the following morning the

Turks made v. furious counter attack, but
they were repulsed by the excellent infantryand artillery lire of the French.
This last attack cost the Turks entire
regiments, and the French gained the
key position of Kereves De Ke.

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BEAUTIFUL STATUE i
RUINED IN CIVIL WAR

Headless and Armless, It Causes
Comment Today Among PassingWashingtonians.

the priceless statues of Europe during- the
current war is recalling to a number of
Washingtonians the fact that in this city
is to be found a statue which lived ,

through centuries of cruder civilization ]
only to be partially damaged during the
civil war in this country. That statue,
nameless, and since it was injured by
soldiers during the great civil conflict,
headless and armless, stands today oppositethe United States Capitol, in the
yard of Lot Flannery, sculptor, who owns

it.
Hundreds of persons daily pass the

statue, partially hidden by trees, and
scores who travel that way frequently
stop to comment and wonder. Even withoutits head and arms the statue presents
a graceful appearance.
The entire history of the statue is not

known; indeed, it would be more nearly
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accurate to say that but a small part of
ts history is known. It dates back be-
[ore the time of Christ
The statue was brought from Athens

before the civil war by Commodore Boyle
bf the United States Navy, who presented
it to his brother. Dr. Boyle, who at that
time kept a watering- place at White
Stilphur Springs, Va. Dr. Boyle placed
the statue, still in Its entirety, above the
entrance to his hotel.
During the civil war Union soldiers

were encamped in the vicinity of the
hotel. A number of them, in a spirit of
mischief, pulled the work of art to the
ground by means of a rope. It was at
this time the head and arms were
broken. Then the soldiers set up the
statue and used it as a target.
Asked yesterday if he had ever thought

bf trying to restore the head and arms,
Mr. Flannery answered, "No, no. That
would be cruel."
So it is probable that the headless,

armless and yet interesting piece of work
will remain without change, continuing
to attract the attention and curiosity of
passers-by.

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PORTER CARRIED HOLTS
PACKAGE OF DYNAMITE

Tbl&ki Would-Be Capitol Destroyer
Should Have Given Him

a Warning.

NEW YORK, July 10..Oscar Johnson,

a colored porter, who rode on the Pullmancar In which was Frank Holt, assailantof J. P. Morgan and perpetrator
of the explosion in the National Capitol,has told the police of the shock he
received when he learned that he had
carried Holt's baggage containing dy-
namue.

"And he did not warn me about what
was in the package," Johnson stated.
Benjamin F. Marbury, conductor in

charge of the Pullman, recalled his experiencewith Holt on the train. The
conductor and Holt were standing 011

the platform of the car when the report
of the explosion in the Capitol was
heard.
"It sounds like a German Zeppelin

dropping something on the government
printing office," the conductor said he
remarked.
"No," said Holt. "Capitol."
Holt asked that he be called at 5:30

o'clock, in time to shave before the
train reached New York, Conductor
Marbury informed the police, turned
and entered the car, walked to his
berth and retired.
While boarding the car in Union station,Washington, the police were told.

Holt took care to handle his own baggage,but when this city was reached
the porter was permitted to handle it.
The porter forgot to call Holt until

5:45 o'clock in the morning, fifteen
minutes later than he had asked to be
called, and Holt, it is stated, seemed
peeved about the delay.
He shaved himself, *and when he was
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ready to leave the car, said the porter,
Holt permitted him to handle the batgagecontaining the explosive.
