ON COMMERCIAL PAPER

Establishes Trade Acceptances,
Found to Be a Desirable Form of

Investment Abroad.

Establishing trade acceptances.bills
of exchange drawn against sales of
goods and accepted by purchasers.as
a distinct and preferred class of commercialpaper properly subject to a

lower discount rate than that applicableto other paper, the federal reserve

board today makes public regulation
P, series of 1915, defining the term
"trade acceptances," determining the
character of paper eligible and the
method of certifying eligibility.
The belief is expressed by the federal

reserve board that in promulgating
this regulation it will considerably enlargethe scope of service of the federalreserve banks, and, incidentally,
assist in developing a class of "double
name" paper, such as has been shown
in many countries to be a desirable
form of investment and an important
factor in modern commercial banking
systems. "Trade acceptances," heretofore,in the United States, have not
been directly negotiable, and not preferredas commercial paper. In Europeannations the superior value of
"trade acceptances" has long been recognized,and special consideration for
it is an effective feature of banking
practices. The federal reserve board,
under the authority of the law creatingit, is taking advantage of opportunityto extend these benefits to bankingin the United States.
"Trade acceptances" is defined in regulationP as a bill of exchange drawn

to order, having a definite maturity and
payable in dollars of the United States,

that it was drawn by the seller of the
goods on the purchaser." Such evidencemay consist of a certificate on or
accompanying the acceptance to the
following effect: "The obligation of the
acceptor of this bill arises out of the
purchase of goods from the drawer."
Such certificate may be accepted by
the federal reserve bank as sufficient
evidence; provided, however, that the
federal reserve bank, in its discretion,
may InquLre into the exact nature of
the transaction underlying the accept-
a.iice.
