Say Court Lacks Jurisdiction.
It is set forth .that the court is withoutjurisdiction further to proceed in

the cases, other than to dismiss them;
and above other things that the defendantswere granted licenses by the
excise board and that the District of
Columbia is estopped by its act of
receiving and keeping the license fee
of $1,500 paid by each of the defend1ants from filing an information, and
also from prosecuting them.
The filing of these demurrers has

come following the decision of Judge
Pugh in the case of the president of the
Metropolitan Club, which he dismissed
Friday. In dismissing that case the
court held that the club was granted a

liquor license by the excise board,
which had ruled as to whether or not
the side of the street on which the
club was located was a business street.
Judge Pugh said at the time that all
such cases pending in court, where the
question of residential section was involved,came under his ruling.

Bill of Exceptions Filed.
Assistant Corporation Counsel F. H.

Stephens today filed a bill of excep-
tion in the court in connection with

the ruling of Judge Pugh in the Metro-
politan Club case. In the assignment
of errors it is set forth that the court
erred in sustaining a demurrer to the
two counts of the information.

It is further charged the court erred in
holding that the action of the excise
board, in granting a license to the defendant,was not reviewable: that it erred in
ruling the action of the board was binding
upon the District of Columbia and that
the District of Columbia was estopped to
question the validity of any license by the
excise board and also that the court erred
in rendering judgment for-the defendant.
The case of Henry Marks, proprietor

of Marks' Hotel, lftth and E streets
northwest, charged with violation of
the excise law, in that he is alleged to
have sold intoxicating liquors in his
hotel, not having fifty bedrooms for
guests, is to be trted before Judge
Pugh and a jury Wednesday.
