'WOMEN AS FIRE FIGHTERS.
to Take

Austria Training Girls
Men's Places.
Fareign Correzpondence of The Star

ZURICH, Switzerland, July 2.-—0Owing
to the shortage of men in the Tyrol the
military authorities of Innsbruck have
appealed to all the Tyrolese communes
to enroll and train women and girls
for fire department service. Consid-
erable numbers of women are already
being trained, especially in the use of
the hose and in first aid.

In Germany the use of woman work-
ares in the factorles has been highly
systematized. Forty peéer cent of the
high-explosive makers and shell pack-
ers are women; 0 per cent of the mak-
ers of tentg, haversacks and similar

equipment belong to the same sex, and
in the manufacture of tinned meats nd
preserves 75 per cent of those emploved

are females.

BRITISH WHEAT DAMAGED.

Parasitic Fungus Attacks Crop in
Southern Part.

Forelgn Correspondence of The Star,

LONDON, July 15— A parasitic fungus
which attacks wheat has appeared In
the south of England and threatens
gerlous damage., The disease is one
which has caused damage on the conti-
nent, but only one attack has hereto-
fore been recorded in England, and that
dating as far back as 1862,

The appearance of the diseased plants
is very noticeable. The flag and young
portions of the stem assume a tightly
corkscrewed form, the plant loses its
green color, small patches of rust break
through the leaf tissue and the plant
dies.

The only remedy, it is said, is to burn
the standing crop. The government
agricultural authorities ara taking f
steps to combat the invasion.
