TRAVELETTE

Luray Caverns.

In some remote geologleal epoch a
dynamie shock within the earth—proh-
ably the same one which made the Blue
Ridge mountains—caused a great sub-
terranean rent in the limestone region
of Virginia. Water percolating through
the roof of this ecabin and «dripping
onto the floor carried with ft ecalcium
carbonate In solution. If the Aripping
was fast, the mineral was deposited
on the floor; If slow, upon the roof
By this Infinitely s&low process sclen-
tists estimate that a hundred years
would be required to build an Inech
of stone; and wvet by this process the
Luray caverns have been made a won-
derland of stalactites and stalagmites,
some of them sixty fet high and twen-
iy feet thick.

Within a few hours of New York
Washington and other large cities, Lu-
ray is one of the easlest of natural
wonders to sea. The three miles of it=
interior which have been explored are
line\l with cement walks, and there
are guides to take wyou through the
complicated labyrinth, while electric
lights, generated in 8 power plant upon
the zround, {lluminate the Interior. The
form= of the water-mads wonders of
Luray are as varied as those of wind-
blown mist. There are great columns,
stralght and strong a8 those of the
Greelk Temple; in Glant's Hall there
are numberless pointerd shafts llke the
blades of titanle swords: In Hovey'r
Hall there 18 an immense sagle of pure
white limestone, with its wings ou!-
spread; in the Saracen’'s Tent there i=
a great woven shawl of Iace and an un-
mistakable camel's head. In ons place.
the face of an old, old man looks down
upon a sleeping monkey, and one white
group, set high up agalnst a back
ground of dep gloom, shows Christ
tilessing little chllidren.

The only living things of the caverns
are little spiders and an occasional bat
But those spiders have had an fmpor-
tant part in the making of Lurav's in-
terior decorations. Many of the stalac-
tites are connected, or send off horizon-
tal branches. This was long consider-
ed puzzling to account for, but one da)
an old man who had spent many vears
in and about the caverns, #w a spider
web connectilng to stalactites, and
drops.of water trembling upon it. Sub-
sequent investigation by sclentists ha=
confirmed the belief that the spiders
have thus had a share in the making
of this subterranean tracery.
