The Ford Motor Company, it i«s reported,has purchased 2.00'* acres near

the Rouge river, at Oakland, a suburb
of this city, for the erection of a plant
for the building of farm tractors and
the manufacture of steel. The plans
are gigantic in proportion, providing
for the manufacture of between 1.000,OOoami 1,500.000 engines alone the first
year, with tractors being turned out In
proportionate numbers. n is expcnru
that when the tractor and steel plant
are in full working: order some 20.000
hands will he employed. The plans
announced also provide for caring for
employes, the property adjoining the
plant being used for homes for the
workers.
The manufacture of steel is said to be

a new departure for an automobile
company and the new field to be enteredhas been under serious consideration
by Mr. Ford ever since the tractor
plans were first taken up by the officials
of the company two years ago. Blast
furnaces will be erected and the ore }
shipped direct from the Michigan mines
to the proposed plant, where it will be
converted into steel for use in the manufactureof motors and parts for the
cars and tractors. Work will be startedon the new project at an early date.

New Automobile Tax.

January 1 a new automobile tax law
will go into effect in this state. The!,
new law provides a horsepower tax

plus a fee for each 100 pounds of weight
of car. The city of Detroit fought it.
and natuCally many manufacturers of

automobiLes fought it. It went through,
however, -and it is said it will mean a
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material increase over the $3 now

charged for registration.
As this state is one of the states with

a large registration, it is looked upon
as representative so far as automobile
laws are concerned. If the new law
works out satisfactorily, it is predicted
that many other states will follow suit.
In the long run, while the new tax
seems large, it is said that it will prove
less than the automobilist now pays, as

by its provisions he is exempted from
any other city, county or state tax on

the vehicle. Now a personal property
tax is levied in addition to the $3 registrationfee. The money will be used
for developing the roads of the state.

Engineers believe that should the

law be widely adopted it would have
a great influence in the promotion of

lighter cars and smaller-bore motors.

Though the law may seem somewhat
oppressive just now, it is predicted that
it will prove a far-reaching influence in
time if it is adhered to wKnout amendment.It will give the state improved
roads, promote lighter chassis and .

boost the small high-speed engine.

The company is f
now twenty days behind in deliveries, ^
and in an effort to keep pace with the t
sales production officials of the big n
Cleveland plant have performed almost ^
superhuman tasks in the way of ac- p
celerating shipments* That results have o

been obtained is shown by the fact
that one month's shipments recently _

showed an increase of 493 per cent "~

over the same month last year. More
than 10,000 cars will be built and
shipped this year. The plant recently
Bhipped more cars in six weeks than
during the entire first year of business.
Ground was broken by this company
for its plant here two years ago and
it was never in a more prosperous conditionthan at the present time. Cars
are being produced at the rate of betweensixty and seventy a day. A visit
through the plant showed between
seven and eight thousand men hard at
work in every department. Since last
year new additions have been made
and more are contemplated. Whenever
you see a manufacturer with large
tents erected adjacent to a company's
plant it can be taken as an indication

pace that this method of housing departmentsis necessary during a busy
season, at which time it is impossible
to construct buildings fast enough to
take care of the production end.

I visited the Winton Motor Car Company,but found the plant shut down
and tHe flags at half mast in respect
to Harold B. Anderson, chief engineer
of the company, who had been killed
the day previous in a street car accidentin Cleveland. Mr. Anderson had
been with the company since July, 1902.
He was driving a machine and met
his death in a collision with a street
car. He was one of the youngest engineersin the automobile industry and
his popularity was attested by the
many handsome floral tributes at his
funeral, one of which was a large
wreath in the shape of an automobile
wheel, with appropriate inscriptions,
sent by employes of the company.
