One of the most important commit:eesof the local union is the commiteeon prevention of tuberculosis,
nade up almos.t wholly of physicians,
vhich looks after the sanitary condi:ionsin printing offices. The efforts
>f this committee have resulted in
nany improvements being made for
:he welfare of the members of the
jnion, until at the present time but
'ew establishments have failed to
>roflt by the suggestions offered by
his committee. Legislation looking to
he piping of typesetting machines in
>rdv r to carry off gases and fumes in
