In the brief is is declared that althoughWashington consists of a third

of a million people, it is not only deniedthe right of self-government, bui
also the privilege of electing its legislativeand executive officials, and has
no voice in the selecton of its judges
A remedy for this condition is presentedby the suggestion that, whereas
an act of Congress deprived the Districtof Columbia of its control in local
affairs, so an act of Congress could reestablishthat power.

District's History Outlined.
A brief history of the District of Columbiais set out, and the delegate-inCongressplan is discussed as being inexpedientand unsatisfactory. It if

argued that Congress could easily protectthe national interests in the NationalCapital by reserving the right ol
veto for legislation by the District, af

in territorial governments. The committeeargues that tne moral and economicphase of the denial of the right
of self-government causes a lack of
public spirit and the development o(
dependence upon the national governmentfor favors.
The brief also says that the present

method of securing legislation for the
District of Columbia is grossly inadequateand unsatisfactory because of the
control by a small group of men on the
District committees, and also that it if
uneconomic, because at least onetwelfthof the time of each house ol
Congress is consumed in the discussion
of legislation for about one-third of 1
per cent of the population of the United
States, to say nothing of the time of the
President in considering legislation and
appointments.
