The smells are quite
the same rich, compelling, almost gravylikeodors they always were The same

naked babies sit about in deep doorways.The disturbing influences from
without have been removed. Naples is
her own dirty, slatternly, altogether
charming self.

Before the crew succeeded in assuring
the passengers that there was no fire
aboard many womefi and children had
been knocked down and slightly injured
in a mad rush for life preservers and
the boats. A majority of the passengersremained aboard and th* steamer
continued to New York.
