There will be ade-
quate protéction against storms, ade-
quate care for the calves in springtime,
There may even be artificial propaga-
tion of range grasses—an idea hailed
as wild, but quite within the bounds
of practicability. Diseases will be
combated with far greater rigor.

The ranch of the future will be small,
for heavy investment will not run into
many head of stock. The ranch force
will be large enough to keep track of
every animal. It is a picture to appall
one of the old-time cattle kings who
ranged his herds over an area the size
of an eastern state and never saw a
tenth of them from round-up to round-
up; but if prices hold it will be real-
ized. And those prices are developing
the west—there is that consolation
when you lay down a week's salary for
a porterhouse steak.
