with its charges that Germany is spend-
ing in the United States $2,000,000 2
week for the purpose of advancing its in-
tercste during the war in a manner which
the World declares is open to criticism.

Today's installment of the World's
charges relate to the financing of Ger-
many's alleged secret operations in the

I'nited Etates and the alleged activities
of one of its trade experts now in the
United States “in preventing the consum-
mation of its apparent purpose to promote
the importation of gooils into this country
from Germany.”

Charges Insincere Protests.

The World charges that the latter
feature of alleged German activities
shows conclusively that the protests in-
spired by Germany to the State Depart-
ment against the British orders in coun-
cil were not due to a sincere desire on
its part to have exceptions made by Great
| Britain on certain articles, notably dye-
I stuffs and chemicals, of which American
trade interests are badly in need.

The former feature of alleged German
activities, namely, the financing alluded
to, the World says, provides a clear idea
of the substantial provision made by the
German govermment for these activities.

Details of the Charges.

The details of these charges are:

FFirst, that the German imperial in-
terior office, through a secret govern-
ment counsel, whose name not used
in a letter which the World reproduces,
placed at the disposal of Count von
Bernstorff, the German ambassador, the
sum of $1,100,000, upon one occasion
tJuly 26, 1915), for German activities
in the United States, to be paid through
the Ireutsches Bank and reimbursed to
that bank by the imperial interior of-
fice. The detpils of how the payments
were to be made are given in the let-
ter quoted by the World.

Second, that in a letter to hiz excel-
lency the imperial German chancellor.
Dr. von Bethmann-Hollweg, one G. I
Waetzold, a trade expert sent to the
1'nited States by Germany =several
monthg ago, said that from a German
standpoint “the pressure on the Ameri-
can government can be strengthened”
by an interruption of deliveries from
Germany even if the British govern-
ment should permit exceptions to ship-
ments. In reportz to the chancellor,
the World charges, Mr. Waetzold ad-
vised the German government in Ber-
lin to interrupt especially those ship-
ments which the American industries
badly require—namely, chemicals amd
dyestuffs, as also gowds which are used
in the fine arts. Those protests to tlhie
American government, Mr. Waetzold
suid, have the most weight which come
from American industries which em-
ploy the most workers.

Tells of $1,100.,000 Payment.

Mr. Watezold makes his headqguarters
in New York, and in the letter to the
German chancellor which the World
reproduces Mr. Waetzold is quoted as
saying that a copy of the letter was
sent to Count von Bernstorff. The
World also published today what it
says is a reproduction of the letter
from the secret counsel to the Ger-
man ambassador notifying him of the
arrangements for paving 51,100,000,

Many Try to Approach
Gompers to Advocate
Strikes Hitting Exports

Samuel Gompers, president of the
American Federation of lLabor, who
was, so far as cotemporary history

serves 1o show, the first man to pub-
licly draw attention to the possibility
of German activities in the United
States such as the New York World is
endeavoring to disclose, has made pub-
lic a statement in which he urges an
investigation of the World's charges.
In a statement sent to The Star today
Mr. Gompers says:

“1 have read the expose in the New
York World, and while T am interested
in the first installment, I am particu-
larly interested in the second, because
it deals with the situation to which it
was necessary for me to refer a few
weeks ago. If the inquiry were di-
rected to what I peinted out, that is,
in so far as the efforts to corruptly
induce labor men to call strikes among
longshoremen and seamen, it would be
fruitful of results.

“For several months, at times, T could
scarcely avold having people try to
come in contact with me upon the
scheme to call strikes which would af-
fect the situation regarding the hand-
ling of products intended for European
countries.

Wants Diligent Inquiry.

“In mmy opinion a diligent inguiry
thould be made into thie entire mat-
ter. Without regard for any sympathy
for the one or the other side of the
nations involved in the war, had it not
heen for the honesty of the men at the
head of some of these organizations
primarily in interest :here would have
heen great strikes inaugurated at the
ingtance of foreign governments,

i ALl my lfe | have tried and will con-
jtinue to try to secure the very best
possible conditions of wages and hours
for the workers of our country. 1f
these cannot be accomplished without
sirikes, I have no hesitanecy in encour-
aging strikes for their attainment, but
such strikes will have to be undertaken
!for these specific direct purposes and
jnot for any ulterior purposes, and an
improper purpose, and particularly
when undertaken by corrupt or other
means in the interests of one nation as
against the interests of another. Ours
is an American labor movement, and
will be conducted by the rank and file
and the officers of the American labor
movement.”

NEBRASKA FEUD HEATED;
HITCHCOCK FOR “WETS”

Republicans Prepare for Straightout
Tarii Campaign—"Billy"
Sunday Coming.

OMAHA, Neb., August 15 —William J.
Bryan is not setting the preiries on fire
with his threatened propagrnda to con-
vince President Wilson that Bryan was
right ‘and Wilson was wrong over the
German notes. He is not attacking
President Wilson at all, and is deliver-
ing a straight line of chautauqua talk,
at so much per talk, on the subject of
“The Causeless War.” It is moving,
but not menacing: thrilling, but not
threatening to the administration's
policies, It i= a gate-receipt recital,
strictly, and the receipts are good, so
the lecturer is happy as a clam at high
tide.

Last night Mr. Bryan spoke in the
tent at Independence, Mo., sixteen miles
outside of Kansas City, to a rural au-
dience of about 1,500, It was a typical
country gathering of old-time Bryan-
ites. There were some ex-Confederates
among them, and they gave the rebel
yell by way of welcome.

Greatest Since St. Paul.

Mr. Bryan led off with a scriptural
fquotation, and “"Amen!” “Amen'’ cho-
rused the elders in the front row W here-
upon one enthusiast jumped up and
cried: “He is the greatest man since St
Paul was snatched up to heaven.” Morc
amens.

Mr. Bryan smiled and his eves glis-
tom‘»ri’. ‘Ht‘ wWas in his element. A pitch-
er ol ice water and three bottles of
Erape juice stood on the table He

rubbed his forehead with a4 chunk of ice
and lit into the jingoes and the “jingo
press.” (Loud applause as he walluped
the “jingo press.’")

Mr. Bryan harrowed his audience with
eloqquent deseription of the horrors
of war until the women wept. He
prophesied this nation would never go
to war, and deprecated military pre-
paredness on a large scale, saving it
was a challenge to aggressors. He re-
buked an auditor for suggesting the
poss=ibility of war with Japan. The
ill..ll‘”@l’]l?e was not all with him on the
subject of preparedness, apparently,
But he carefully restrained from any-
thing approaching criticismn of Presi-
dent Wilson. Inquiry elicits the state-
ments that he has pursued the same
course elsewhere amd delivered alwavs
the same set address, i

Hitchcock-Bryan Feud

So leaving the former premier to pur-
sue his way through the Missouri chau-
tauqua we come 1o Omaha, the home of
the celebrated feud between Mr. Bryan
and Senator Hitchecock, and find the
vendetta red hot and still heating. And
also we find a very interesting politi-
cal situation generally.

Senator Hitchcock comes up for *re-
election next year and Mr. Bryvan will
oppose his renomination at the pri-
maries. Mr. Bryan will decide shortly
whether he himself will run for the
Senate or not. Senator Hitchcock is
avowedly against prohibition, which
will be a burning issue, and Mr. Bryan
is ardently in favor of it. The Brvan
papers are attacking Hitchcock sav-
agely.

Senator Hitcheock is strong with the
German vote, which is 25 per cent of
the voting population of Nebraska. In
his daily newspaper he vigorously op-
poses the exportation of munitions of
war and criticises the Lansing note.
Senator Hitcheock contends that this
country, in order to fill war orders, is
building up immense industrial plants
w hich, after the war, will bring about
a demand that the United States shall
patronize them

“The exportation of munitions,” said
Senator Hitcheock, "not only makes the
United States a participant in the pres-
ent war, but iz developing an enor-
mous war intereat here which will
hereafter be used to promote war prep-
arations on behalf of the United SW.
“However, T will support reaso e
defense,
on a

appropriations for national
but will not vote for armament
large scale.”

So Senator Hitchecock and Mr. Bryan
travel the same road on preparedness,

but part at the =ign of the grape
juice bottle. Mr. Bryan gots the Ger-
man support one way, but BSenator

Hitcheock “ratehes 'em coming and go-
ing,” for they oppose prohibition. The
republicans are said to be sguinting
in favor of prohibition, although there
will probably be no platform declara-
tion.

National Preparedness,

I am told that in this part of the
state there is lukewarmness toward
national preparedness, suspicion being
aroused that the propaganda is father-
ed by the powder, steel and arms man-
ufacturers. One member of the House,
however (Sloan, of the fourth district),
favors a big navy, though representing
a farming constituency.

The republicans in looking to the
future find all their eggs in one bas-
ket. They are counting on the Bryan-
Hitcheock fight to split the democrats
and allow them to elect a republican
successor to Senator Hitcheock. If it
fulls out that way the leading republi-
ean candidate would be John L. Ken-
nedy of Omaha, who was in the House
in 1904, Former Gov. Chester H. Ald-
rich might also run, together with

tepresentatives Sloan and Kinkaid.

Bull Moose Weak.

The bull moose are shot all to pieces

Among republicans the choice for
presidentinl candidates is sald to run
in this order; Hughes, Borah, Cummins,
Burton. Elihu Root is tahoo. Every-
body wants to know whether Mr, Jus-
tice Hughes can be induced to accept
the nomination, and there is great dis-
pute and argument over the point. Re-
publicans are bracing up and getting
ready for a Aght. The “Nebraska Pub-
licity Association,” patterncd along the
line= of Jonathan Bourne's national or-
ganizgation, although preceding it by
two months, is raising money and mak-
ing a straightout republican publicity
campaign, with the tariff as an issue.

In Missouri I found no interest what-
ever in the tariff. In Nebraska it is
different. This state feels the compe-
tition on the Atlantic seaboard of Ar-
gentine wheat and cattle and of Cana-
dian products. Its beet sugar industry
algo is threatened by prospective free

sugar. The tariff is to be a large issue
from now on.

LIKE U. S. FROZEN MEAT.

All Restrictions on Its Sale in Paris

Have Been Removed.

PARIS, August 18 —The government
committee in charge of the provision-
ing of Paris decided today to recom-
mend that all restrictions be removed
from the suale of refrigerated ment im-
ported from America. Hitherto only
certain dealers huave been permitted to
sell this meat.

The first sales under the new im-
portations have been going on for sevs-
eral days at prices lower than the

domestic beef. The average price of o
carcasg is equivalent to about 15 cents

a pound.

POTATO SUFPLY ABUNDANT.

Economy of Germans Has Resulted
in Creating a Surplus.

BERLIN, August 17, via Amsterdam
and London, August 15, —There is an un-
expected abundance of potatoes in Ger-
many, according to a statement made to
the budget committee of the reichstag by
Secretary of the Interior Delbrueck. The
explanation, he said, was the great
economy practiced because of the under-
estimate of the supply at the beginning of

the war. The imperial bureau of potato
supply has distributed over ten million
hundredweight  to municipalities, starch

factories and distillers,

Herr Delbrueck stated also that there
was a balence cf 7,000,000 double hun-
dredweight from the previous grain crop,
to which must be added prohably 30,000,-
oon double hundredweight from the new
crop. The prospects for a supply of meat
are eatisfactory, and a normal quantity
of sugar has been obtained for the com-

ALLIES GAIN AT DARDANELLES,

SAYS GEN. SIR IAN HAMILTON

LONDON, August 18, 11:353 a.m—A
further advance of 500 yards by the al-
lied troops on Gallipoli peninsula is an-
nounced in a report from Gen. Sir Ian
Hamilton, the British expeditionary
commander-in-chief, given out here to-
dayv. The statement follows:

"Sir Ian Hamilton rep@rts that in the
southern zone the sitvation was un-
changed durips the 14th and 15th. The
Turks kept up the usual fire without
much effect.

“In the northern zone the right flank
of the Australian and New Zealand
army corpg’ position was heavily at-
tacked during the night of the 14th-
15th, but all attacks were repulsed,

“At Suvla the troops on the left flank
made short advance on the afternocon

of the 15th, with a view to Elr:lighrell-|

ing out the line. They moved forward
under considerable gun and rifle fire
and gained about 500 vards, capturing
a Turkish treneh and taking two offi-
cers and twenty other prisoners.”

SUGEESTS C. 0.D. POST
N SENDING BANKNOTE

Controller Downey Takes Up Prob-
lem Arising From Ship-
ments by Mail.

Will the Post Office Department han-
dle mail with postage C. O. D.7

The problem arises in the proposi-
tion to send mnational bank notes by
parcel post—instead of by express,
where the express charges were col-
lected on delivery.

The difficulty arises only in the mat-
ter of shipping an original issue of
currency to a national bank. Where
the shipment is of national bank noles
received by the treasurer of the United
States in the usual course of redemp-
tlion and returned to the bank of is-
sue; o where incomplete bank notes—
notes not signed by the bank officers—
are sent to replace notes withdrawn
from circulation as unfit, the postage
may be paid by the government and
thie government reimburse itself from
the “fAve per cent redemption fund”
held in the United States Treasury on
deposit from national banks as re-
quired by law,

i
Finds Fund Available.

The controller of the Treasury,
George . Downey, finds that the re-
demption fund is available to pay post-
age on currency sent to a national
bank in consequence of redemption, and

the United States Treasury may re-
imburse itself from the redemption
fund.

“Transportation charges on the orig-
inal issue currenecy,” he rules, “"when
now shipped to the banks, are under-
stood to be collected directly from the
hanks by the carrier. Under a sgship-
ment by mail, the charges would equal-
ly have to be paid by the banks; and
the taxes on circulation not being
available for the prepayment of such
charges, 1 would suggest inquiring of
the Post Office Department whether it
would handle these particular ship-

GERMAN SAILORS CHEER
GENEROSITY OF BRITISH

Crew of Trawler Had Expected Their
Vessel Would Be De-
stroyed.

COPENRAGEN, August 18, via London.
—German cheers for men in the British
navy is an unusual wartime incident re-
ported from the North sea by the captain
and crew of the German trawler Gudrun,
belonging to Altona, which has just ar-
rived at Esbjerg.

The captain, relating the experiences of
the trawler, =aid that the Gudrun was
stopped in the XNorth sea by a British
squadron,  He promptly got his boats
ready and distributed lifebelts, believing
his ship was certain to be sunk.

When the British seamen reached the
trawler the captain begged for time to
take to the boats, and admits that he was
staggered at the short and pointed reply :

“You can take the whole ship; we shall
not harm you.”

The captain adds that the British left
amid the hearty cheers of the greatly re-
lieved Germans.

43,972 German Officers Lost.

PARIS, August 15.—The Popolo
d'Italia of Rome, according to the
Havas News Agency, prints the follow-
ing dispateh from Basel. Switzerland:

“Germany has lost 43,972 officers
gince the war began, according to fig-
ures from German official sources. The
dead total 13,503, the wounded 26,5827,
the missing 2,349, while 993 are num-
bered as prisoners.

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NEW EVIDENGE OBTAINED

Mr. Hawken is especially anxious to
locate the women who conducted the
houses, but in the course of the inves-
tigation expects to talk with any who
knew anything about the inside affairs
of the district.

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MAY PREVENT A SAG
INPRICE OF COTTON

Allies Expected to Couple No-
tice of Contraband With As-
surance to Growers.

WILL BUY UP THE STAPLE
SHOULD MARKET DECLINE

Probable Topic at Conference Held
by the British and French
Ambassadors.

LONDON, August 18, 4:22
p.m.—A proclamation declar-
ing cotton to be contraband of
war is expected to be issued to-
night or tomorrow at the latest
by both Great Britain and
France.

Oflcial notice by the allies that cot-
ton has been declared contraband is
expected here before the end of the
week, together with assurance that the
allies will guard the southern grower
Against a serious drop in price in con-
sequence of this embargo.

The plan as learned unofficially is for
the allies to buy up the cotton as the
prices begin to sag in the market and
to store it in this country for use as
they need it,

Ambassadors in Co::terehce.

Sir Cecil Spring-Rice, the British am-
bassador, who had just returned to
Washington from Long Island, was in
conference yesterday with Mr. Jusse.

They are
understood to have dircussed the cotton
situation as well as other subjects con.

It is learned that in a day or twa
some sort of an official statement will
be forthcoming detailing the reason of
the allles for declaring cotton contra-
band. This, it is unserstood, will set
forth that, animated by a desire to
avoid inflicting any injury upon the cot-
ton planters of the south, whose wel-
fare must be a matter of concern for
the European nations that depend upon
the great American staple for the hulk
of the clothing of the population, meas-
ures are to be concerted between the
allied governments that will prevent
the price of cotton from going below
the point of profitable production.

No Plan Is Suggested.

Just how this is to be done has not
been clearly indicated. but it is known
tiat there is in contemplation a project
to stand behind the market when nec-
essary to prevent undue depression.

The allied governments. under this
plan. would not appear openly in the
transaction. but would designate pri-
vate interests to undertake the task,
which would involve perhaps the ac-
cumulation of =stocks of cotton in
warehouses in the United States, to be
drawn upon from Europe when prices
ranged high here. :

According to the allies’ calculations
the amount of cotton which might
Lkave to be cared for in this way
would not be excessive. It is believed
that while the exclusion of German).
Austria and Turkey from the American
cotton market and the decreased pro-
duction of cotton goods in the mills of
the allied and neutral countries, owing
to the war, might tend to reduce the
demand for American cotton, the vast
amount of the product being turned
into emokeless powder and the cloth-
ing of the armies and non-combatants,
many of whom, for economical rea-
sons, are substituting cotton for wool-
en fabrics, will keep the demand high.
