At about 11 o'clock
rumors spread like wildfire that the
Kovno forts had been captured by
storm, with an Immense amount of
war material. Then extra editions of
tha newspapers appeared confirming
the reports.

Great Celebration Starts,
"A great celebration began almost

Immediately. German and Turkish
flags were flung out with the Austrian
colors until the city appeared like an

ocean of waving bunting. The bright
sunshine after many days of heavy
rain added to the gayety of the scene.
Troops of cavalry and artillery
marched to the Eustgarten, and in front
of the massive old Hohenzollern castle,
in the heart of the city, fired a salute.
Men at the top of their voices shouted
the news to their neighbors.
"Soon after this came the published

report of a naval engagement and an

airship raid. All these things combinedto make the day most happy.
Cites Great Victories.

"Austrian officials attended service at
the Catholic cathedral ana later were

present at a reception. In an address
Prince von Hohenlohe-Langenburg,
acting German ambassador to Turkey,
said: "Since the month of May a series
of magnificent victories lias compelled
the admiration of an unwilling world.
Whether it be the Russian bear or a

faithless former ally which attempts
to grasp morsels of our country, neitherwill ever get one bit.'
"Berlin newspapers remind their

readers that Kovno is the fourth Russianstronghold to be captured in the
last fortnight. Since the fall of Warsaw.Ivangorod and Lomzai have been
reduced and Brest-Lltovsk half encircled.The capture of Novo Genrgievsk
is a question of only a few days. Then
there will be held a congress of all
Poland, freed from the Russians.
"Moreover. Punaburg and Riga are

threatened. The Russian armies have
been repulsed along the whole line,
with heavy losses in officers, men and
materials."

German Press Elated.
The fall of Kovno is hailed with joy

by the entire German press. Berlin
newsnaners devote columns to a discus-
slon of the military strength of the
fortress, and draw the conclusion from
the general staff's report of the capture
of more than 400 guns that the victory
Is one of the most Important of the
war.
The fall of the fortress on the birthdayof Emperor Francis Joseph of Austriawas hailed as a splendid omen. The

formal birthday celebration, arranged
in the monarch's honor by Austrians
and Germans, was doubly enthusiastic
because of the victory.

To Provide for Direct Commitment.
The committee expects to meet short- 1

ly and put the finishing touches on a

bill to be made applicable to both the
workhouse and reformatory, to be introducedin Congress early during the
coming session. i

The bill also will provide for direct
commitments to occoquan. At present
there is no law by which prisoners can

be sentenced directly to this institution.They are committed to the Jail,
but the Commissioners have authority
in their discretion to transfer prisoners
from the Jail to the workhouse.
The reformatory, preliminary work on

which has begun, will take care of the
long-term prisoners who are now sent
to the federal penitentiaries in Atlanta
and Fort Leavenworth.
The first step in the building of the

reformatory is the construction of an
Industrial railroad, to lead from the
reformatory site through the workhouse
property to Occoquan creek, where the
brick plant, stone-crushing plant and
other workhouse industries are located.
Hapld progress is being made on this
work, and it is expected that the first
mile and a half of the line will be in
operation by Christmas.

Caatoff Material to Occoquan.
Snpt. Whlttaker, who, it Is expected,

will be placed at the head of both in
tttutlons.recently has made an aV' angementwith the District whereby

all old wagons, engineering implementsand tools and other property
that ordinarily Is sold as junk is now

sent to the workhouse, where it is
worked over and repaired Tor use on
ihe workhouse tract. In this way he
has acquired at no cost tools and implementswhich will he used In the
construction of the reformatory. Prisonlabor Is being employed In the developmentof the reformatory, just as
It was in the building of Occoquan.
The workhouse today was visited by
'ommissioner Brownlow and Maj. Pullman.superintendent of police. Recently<'ommissioner Newman made a trip
10 i iccoquan. The Commissioners annuallylook over this and other of the
District's charitable, correctional and
penal Institutions prior to providing
for their needs in the annual estimates.
It is understood that the forthcoming
estimates will provide an appropriationof $S5,0O0 for continuing the work
on the reformatory, for which only
$30,000 has been appropriated thus far.

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STORM OBLITERATES
MMYMMP

Three Coast Guard Stations
Gone and Most ofEmployesDrowned.

SUPPLIES ARE RUSHED
TO STRICKEN PEOPLE

U. S. Official at Galveston and Army
Officers Wire of Destruction

Along the Coast.

Galveston has been swept by a hurricaneequal In Intensity to the famous
catastrophe of 1900. which has left
many deaths and very serious destructionIn its wake, sweeping away coast
life-saving stations and wrecking the
federal and post office buildings, accordingto official reports to governmentdepartments today.
"Six reported dead, other than those

on dredges and tow boats," and $10,000
damage to the post office are salient
points in the report of A. J. Rosenthal,
deputy collector of customs and superintendentof the coast guard.
The Galveston, San Luis and Velasco

coast guard stations are gone, with
heavy losses of life.
More than 800 refugees were cared

for in the customhouse, where conditionswere aggravated by the fact that
a number of negroes brought in liquor,
were unruly and caused much trouble
before they could be subdued.

Await Beports.
War Department officials today awaitedwith considerable anxiety full detailsconcerning the destruction of the

United States Army camp at Texas City
and the loss of life among the soldiers
and civilians there by the great gulf
Btorm.
No additional reports on the situation

in Galveston and Texas City reached
the War Department today. MaJ. Gen.
Funston at Houston and MaJ. Gen.
Bell at Texas City were advised that
supplies would be rushed through as
soon as word was received here as to
what was needed.
The cavalry at Texas City rode

twenty miles to find safety for men and
horses.
Postmaster General Burleson .today

directed the postmaster at Houston.
Tex., to cash pastol savings bank certificatesdrawn at the Galveston post
jffice. This action was taken to relievethe plight of refugees from Galvestonwho fled In large numbers to
Houston.
Mr. Rosenthal stated his belief that

train service would be restored by tomorrow,but officials were doubtful
that this could be accomplished.

Only Three Saved.
Only three members of the crews of

the coast guard stations at San Luis
ind Velasco were rescued, according to
i report to the Treasury Department
[rom the superintendent of the ninth
mast guard district. He also reported
hat the coast guard station at Galvestonwas washed away, but without loss
bf life. The station crew, in the lifeboat,Is at work salvaging lives and
property along the water front. The
body of one dead life guard has been
recovered. The official report was as
Follows:
"Galveston coast guard station washedaway. Crew safe. Lifeboat now

operating. Crew temporarily quartered
on transport Buford. San Luis and
Velasco stations gone. Three survivors
Df the crews of these two stations
known. Body of one recovered. Have
team In search on the island endeavoringrecover others."
The sea wall at Galveston proved effectivein protecting much property, accordingto the report from Deputy CollectorRosenthal. Besides the damage

to the federal building and post office,
residences, seaside hotels and bathbouseswere destroyed, the approaches
to the causeway were wrecked and
train service Interrupted. Rosenthal's
report was as follows:

Customs Official Saved.
"Galveston experienced hurricane

equal to 1900. Sea nail proved splendidprotection and adequate to emergency.Only six reported dead except
an dredges and towboats. Particulars
not known. Approaches to causeway
destroyed. Train service expected by
Friday. Destruction of residences, seasidehotels and bathhouses on southeastend of city.
"Serious damage to federal building

consists of injury to roof, water in
basement, destruction of elevator hoistingmachinery and water damage in
lower office and wareroom of new appraiser'sstore. Also considerable damageto old post office building, where
much merchandise is warehoused. Unableto ascertain extent of damage.
"Customhouse afforded shelter to

more than 800 refugees, of whom I
took care with the assistance of three
clerks, and three of janitor's force policedbuilding and kept order.
"I confiscated and destroyed large

quantity of liquor brought into buildingby unruly negroes and ejected
them from building. Authority requestedfor emergency repairs to roof,
glazing and repairs to glass inclosures
of post office.
"Damage to post office building estimatedat $10,000^ and probably as

much more to other federal buildings.
I have matters well in hand and will
take proper care of public property.
Will report details when ascertained."

Maj. Gen. Bell's Report.
First reports from Maj. Gen. Bell,

commanding the 8,000 men of the 2d
Division stationed at Texas City, said
that all the homes of the officers and
enlisted men there had been wiped
away, with a loss of ten soldiers and a
number of civilians. He said the womenand children had been provided with
temporary shelter and added that normalconditions were being restored.
The War Department had not acted

early today on Gen. Bell's request that
a transport be spnt to the gulf with
supplies for the use of the army and
civilians.
Upon receipt of Gen. Bell's dispatch

Acting Secretary of War Breckinridge
Immediately wired a reply expressing
the department's deep sympathy for
the loss of life, adding that everything
possible would be done to relieve the
situation when specific recommendationshad been received.

Troops Scattered.
At the time Gen. Bell's report was

sent by radio to Houston, Gen. Bell said
the troops had been eo scattered tn their
flight to high ground before the rlBtng
waters of the flood that It was Impossibleto say whether more lives had
been lost. All of the homes of the
families of officers and enlisted men
had been wiped 'away, but temporary
shelter was being provided In the
town proper for the women and children.
Late last night Gen. Bell telegraphed

from Houston, announcing his arrival
there after an exciting trip overland.
He said conditions at Texas City were
gradually being restored to normal, but
still was unable to announce definitely
the number lost. He was preparing to
return to Texas City and resume charge
of the task of putting his command in
order and aiding the civil authorities
with their problems.
The general suggested that a transportnow at New York be sent to the

gulf with supplies, to be used by the
army If not needed by civilian victims
of the storm.

Gen. Fnnston's Report.
MaJ. Gen. Funston told of storm conditionsthere In a dispatch received Inst

I

night at the War Department. The
message was sent from Galveston by
wireless to the transport Buford, thenoe
to Fort Sam Houston, where It was

relayed to land wires. It said:
"Water system, lighting system, gas

and street car systems out of commissionand no drinking water In the city
except in the cisterns.

"Fifth Brigade camp completely
wiped out. No loss of life reported.
Depot corral destroyed. Two employes
reported missing. All animals except
two drowned or missing.
"Large quantities of subsistence stores

destroyed and am trying to wire St.
Louis, New York and Kansas City for
supplies.
"Galveston under martial law and I

am co-operating with mayor and citizens'committees.
"Three hundred feet of causeway destroyedand no communication with

mainland, either by rail or wire.
"Ample tampage on hand for troops.

Sufficient subsistence supplies on hand
for troops, except fresh vegetables,
flour and hard bread, until communicationis established.
"All officers, classified employes, enlistedmen and families safe."

Ten Names Given.
The names of ten soldiers who lost

their lives in the storm in Texas City
were reported by Gen. Funston as follows:
Privates John J. Murphy, Charles E.

Miller, Joseph P. Shankel, Haiman
Samet and Paul A. Seuran, all of CompanyK, 23d Infantry; Corp. William H.
Moore and Privates Albert Mitchell,
Thomas A. Watson and Henry J.
Rivage, all of Company M, 28d Infantry,and Cook Bader of the QuartermasterCorps.
Several other soldiers were reported

painfully Injured. The report said only
one civilian had been killed. The dispatcheswere dated at 7 o'clock Tuesdaynight.

Camps Wrecked, Soldiers
Sent Aboard Transports

in the Bay at Galveston
Col. Waltz, commanding- the 9th

Infantry at Galveston, reported to the
War Department last night that on accountof reports of considerable lootingIn the city the provost guard had
been Increased to protect government
property and national banks. He said
the storm which swept the city was

practically over and that the sea was

receding.
Col. Waltz's report, sent by radio to

Houston, Tex., follows:
"Storm practically over. Sea receding.Efforts now being made to clear

wreckage and recover what property
still extant. No communication yet
with mainland and no word from Texas
City. Verification of officers and men
shows still missing four officers and
215 enlisted men. It Is not believed
that many if any at all of these are
lost. Many of the enlisted men had
permission to visit city prior to burst
of storm. Accounting returns will be
made from time to time as men show
up.

Move to Transports.
"On account of overcrowded conditionsconcrete buildings which will not

permit of standing room for all men
at one time, am moving today after
arrangements with depot quartermastertemporarily to transport Kllpatrick
and the Buford, and will shelter overflowin warehouses on docks. This will
facilitate not only shelter, but feeding
of the command. Water supply still
broken and the distilling plants on
transports can be utilized. City has a
very small reserve of supply water
which it is distributing to the residentsoffering to give us a proportionateshare of same.
"Guards will be left In all ramps exceptthe 28th Infantry, which had

Increases the Guard.
"Testerday Increase provost guard

maintained In Galveston by two companiesof infantry to protect governmentproperty and national banks, reportbeing made that very considerable
looting was going on.
"Troops acting in conjunction with

city authorities as has been done since
our arrival. These companies were
largely engaged during the night assistingand fighting fire which occurredin the business part of the city
to a very considerable extent. No additionalmen were desired by city authoritiesto fight fire."
Another report from Col. Walts, relayedlast night by Ma). Gen. Funston

at Fort Sam Houston, said all officers,
men and civil employes at Galveston
were safe. Department officials did not
know whether this message was filed
before or after the report saying four
officers and 215 men still were missing.

Maj. Gen. Bell Describes
Texas City Destruction

by the Wind and Waves
A dispatch sent from Texas City yesterdaymorning by Maj. Gen. Bell to the

War Department here said:
"Violent wind and rain greatly Increasedafter filing first message yesterdayevening, reaching culmination

about midnight. Tidal waves and flood
water combined rose to an average
height of three to five feet throughout
Texas City and the surrounding oountry.All camps are a total loss, Includingwooden structures. Not a vestige
is left. Near the bay and camps Is almosttotal loss, except animals, transportationand ordnance equipment. A
few animals and considerable harness
were lost. Property of every descriptionis scattered throughout the city.
Floating wreckage Is piled up In the
streets. Violence of the wind was such
that many craft of considerable sise
were blown and floated into the city
near the bay shore.

Command Scattered.
"The command was greatly scattered

seeking shelter during the night. The
storm still Is too violent to aooomplish
much this morning except the rescue
of women and children, and search for
dead and Injured. Temporary hospital
was established In the Southern Hotel
yesterday. Most of the dead and Injuredwere discovered and cared for
last night.
"Most substantial business houses

and residences stood, but some were unroofed.Considerable number of small
frame buildings were blown down and
floated Into streets. Some were blown
off foundations. All temporary wooden
buildings were wrecked. Division
headquarters, store tents and property
are total loss. The depot quartermaster'sTexas City branch storehouse was
unroofed. Property and supplies were
Boaked, but are mostly usable. Culvertsand small bridges are gone. Roads
generally are Impassable, all railroads,
telephone and telegraph lines temporarilyare out of commission. No communicationwith outside. Nothing can
be heard from Galveston. Number of
people are homeless and without food.

STARVING BY THOUSANDS.
Bed Cross Agent Tells of Conditions

in Mexico City.
