They look like youn
trees. The boys tried to cut some <

them down with a grass hook, but ha
to give it up. It required a shar
hatchet or an ax to make any impres
sion on them.

Late Potatoes Smothered.
My crop of late potatoes, which I ha

figured 011 bringing in not less tha
$100. after saving enough for our ow

use. I fear is a complete failure. Ther
is every Indication that a lot of th
seed rotted in the ground, and wher

they did come up they are almost com

pletely smothered by weeds. It do&sn
look 'ike it would be possible even t
cultivate them. The weeds are s

thick and so high that a turning pio*
is the only tool that would have an

i)npre£sion on them. The worst of
is that the weed which predominate
in the potato field is the wild mornin
glory. In fact, the morning glorie
cover the field almost completely, an

It is necessary to dig among them t
find a potato vine. If there was a fu
stand of potatoes it might pay to clea
the morning glories out by hand, whic
Is the only practical way, but wher
the stand is so poor it probably woul
cost more than the potatoes would b
Worth. Just as soon as we have a suf
ficient number of days In successioi
without rain I am going to put L#e
Custis in the patch to clean out
couple of rows, so that we can se
what is there. I have no expectatior
though, that it will be worth while t
attempt anything more.
Because of the wet weather it is lm

possible also to make hay. 1 hav
considerable grass on my place whicl
ought to be cut, and in addition 1 hav
bought the hay privilege on a neigh
boring piece of land. But there woub
be no use. in cutting grass, only t>
have it ruined by daily rains. It re
quires dry. hot weather for the curinj
of hay, and this is especially true ii
my case, for a lot of that which I wan
to cut is Johnson grass, a heavy, rani
growth that is more difficult to cur
even than green oats.

Ruined by Wet Weather.

worth anything at all If cut and lef
out iu such weather as we have beei
having: lately. 1 estimate there are

couple of tons of hay on my own plac<
and I figure on getting; Ave or six ton
from the land on which I have bough'he cutting privilege. That much ha
means a lot to me, in view of the los
suffered when tlvj barn burned, and
am anxious to have it cut" before i
breaks down and mats so badly tha
cutting will be next to impossible.

I have been very much afraid tha
the continued rains would interfer
with the ripening of my corn, hut m
more experienced neighbors assure m
that no harm has been done so fai
As to how much longer the rains coul
have continued without hurting th
corn crop they don't seem willing t
commit themselves. Should arythinintervene to prevent me from harvest
ing a "bumper" crop from what is lei
of my corn, I think I would be read
to Throw up my hands and quit. Sue
of the corn as was left standing b
the recent storm will average fourtee
feet in height, and a majority of th
stalks have two ears, great, whoppin
big ears that look as if they might wi
blue ribbons at the county fair. I cei
tainly would not like to lose that con

l..ee Custis came to me the other da
with a proposition that sounds so goo
that I am going to get some expei
advice on the subject. He wants m
to get a flock of sheep or angor
goats, preferably the goats, and tur
them loose in the woods on that ne
land we bought last spring. He saj
the sheep or goats would make gair
sufficient to show a good profit on tit
investment and that they would sa\
a lot of money hv cleaning out the ut
derbrush and making clearing easier.

I INTIMATES VERY CLEARLY
IS HUNTING CRIMINALS

? Will Hold Conference Some Time
' Next Week With the Officials of

Baldwin and Cobb Counties.

ATLANTA. August 21..Gov. IMirris'
conference with the judges, solicitors
and sheriffs of Baldwin and Cobb countiesto urge these officials to do everythingin their power to apprehend the
lynchers of Leo M. Frank will be held
some time next week. The exact date
had not been fixed today.

It was said at the governor's office
today that the executive department
could not make public at this time all
the steps it is taking to clear up the
lynching.
"When an official is hunting down

criminals he doesn't usually notify the
criminals of every move he has made
and contemplates mak.ng," was the
statement made at the capitol.
Gov. Harris let it he known today

that the people of Georgia. would resentoutside interference or advice in
dealing with conditions growing out i

of the lynching of Leo M. Frank.

Gov. Harris' Statement.
"The lynching," he said, "was a

crime against the civilization of our

state and a blot upon Georgia's fair
name that cannot be erased. None of
us approves of mob violence or lynch
law, and all of us regret what has
happened. I have and will continue to
exert every power at my command to
bring the members of i.ie mob to -justice.j"But if the members of the moD are
brought to justice it tvill be through
tlie courageous efforts of Georgia offi-
cials arid courts, supported by the sen-
tinient of the citizens of the state, and
not through tire newspaper editorials
and resolutions of indignation and of-
I'crs of rewards coming from other
states.
"f am afraid these things will only

serve to aggravate a situation that al- (
ready is deeply humiliating to our people,and, if they continue, will eventu- j
ate in a great deal more harm than
good by defeating the efforts of the
state to apprehend the guilty parties."

Many Letters Urging Action.
The governor has received many tele-

grams and letters during the past two
days urging him to take decisive action.
Shortly before his inauguration, the
latter part of June, when it was

thought the Frank case might come beforehim for final determination. Gov.
Harris received many communications i

wi the subject from all parts of the
United States.
He announced at that time that "you

can say for Nat Harris that if the case
ever comes betore me I will be guided
by my own conscience and the tnflu-
eitce of Georgians. Outside influences
will have no weight. This is a Georgia '

case to be settled by Georgians."

from this kind of a park," states the
report.
Continuing it says:
"There is no doubt of urgent necessityfor bettering these localities of

vice and insanitary conditions, but the
conversion of them into interior parks
is not believed to be the most desirable,
for the idea and whole object of a park
is that it should be for the benefit of
the greatest number of people, affordinga place of recreation and pleasure
iind at the same time serving the great
purpose of beautifying and making
more attractive the city.

Enumerates Objections.
"These interior parks would be surroundedby Insanitary back yards,

from which there would be objectionableodors, and the backs of houses
with all their objectionable features
exposed to the parks.
"Many of these houses would be inhabitedby undesirable tenants, whose

influence and mode of living would he
anything ^ut agreeable to the park
idea. An investigation of Willow Tree
ulley, converted into a park, is convincingthat these parks should be
opened wide to the streets, and not
entered, as is done in this case by a

narrow, objectionable alley. I do not
tielieve that the better class of citizenswould permit their children to
pass up Ihese alleys into, these interior
recreation parks."
In .Mr. Hazcn's opinion the better

ireatment ol' insanitary alleys would
be to convert them into minor streets
to run through the square from street
to street, providing for a parkway betweenand two fronts for the remaininglots. In squares where this treatmentcould not be used, he states, a
minor street could be opened through
the square, thus eliminating many objectionsraised to the interior inhabtedalley.
"In most cases, with this kind of

treatment," states the surveyor, "benelltscould be found equal to the damages,while I can see little benefit in
Lhe interior park scheme. This plan
ould be extended throughout the city
with much less cost, at the same time
eliminating many objectionable alleys.
The minor street scheme would add
revenue froui taxes, while the other
would be a heavy burden imposed.
"I recommend that the law be so
hanged that the entire cost need not

tie assessed upon the remaining prop:rtybenefited."

Surveyor's Recommendations.
Among the recommendations in the

surveyor's report are that an appropriationof $2,000 be made to cover the
post of survey for condemnation of
streets in Barry Farm.
He also proposes that a minor street

lie extended from Georgia avenue to
florida avenue, about opposite the
base ball park, so that the Georgia
ivenue car line could be brought
through this street, connecting with
ts present Sth street tracks- The plan,
which is designed to relieve congestion
j( traffic In that vicinity during the
base hall season, previously has been
ecommended by the surveyor.
