Teutonic Newspapers So In-
terpret Speech of Imperial
Chancellor.

CRITICISED FOR TELLING
GOVERNMENT'S POLICIES

One Journal Says Conclusion of
Feace May Be Retarded—New
Europe Is Seen.

BERLIN, August 2l.—German
papers, with a few exceptions,
ment exhaustively on the speech in the
reichstag of the Imperial chancellor,
T, Vi Bethman-Hollweg, attach-
ing to his
marks concerning Poland. The general
opinion =et forth in the press is that
the government contemplates annexa-
tion of Russian Poland, which meets
with almost univer=al approval.

Editorial comment, although dealing
frankly with this subjcet, is restricted
to some extent by the prohibition of
the discussion annexaiion—a  pro-
hibitton  promuleated hy the chan-
cellor himself, the opinion of
s01ie newspapers, overstepped by him.

TThe Taegliche Rundschauy =avs that
“Poland will be freed finally from the
Russian yoke, 2nd guaranteed 1 more
fortunate future.” The Poles, this news-
will independent, “or
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nearly so.”

One Paper Grows Critical.

The Taegliche Rundschau ventures to
become critical, however, amd questions
whether independent Poland, under
German sovereignty, would not be a
menace to Germany, and whether the
chancellor, in Lringing up the discussion
of annexation, has not retarded the con-
clusion of peace by bringing home to Rus-
sia realization that its richest indusirial
province may be lost.

The Kreuzzeitung asserts the chancel-
lor's speech was not sufficiently definite,
though hoiding out hopes which may have
the most important consequences.,

The Nachrichten of Dre=sden draws the
conclusion from the echancellor's speech

that the government does not intend to
permit P'eland again to be under Russian
control.

Lifts Veil as to War's Purpose.

The Tagebiatt of Leipzig sayvs: *“The
world now knows how we became in-
volved in this war, and we have learned
for the first time whither we are
headed. The chancellor for the first
time has lifted the veil coneealing the
purpose of the war., and has indicated
sistinetly and manfully what is to be
the reward of the effort= of ourselves
and our allies—freedom of the *cas to
the west and the weakening of Pussia
to the east. The chancellor's words
‘Courland freed' will be greeted joy-
fully by hundreds of thousands.™

The Nachrichten of Le2ipzig expresed
the belief that the military achieve-
ments of Germany thus far are not suf-
ficient to warrant the chancellor's ut-
terances, but approves the revelation
of the government's intention.

Cites Friendly Attitude.

The Germania of Berlin sayvs the
chancellor's remarks show that the at-
titude of Germany toward Poland is
friendly, but indicates an alteration of
Prussian policies.

The Tageblatt of Berlin =ays:

“A certain goal is clearly to be seen
in the chancellor's words. A new Europe,
a new order of things, must result, which
will make impossilile an encireling of
Germany, any breaking of her cireuit in
the future. The basis, therefore, is, in the
chancellor's opinion, the extension and
strengthening of the German empire, and
in this purpose all Germans will agree
with him. The means to its attainment
can be discussed only when the proper
time arrives. The more effective our
armies in Poland are the sooner that time
will arrive.”

Though slight differences of opinion ap-
pear in the press as to the wisdom of the

chameellor's  frankness  in  discussing
Poland, such criticisms are virtually
buried in an avalanche of praise of his

straightforwardness and honesty.

PASSPORTS ARE REQUIRED.

Americans Not Permitted to Visit
Newfoundland Without Them.

The Department of State
velpt of a dispateh from the United
States eonsul at Svdney, Nova Scotia,
in which he mentions the recent regu-
lations of the Newfoun:llund zovern-
ment reguiring passports of persons
entering Newfoundland. He savs that
“these regulations not being generally
known are causing delay, trouble and
financial loss to American commercial
salesmen who, on reaching Sviney,
cannot proceed to Newfoundland.”

The department has already
ored 1o notify the public
presgsg and otherwvise
Passports are not required in Canada,
they are required in  Newfoundland.
:‘\nu-ru-nn citizens who contemplate vis-
fting Newfoundlanil are eirjoined to be
careful to apply to the department for
passports before leaving this country.
Those who have already reached Can-
ada on their way 1o Newfoundland may
male their applications to the nearest
American consuls.
