NEW YORK, August 25..The easing
of the diplomatic tension between
Washington and Berlin resulted in a

series of spectacular advances among
war stocks during today's early trading.

Air Brake and General Motors gained
five at 150and 216, respectively, and
Crucible Steel made similar improve-
ment at 78*4. ,

Steel Recovers Late Decline.

400,000 Shares First Hour.
Steel was again the most active featureof the first hour, when the total

Its
best price of the morning was 76%,
thereby wiping cut all but a point of
the ten-point loss which followed the
sinking of the Arabic. Bethlehem Steel
was again relatively inactive, but rose

STORM HITS JAMAICA HARD.

Acres of Banana Trees Felled by
Hurricane.Railway Wiped Out.
NEW YORK, August 25..Detailed ad-

vices received here today from King-
ston, Jamaica, show that the damage
caused to the northern side of the
Island of Jamaica by the hurricane i'
August 12 and 13 was greater than
indicated by earlier dispatches. The
terrific winds felled acres of banana,
trees, destroying fully 90 per cent of
the banana crop, according to the information.
The railway between Port Antonio

and Buff bay was virtually all wiped
out, and wagon roads along the coast
were destroyed, while in other sec-
tions general damage to crops, build-
ings, wharves, railways and roads was
reported.

ORDERS REALIGNMENT
OF RAIL RATES ON OIL

I. C. C. Reaches Decision Affecting
the Midcontinent Field.Readjustmentby November 1.

Realignment of rates on petroleum oil
and its products in carloads from the
midcontinent field, which includes producingand refining: points in Kansas
and Oklahoma, was ordered today by
the interstate commerce commission.
Numerous railroads were ordered to
establish new rates by November 1.
The readjustment involves increases as

well as decreases.
The commission holds that the presentrate of 17 cents per hundred

pounds from the midcontinent field to
St. Louis is too low and fixed 20 cents
as a reasonable maximum, including:
all Mississippi river points north of St.
Louis and south of Keokuk. Other
new rates fixed are: Twenty-one cents
to Keokuk and 22% cents to all Mississippiriver crossings north of Keokuk;
25 cents to Chicago and territory takingthe Chicago rate and to territory in
western Indiana and eastern Illinois,
but 30 cents to points north of Chijeago, to which Chicago rates on traffic
generally from west of the Missouri
river now apply, including Milwaukee
and Lacrosse. St. Paul territory. 31
cents; to Winnipeg, 33 cents added to
the rate to St. Paul; Des Moines, Iowa,
20 cents from Kansas and 22% cents
from Oklahoma; Omaha, 20 cents from
Kansas and 23 cents from Oklahoma;
Sioux City, 2N cents from Oklahoma
and 25 cents from Kansas.
The commission reaffirmed its approvalof increased rates from Kansas
