In the event that there is no
appreciable wind near the earth, ull
the lights are turned off, and only the
white center light s left burning. By
this simple means the air pllot is at
all times enabled to tell the exact di-
rection of the wind near the earth and
to know how he should steer to make
a clean landing in case he wishes to
descend.
