EYES OF THE WORLD ON
GATES TO BLACK SEA

Northwestern Battle Theater of
Turks Occupies Interesting

Place in History.

With the northwestern battle theater
of the Turks proclaimed by the war

prophets as that where the deciding
master strokes in this most titanlike
of all struggles are to be delivered, a

sketch of this remarkable region's
past prepared by Harry Gtiswold
Dwight for the National Geographic
Society is of more than usual interest.
Here the west won its self-confidence,
and this confidence has borne fruits
with splendid richness for longer than
2,000 years. Here the course of civilizationhas been changed and modified
several times, and here, again today,
the attention of the world is fixed in
the belief that the future of Europe
will once more be determined by events
about to transpire. In the bulletin just
issued by the National Geographic Society,Mr. Dwight tells about "The
Gates to the Black Sea":
"There is something alluring in the

very shape and position of these lakes
.the Black sea and the Sea ofMarmora.separatingas they do the two
most historic continents of our globe,
and communicating with each other
and with the outer seas by openings
that seem miraculous. And those landlockedwaters have been from earliest
times, as they happen again to be today,the theater of epic events. For us
of the west no legends are older than
those of Zeus and Io. of Phryxus and
Helle, of the Trojan war, of Jason and
the Argo, which commemorate the
earliest voyages into the great lakes
of the Levant.

Two Are Widely Different.
"Of the two, the Marmora.the Propontls,if you prefer to be classical.is

by far the smaller. Not much more
than 100 miles long- and some forty
miles across at its broadest part, it is
about the same size as Lake Champlain.The Marmora has much of the
softness of air, vividness of color and
beauty of scenery that we associate
with the Aegean and Ionian seas,
Thread the narrow slit of the Bosporus,however, and you pass into an
entirely different world.sterner, barer,rockier, colder. j"If the Marmora may be compared
to Lake Champlain, "the Black sea is
about four times the size of our great-
est lake. Lake Superior is 412 miles
long by 167 wide, while the Black sea
has a length of 750 miles and a breadth
of 385. That there is something dark
and unfriendly about it is more than a
legend. The Bosporus is twenty miles
long and at one point of its tortuous
course the hills of Europe and Asia
come within 550 yards of each other.
The Dardanelles is twice as long and
nearly twice as wide, varying from
1.400 yards to five miles. Its European
shore, Gallipoli peninsula, is the Thra-
cian Chersonese of the ancients and its
steep ridge overlooks the plain of Troy
on the Asiatic bank and the broken
foothills of Mount Ida. j"While its two historic gateways are
strategically the most important featuresof Marmora, that picturesque lit-
tie sea has a character all its own.
In any other part of the world it would
long ago have become a place of sojournfor yachtsmen and summerers,
so happily is it treated by sun and
wind, so amply provided with bays,
capes, islands, mountains, forests and
all other accidents of nature that make'
glad the heart of the amateur explorer.As it is, the Marmora remains
strangely wild for a sea that has
known so much of life. More numerousthan the settlements of today are
the ruins of yesterday. About no body
of water in the world, of equal size,
have stood so many stately cities. It
is almost impossible, indeed, to give
any coherent account of the story of
Marmora, so much history and legend
have crowded its shores."

Antiquity of Straits Question.
Writing of the antiquity of the

straits question, Mr. Dvvight says:
"The true question of the straits

arose as early as the fifth century
B.C.," when Alcibiades of Athens counseledthe people of .Chrysopolis, the
modern Scutari, at the southeastern
extremity of the Bosporus, to take toll
of tiussiiif? shins." Hut thp Otfom-.

regulation of the straits has been far
more jealous than anything attempted
by the ancients. "The Turks have allowedno foreign men-of-war to enter
the Marmora," the writer continues,
"unless under rare and special circumstances:and not only do they exercisesurveillance over the traffic in the
straits, but twice during the last four
years they have closed the Dardanelles
to navigation of any kind.'
"At the moment at which T write the

fleets of France and England are hammeringat the historic gateway. Thus
the question of the Black sea, which is
the ancient question of the straits, is
posed anew, more dramatically than
ever before. Is it for a final solution?
So solution can be found," the writer
concludes, "which will give ahy one
nation an absolute right of control
over the Bosporus and the Dardanelles."

Would Outlaw Canoes.

IX..Lessons of the War.
Strategy.

By Frederic J. Haskin.

Warfare in modern times is something.fardifferent than it was in tlie

days of Napoleon or even during Grant s

campaigns in the civil war. A thousand
men are employed now where commandersformerly had to rely upon a

hundred; army corps are moved with as

much rapidity and certainty as were

regiments in other wars; at least ten
new factors have entered into the equationsof warfare where formerly only
one had to be dealt with.
Such being the case, strategy ami

careful manipulation of the forces at

hand are regarded by the experts as

vital to the success of a modern commander.It was to learn the most upto-dateforms of this military strategy
that Uncle Sam instructed his observersabroad, among them the most
brilliant army officers on his lists, to
watch the war and report to Washingtonupon all the moves. These reports
go to the Army War College, where
they are carefully studied in that
school, which is to prepare the campaignsof the future and the men to
direct them. For, in the event of war,
it would never do for the United States
Army to be ignorant of any of the
latest military shifts or feints.
Just as the armies battling in the

trenches have resorted to the catapults
of the ancient Romans, because of the
failure of the modern guns to toss
shells between the trenches, so have
the commanders of the allied forces resortedto the strategy of the Romans
in dealing with the forces of Hannibal.
It will be remenlbered that every time
the Roman senate dispatched an army
against the Carthaginian invader it was
defeated upon the field of battle. For
years Hannibal remained victorious.
He was the greatest military genius
since Alexander the Great. Step by
step he laid the possessions of Rome
under his scepter. Apparently there
was nothing that could save the city of
Rome from conquest and sack. This
situation in Roman history is easilyrecognizableas analogous to the Germandrive toward Paris during the
early days of the war. in which the
preparedness of the invaders gave them
an advantage similar to that won by
the military genius of Hannibal.

There came a change in Roman strategy,The Italian legions skillfully

Decisive Victory battle for some
cj v time while theyScored by Romans. regalned their

strength and Hannibal was expending
his energy in pushing onward. Even
when the Carthaginian was worn out
with his own rushing progress the Romansdid not strike, but they dispatchedScipio with an army to Spain
to fight Hasdrubal, the brother of Hannibal,upon whom the latter dependedfor reinforcements. Scipio defeated
Hasdrubal and then the Roman legionsmoved upon the Carthaginians and
scored a decisive victory.
This strategy of the Romans was

used with remarkable success in hurlingthe Germans back from before
I'aris. The methods at present beingemployed in Russia indicate that a similarprogram is being followed. Generallyspeaking. Germany is being kept
on the defensive or being led to expendher energies in exhausting drives
which gain for her positions that aredifficult and expensive to hold.
While the enemy is thus being taxed tothe utmost, say the exeprts, the allies

are gaining that which is most valuableto them.time. This time they areusing in many ways that are to theiradvantage. In the first place they aredrilling armies that will bring them upto the degree of preparedness occupiedby Germany at the beginning of the
war. They are marshaling their finances
and producing ammunition while cuttingoff the supplies of the enemy. They
are pulling the diplomatic wires that are
constantly developing strength in supportof their cause.
With about 5,000,000 troops disposedalong a battle line of three fronts, coveringsome 600 miles and opposed by not

less than 5.000,000 fighting men of the
enemy, the problems of strategy confrontingthe commanders-in-chief in the
present war are so much vaster in extentand so much more difficult of solutionwhen compared to even the greatest
wars of past history that they have
called into play a sort of superstrategv
comparable to the monster guns and
their puny prototypes in other wars.
Napoleon's operations will look like a
pastime with toy soldiers when it finally
becomes possible to compare them with
the problems which have been faced and
solved in the present war.

It is only the vastly superior resources of
the modern commander which have made

the solution of
Superior Resources ibese problems

, y j possible. Thefor Modem Leader, telephone and
telegraph, the Aeroplane and the wireiless have kept him in constant communicationwith all parts of the battle front,
for the modern system of intercommunicationis so perfect that practically noth'ing occurs along any portion of any line
that is not reported to the commander- J
in-chief, no matter whether it appears I

ho tinnnrtant or not. Il is ininr»«sitil«
for a. man at one part of the line of bat{tie to teli what effect a small movement
against his command will have upon the
entire army. It may he a feint designed
to distract attention from some greater
movement many miles away, or it may
be the forerunner of a concerted attack
all along the line.
Accordingly every movement made by

the enemy is at once telephoned or
wirelessed to headquarters, where it is
noted by the officers of the general staff
and discussed by them in relation to the
entire front. Orders are immediately
issued for counter movements, and it is
probable that within a quarter of an
hour after the receipt of the first messagea linal course of action has been
decided upon and orders issued to carry
it out. This would have been impossible
before the invention of the wireless and
the telephone.but then. Napoleon never

imagined a 200-mile battle front.
Another factor that enters largely into

the strategical equation is the aeroplane
scout, who hovers over the enemy's lines
day and night, reporting instantly every
movement which is perceived beneath.
As each aeroplane or dirigible is equippedwith wireless, it is possible for these
air scouts to watch the activities of the
enemy's forces and report instantly to
headquarters.
It is, therefore, practically impossible

for one army to prepare for a move-

ment upon a large scale without betrayingits intention to the eyes in
the sky which follow every move. One
of the" great surprises <»f the present
war. accoruum i" ca^Ci

is that there have been no surprises.
Not a single instance of consequence
of ambush or flanking turn has taken
place since the commencement of the
war, owing to the superb work of the
aviators and aeronauts. Thus, is the «

modern commander relieved of one i

great fear which continually harassed
his predecessors.

An anxious moment is approaching.

The right wing of the army has suffereda setback from which it must
recover before tiie entire field army
can operate as a unit. The whole compaigti,involving more than a million
men and possibly endangering the futureof the nation, hinges 011 the fate
of the hard-fighting right. Kvery time
the wireless receiver clicks and buszes
or the telephone bell rings the officers
who are bent over the huge map look
up and cease talking. Rut the expectedmessage does not arrive.
A big, square-set man. dressed in

khaki and with the ribbons of multicoloreddecorations upon his chest, is
pacing up and down the room, his
hands behind his back. For two days
he has spoken only in monosyllables
and then only in answer to the deferentialinquiries of his staff. The fate
of a nation rests in his hands. An
hour lost bv the right wing in reformingand joining his plan of attack
may cost him the battle and with it the
campaign.
Once more the wireless receiver

clicks. The operator d«>es not wait to
type the message, but dashes it off on
a sheet of paper, while the commander-in-chiefbends over his shoulder.
The big man scowls, for the right wing
is not advancing. Suddenly his face
brightens with a daring idea. He dictatesan order commanding the right
wing to feign retreat for two hours
and then, at the moment that the reinforcementsarrive, to rally and attacken masse! »

A moment later a high-power motor #

car sweeps out from the porte-cochere
of the building, carrying an adjutant
sitting beside the square-set man in
khaki. The sentries present arms, with
a snap, as the commander-in-chief
passes, his mind occupied in planning
the psychological effect of the battle
action. At the very moment when the
feigned retreat shall have led the enemyinto a trap and the grand advance
of his armies will com truenee he. the
commander-in-chief, shall be there to
lend spirit by his presence, to correct
any possible error in strategy or executionand to insure the fullest measure
of efficient generalship in every corps,
in every division, in every regiment
and, as far as possible. In every man.
The weapons of war may change, the

manner of fighting may change, strategymay change.but men and the psychologyof men remain th.« same.
