FORMER GERMAN TANKER
USED AS BRITISH DECOY

I
Arrives in New York and Reports

Plan to Capture Teuton SubmarineThat Failed.

NEW YORK, September 1..The
American lank steamer Gargoyle, formerlythe German tanker Pennoil.
which was held up in the Mediterranean,May 1. by a French cruiser,
arrived today. Oflicers said the Gargoyle
was taken to Malta, where a British
officer and six men were placed aboard
and the tanker allowed to proceed to

Alexandria.
The British placed the officer and

crew aboard, members of the Gargoyle'screw said, expecting1 the tanker
to be held up by a German submarine.
In that case, they said, the British intendedto shoot the crew of the submarineand, if possible, capture them.
The captain of the Gargoyle said that

both French and British officers questionedthe legality of the transfer of
the ship from German to American
registry, but that he was allowed to
deliver her cargo of American oil at
Alexandria.

Britain's hopes of winning the war
have sunk to zero. So long as she expectedto win it was generally understoodthat Germany would be required
to pay a huge war indemnity. Since
British statesmen and newspapers are
now declaring excitedly that a war indemnityis immoral and oppressive, the
change of opinion can have no other
reason than the conviction that Germanycannot be compelled to pay."
