FRUTS ANDVEGETABLES
PLENTIFUL IN MARKET

Apple Supply Promises to Be Larg-
est in Years—Grapes to Be
Low Priced.

Eggs Continue High, But Meat
“ Shows a Drop in Some Cuts.
Business Improving.

Though the fall is near, the benches
in the markets of the city continue to
be well supplied with summer fruits
and vegetables that are still selling at
midsummer prices. Usually at this sea-
son peaches are becoming scarce, the
dealers say, but this season they are
almost as plentiful now as they were
at any time during the summer.
Apples are becoming more plentiful
daily, and this fall will see the big-
gest supply of apples of all varieties
on the market that has been seen in
many years. The dealers also say that
pears will be plentiful this fall and
that within next week grapes from New
York will be on the markel and will
seI™at low prices.

The only changes in prices to be
noted in the produce or fruit market
from thoee of a week ago are on sweet
potatoes and yams. A week ago they
sold at 80 cents a peck. Today the same
grade of vegetable can be had at from
30 to 40 cents a peck, and they are
plentiful.

Eggs remain high, but have not ad-
vanced in price In the last week, the
best hennery grades selling at from
35 to 40 cents a dozen. In the poultry
market chickens, both frying and
broiling, are lower In price, but other-
wise prices remain unchanged. i

In the meat market the less desira-
ble cuts of beef, pork chope and fresh
hams are from 2 to 3 cents cheaper in
the pound than a week ago.

The dealers report buyers fairly nu-
merous in the city markets, and de-
scribe business a8 becoming more brisk
than it has been for the last month or
six weeks. Y

Unusual Scarcity of All Varieties at

the Wharf Market.

Dealers at the wharf market report
fresh fish of all kinds as being un-
usually scarce and high in price this
week. The catch all along the coast
and in the bays is reported to be light,
and as & consequence, with the excep-
tion of small gray trout, fish command
almost any price Yesterday carp,
which ordinarily sell wholesale at
about 6 cents a pound, brought 20 to 25
cents a pound, an unprecedented price
for this fish.

5,600,000 bushels .over the estimate
based on the condition on August 1.

At 97 cents a bushel, the price indi-
cated by the department for corn in
Virginia on September 1, the increase
of 23,220,000 bushels over last year's
crop will be worth $22,500,000 to the
farmers of Virginia.”
