Washingtonians may be hosts at a
big picniec party for the members of
the government bands that have played
in the public parks this summer.

The Star’s suggestion that the city
duplicate on a large scale the enter-
tainment given Friday evening by citl-
zens of Anacostia, in appreciation of
the concerts given in that section by
the Engineer Band, has been received
with enthusiasm by many citizens and
representatives of the District govern-

ment.
Melvin €. Hazen, District surveyor,
who directed the city's Independence

day celebration at Brightwood reser-
voir, came out today with a big boost
for the plan, and suggests that a com-
mittee be appointed by the Commission-

to make the necessary arrange-
ments -

“ra

Potomac Park as Site.

He proposes that the event be staged
in Potomac Park on a Saturday after-
noon in October, and that racing, feats
in horsemanship and athletic contests
e made a part of the program. Also
he suggests that a loving cup, or some
other permanent memorial, be present-
ed to each band by the cltizens of
Washington.

“The government bands have been
providing splendid entertainment for
the people of Washington a long time
#nd the suggestion that they be en-
iertained by the city impresses me as
being a splendid one,” said Mr. Hazen
today. “I believe the matter should
e initiated by the District Commis-
sioners through the appointment of a
representative  committee to  take
charge of the arrangements and |If
the plan is undertaken there is little
«oubt but that it will be enthusiasti-
~a!ly supported by the citizens of the
cupital,

“Potomac Park, in my opinion, should
he selected as the site for the enter-
tainment. A varied and interesting pro-
gram could be arranged and the whole
affuir made so enjoyable that it might
become a sort of annual fall festival
for the capital. Field day events could
be worked up on an interesting scale,
a =hort polo game might be added to
the program and horse and pr'n pony
tices over a straightaway cour. could
terminate the frolic.

“The affair should be managed In
such a2 way as to make the members of
the bands feel that they were the
guests of the city and it would be ap-
propriate if each band could be pre-
sented with a loving cup containing an
inscription to this effect.”

Advocates Fall Festival,

Mr. Hazen points out that few if any
municipal entertainments are ever held
in Washington during the fall, which
many claim to be the most beautiful
season of the year in the capital. He
iz in favor of a fall festival for Wash-
ington and believes that now would be
the proper time to inaugurate such a
custom.

1t is expected the District Commis-
sioners will be asked to appeint a com-
mittee to arrange for a reception to
the bands. The matter will not be
taken up until after the return Wednes-
day of Commissioner Newman, but
there is every probability that It will
e considered before the end of the
week. Members of the citizens' associa-
tions have indorsed the suggestion and
the civic bodies would be expected to
take a prominent part In making the
necessary Arrangements.

DJEMAL PASHA THORN
0 TURK GOVERNMENT

Suspected of Fomenting Revolt
Against Union and Progress
Committee.

ROME, September 12, via Paris, Bep-
temher 13.—The attitude of Djemal
Pugha, former minister of marine, is
giving the Turkish committee of union
and progress much anxiety, the Tribune
say¥8 it has learned from sources of in-
formation in the Balkans. He is re-
ported to be in Arabia in constant con-
tact with sheiks and emirs hostile to
the committee, while Arab preachers
are trying to foment rebellion among
inhabitants.

May Restore Hilmi Pasha.

Talaat Bey, minister of the interior,
realizes, it Is said, that the situation is
serious, and {8 not hKolding entirely aloof
from the movement to return to power
Hilini Pasha, former grand vizier, who
now i= ambassador to Austria-Hungary.

Hostility to the German policy is re-
ported to be becoming Increasingly
violent.

Failed to Obey Orders.

A complete disagreement between
Djemal Pashg and Enver Pasha, minis-
ter of war, as well as Talaat Bey, was
reported early this month. It was in-
timated that the former minister of
marine was suspected of preparing a
coup «'etat against the committes of
union and progress.

After the fallure of the expedition
agalnst Egypt, under his command,
Irjemal Pasha was ordered to Meso-

potamia, but apparently did not go
there,

WAR OFFICIALLY REPORTED

FRENCH STATEMENT.

PARIS, September 13, 2:35 p.m.:
Beveral hand-grenade combats were
reported during the night near the
Bethune-Arras road, and an enemy
attack was easily repulsed to the
north of the Souchez station. At the
same time there was artillery actlv-
ity on both sides.

The mine fighting proceeded continu-
ously and stubbornly to the south of
the Somme before Faye. There was
violent bombarding in the sectors of
Armancourt and Beuvraignes, as well
as on the plateaus of Quennevieres
and Nouvron. Intermittent cannon-
ading took place in the Champagne
and the Argonne. On the Lorraine
front our batteries directed an effica-
clous fire on the German trenches
and organizations in the nelghbor-
hood of Embermenil, Leintrey and
Ancerviller. Enemy groups which
left their trenches and advanced up
to our wire entanglements were dis-
persed by our infantry fire.

AUSTRIAN STATEMENT.

VIENNA, September 12, via London,
September 13:

Russian theater: Our forces fighting in
Volhynia on Saturday crossed the
Goryn river near Derazno and the
Ikwa near Dubno.

The Rusasian attacks near Tarnopol
have increased in vilolence. North-
west of Tarnopol the enemy succeed-
ed in penetrating our trenches and
occupying the village of Dolzanka,
German and Honved battalions, which
hurried from neighboring districts,
caught the enemy on both flanks, re-
conquered Dolzanka and threw the

enemy upon his bridgehead
positions. The enemy losse2 were
great.

Hostile attacks to the southwest of
Tarnopol were repulsed. On the

fronts east of the Baka and Stripa,
on the lower Sereth and the Bessara-
bian frontierr the day passed quietly.
On the Lithuanian frontier, near
Kossow, Austro-Hungarian troops
captured the strongly intrenched vil-
lage of Szkuraty.
Italian theater: As expected, several
heavy engagements developed Satur-
day on the front of the coastal dis-
trict, especially in the northern sec-
tor, all of which terminated in the
complete failure of the attacking
Itallans,
In the Flitsche (Plezzo) basin renewed
infantry attacks failed to make prog-
ress. Opposite Jablonica our fire
forced the enemy to a hasty retreat.
The attack of the Italians who had
taken positions south of Javozek was
repulsed.
In the Ursic district fighting heavier
than ever has been raging all day
long. Here the Sankt Poelten land-
wahr with customary bravery, re-
pulsed the enemy. Again we filrmly
hela all our positions.

The southern portion of the bridge-
head at Tolmino has again been
under heavy Italian gunfire. It has
become known that the Tth Infantry
Division, one detachment of Alpine
and two battalions of Bersaglieri
;v'eru engaged here in attacks Thura-

ay.

In the district of Doberdo several en-
emy attacks against the salient on
the plateau failed.

On the Tyrolean frontier Saturday aft-
ernoon and Sunday the Italiana un-
successfully attacked in the sector
west of Monte Piano with the full
strength of a battallon our posltion
in the Popena valley and the district
of Cristallo.

ITALIAN STATEMENT.

ROME, September 13, via Paris, Sep-
tember 13:

In Tyrol, in the Trentino region and
Carnia the artillery action continues,
though hampered by the fog. The
enemy's fire has been directed espe-
clally against the townships behind
our lines.

In the Plezzo basin, the night of Sep-
tember 10, enemy troope under cover
of darkness attempted a sudden at-
tack on the BSlatenik wvalley. Our
troops &llowed them to approach to
within a short distance, and then fell
upon them with the bayonet, putting
them to flight after a violent strug-
Ele.

In the Tolmino dirtrict, after our at-
tack of the 9th on Sagta Maria, the
presence of strong enemy detach-
ments were reported moving in the
direction of that place by way of the
valley of Tominski,

In the lower Isonzo zone an aerial re-
connolssance established the fact
that the enemy {8 building a new
system of defenses of an almost per-
manent character, According to re-
liable Information, the enemy has
been reinforced by fresh contingents
of troops and heavy artillery,

Two of our aeroplanes effectively bom-
barded the enemy's encampment near
Oppachiasella,

The enemy threw a number of shells
into the Monfalcone docks, damaging
several steamers,

RUSSIAN STATEMENT.

PETROGRAD, September 12, via Lon-
don, September 131
Owing to the salient of our enemies on

the Niemen and to the mouth of the
Niemen, it has been declided to with-

asive. In this sector we had to sus-
tain very strong attacks on the 1llth
on the lower Zelwianka and the road
leading to the Slonin and Barano-
vichi regions, and also at Zelwa, Ros-
hany and southeast of Kogsow.

On the lower Zelwianka we repulsed
fierce German attacks throughout
Baturday. At Zelwa our fire de-
stroyed an enemy battery, and here
the enemy, under cover of a most

violent fire, contlnued attacks on
both sides of the road and until
nightfall.

On the Baranovichi road also the en-
emy made another attack, supported
by heavy artillery. Here we cap-
tured 400 Austrians and Germans,
four machine guns and ammunition
wagons. The actions near Rozhany
were of a slighter character.

In the dirrection of Pinsk there has
been no change. The enemy is en-
deavoring to advance from the Kolki
region eastward on both banks of
the Styr. In the Rovno region the
enemy, having been reinforced, Is
continuing his offensive in the De-
raznc district. We are holding his
attacks.

In the direction of Krementz attacks
continus to be made on the banks of
the upper Goryn without any success
by the Austrians, who have been con-
stantly repulsed, with great losses.
Of 200 Austrians captured 40 surren-
dered voluntarily.

In the region of Tarnopol the engage-
ments have been favorable to the

Russians. North of Tarnopol we
captured Saturday 91 officers and
4,200 men (including Germans), nine

machine guns and much booty, in re-
pulsing attacks, in which the Aus-
trians suffered heavy losses, despite
the fact that they received consider-
able reinforcements, Here the en-
emy emitted a smoke cloud to the
extent of two versts (a mile and a
third) along the front.
In the fighting north of Tarnopol our
troops derived great advantage from
the employment of armored automo-
biles, which advanced before our de-
fenses, where they remained for
hours firing on the enemy.

Sunday morning our troops south of
Tarnopol took the offensive. On the
Hereth river the Austrians continue
their retirement from the region of
Flusate toward the Dniester. Our
pursuit continues successefully; we
have captured many prisoners.

In the Black sea, near Cape Tchaoudy,
our patrol boats exchanged shots
with an enemy submarine, which fled
rapidly.

In general we continue the execution
of our plans, which daily improve
the situation of our armies.

In the regions of Riga and Friedrich-
stadt artillery duels and engage-
ments by small detachments have
taken place. At Jacobstadt gince
Saturday we have been on the of-
fensive. Obstinate fights have taken
place on the River Pickstern.

On the roads toward Dvinsk, on the
west slde, we discovered Saturday a
German offensive in three directions:
First, between the Rivers Bussia and
Nlemen, north of Suweniszki: sec-
ond in the region of Skopicezki, and
third, on the road from Wllkomir to
Tcigny. In the latter region, fol-
lowing a stubborn engagement with
superior forces, our troops retired in
the region of Lake Dusati. The Ger-
mansa, who have been considerably
reinforced, are continuing their ad-
vance.

Between the Sventa and the Viliva the
enemy i% nlso making a determined
attack along the right bank of the

Viliya, his general direction being
toward the rallway station of Pot-
brodze. Notwithstanding the ex-
treme persistence of the Germans,
our troops have continued to hold
them with their fire and by counter-
attacks.

On the front of Orany fierce fighting
continues. In the Skidel district
(east of Grodno), where the enemy
brought up reinforcements, we cap-
tured one officer and 100 men and
filve machine guns.

North of this district there have been
only insignificant attacks, which we
easily repulsed. Prisoners say that
the Germans are excessively fatigued
by the recent fighting, and that their
losses in the last three days in killed
alone amounted to 100 men per com-
pany.

In the coastal region of the Caucasus
there was artillery and rifle fire.

In the direction of OIti the Turks who
were hombarding Mount Paraket were
driven back to the Tohoruk river.

West of Melasghert and in the district
of Koupikan there were skirmishes
between our scouts and Kurds.

TURKISHE STATEMENT.

CONSTANTINOPLE, September 12, via
Amsterdam and Iondon, September
13:

In the Anafarta section our artillery
on the right wing destroyved some
enemy caissons, while that on the
left wing directed a heavy fire
against enemy trenches.

Nothing of importance occurred yes-
terday near Ari Burnu.

Near Seddul Bahr two enemy cruisers
and a torpedo boat fired ineffectually
at our various positions.

BELGIAN STATEMENT.

rBELGIAS ARMY HEADQUARTERS,
Havre, France, September 13:

There was a light bombardment along
the entire front. Our artillery dis-
persed Germans working near mile-
stone No. 12, on the Yser and near
IMegrachten.

GERMAN STATEMENT.

BERLIN, September 12, via London,
September 13:

In the western theater: On a large part
of the front there was lively artil-
lery activity. Successful mine ex-
plosions in the Champagne and the
Argonne caused heavy damage to
French trenches.

Early yesterday morning enemy air-
men dropped bombs on Ostend. No
damage was done and no one was in-
jured.

In the eastern theater: Army group of
Field Marshal von Hindenburg—On
the front between Duna and Merecz,
on the Niemen, the fighting at vari-
Ous points assumed greater propor-
tions, 1,800 prisoners and five ma-
chine guns being taken. Between
Jeziory and the Niemen stubborn
battles lasted throughout the day,
and only this morning did the en-
emy cease his resistance. He is be-
ing pursued. On the Zelwianka the
enemy lines have been broken
through at several points. The enemy
lost 17 officers and 1,948 men taken
prisoners, as well as seven machine
Euns.

The Rusgsian officlal report of the 10th
mentions fighting by Russian ad-
vance guards to the north of Abel.
German troops did not take part in
any operations there. On the other
hand, Russian advance guards were
seen yesterday northwest of the Vili-
ya. They were attacked and thrown
back. Also mentioned in the same
réeport is a victory by two Russian
soldiers over six Germans at the
confluence of the Zelwianka. No re-
port of this has reached the German
army adminigtration. (The Russian
official statement referred to, which
was cabled to the United States, did
not mention the vietory of two Rus-
sians over six Germans.)

Army group of Prince Leopold of Ba-
varia—These troops are in close co-
operation with the right wing of the
army group of Field Marshal von' Hin-
denburg. Enemy positions south of
Zetha were taken, Near Koszele the
Zelwlanka has been crossed. On both
sides of the Beresha-Karlugshka-Kos-
sow-Slonim road the enemy has hbeen
driven back. This army group took
2,759 prisoners and eleven machine
guns.

Mackensen—Attacking on both sides
of the raillway at nsk, some ad-

vance positions were taken by sur-
prise during the night.

In the southeastern theater:
troops, in conjunction with others,
repulsed further attacks, with ge-
vere loss to the enemy.

DUTCH CHILDREN IGNORE
ALL NEUTRALITY IN TOYS

German

Tin Soldiers Must Wear Uniforms
of the Armies They
Favor.

Correspondears of the Associated Press.

THE HAGUE, Netherlands, August 30.
—Disquieting rumors have reached
Dutch children to the effect that the
famoues toy-making town of Nurem-
berg, in Bavaria, may use the metal
which it has been putting into millions
of little tin soldiers for more real ‘pur-
poses of war. However true the Te-
port may be, there |Is as yet no serious
decimation In the ranks of the armies
aof the nursery floor. From toy dealers'
reports, in fact, the tin-soldier armies
are increasing faster than any others
in Europe.

Although before the war Dutch chll-
dren were satisfled with an indiscrimi-
nate phalanx of red coats, German Hus-
sars and Cossacks, the nursery now
must be equipped uniformly with un-
broken lines of soldiers, with the child's
favorite always predominating 1in
strength of men and guns. If there s
any clasa in Holland that has entirely
ignored the neutrality stand it is the
children, who in the toy shops exhibit
their preferences. The toy dealer has
more than ever become a diplomat.

In Rotterdam it is very noticeable
that the toy shop generally displays
German soldiers, while in Amsterdam
it is the French and Britlsh which are
shown. In the matter of naval toys
children also have marked preferences,
with Rotterdam windows displaying the
German colors on dreadpaughts and
torpedo boats, while Amsterdam win-
dows cater to the sentiment there hy
giving the Franco-British -allles the
better show.
