
Urges compulsory
militm service

Col. Griffiths' Resolution Sidetracked
at Session of Association
of Military Surgeons.

RUPERT BLUE IS MADE
HEAD OF ORGANIZATION

Ma.j. Owen Urges More Hospital
Units for U. S. Services. Citing

Present Deficiency.

Compulsory military service for
every American of military ape was

urged at the convention of the Associationof Military Surgeons of the
United States in session at the Army
Medical School today. The resolution,
proposed by Col. .Jefferson Davis Griffiths,Medical C<rps, National Guard of
Missouri, was introduced following- the
paper of Maj. William O. Owen. MedicalCorps, I'. S. Army, who had told of
the lack of military hospital units to

cope with the wars of the future, if
the United States should be unfortunateenough to become engaged in
war.
Col. Jefferson R. Kean, Medical Corps,

U. s. Army, president of the association,
balked, for the time being, the attempts
to get flu- resolution passed, fie ruled
the resolution out of order. He explainedthat the convention having
agreed to go into executive session at
U ::;<) o'clock there was not sufficient
tune to discuss feuch a radical suggestionas that contained in Col. Griffith's
r». iution. The convention then proceededto other business, being inter-'
rupted periodically by attempts of Col.
Griffiths to get his resolution up for
discussion. At the time of the noon
recess no action had been taken on the
resolution.

Officers Are Elected.
The officers elected during the execu-

tive session were: President, Surgeon
Gen. Rupert Blue, United States publichealth service; first vice president,,
Medical Director Geortre A. Lunir.
United States Navy; second vice president,Col. Henry Allers, Medical Corps,
New Jersey National Guard; third vice
president. Col. H. 1*. Birmingham, MedicalCorps, United States Army; secretary,Lieut. Col. Kdward A. Munson,
United States Army, and treasurer, J.
Harry Uhlrichs, Medical Corps, MarylandNational Guard.
The association selected Chicago as

the next place of meeting and October.191«>, as the time.
Asserting that hospital units for the

military services should be trained
for war in time of peace if the countrydid not desire to pay the price in
suffering for men, women and childrenand in heavy pensions, Maj. WilliamO. Owen, Medical Corps, U. S. A.,
today read a paper on the relation ol
the Army Medical Corps to the Army
Medical Reserve Corps and the MedicalReserve Corps of the organized
militia.
He traced the military medical servicefrom the time of the revolution

down to the present day, when, he
paid, it was greatly deficient in units
with which to cope with any big war.
He charged that the United States, in
all its wars, went in unprepared from
a surgical standpoint.

Likened to Wrecking Crew.
Likening the military medical servicesto a wrecking crew, he pointed

out that# it was the duty of the surgeonin time of battle to go through
the wreckage and pick out the slightlywounded and attend to them, so that
they could return to the firing line,
leaving those who are near death to J
the last. The medical officer, he said,
should go through the wreckage, pro-
gressively choosing for repair those
v ho are likely to prove most useful on
the fighting line.
"If there are ten men slightly wound-

ed, each with a reasonable chance of
recovery, and one dying man," said
Ma j. Owen, "it is the duty of the medi-
ca 1 man to go to the dying man first.
But the medical officer's duty is with
the nation first. He should attend to
the ten slightly wounded first, for these
men meti may mean the nation's life.
They 11 re n part of the army. It is not
a failure of the sympathetic sense
which prompts the medical officer to
attend to the slightly wounded first."

Much Training Needed.
Ma j. Owen pointed out that much train.;.g was needed by medical officers to fit

rh-:n for service in battle. No soldier,
h- said, would think of going into battle
With untrained units. The infantry
would not do it and the cavalry would
not do it. nd why. he asked, should the

< inal corps be* expected to do what
the lire will net do?

Vet,' he went on. "that is precisely
t the United States has done in all
wars."

The Medical Corps officers and men
i. .-t n in tirr>of peace to use the
tools which they would be expected to
learn in time of war. It is far better
to have a trained set of men remove
the wounded from the scene of the battlethan to have them accompanied to
the rear by their comrades. The men
f'-c 1 better and will fight better when
they know that they will be looked
after by skilled hands. In all wars in
which the United States has participatedthere has been a shortage of
medical and surgical material, transportationfor medical forces, and a
serious shortage of medical officers and
enlisted men.

Untrained Personnel Expensive.
"To provide a unit that is so small

that it ran not be properly trained in
peace for its functions is not to provideat all for its war functions," he
aid, in conclusion. "An untrained per\®onnel,whether it be regular or volunteer,is expensive. ]t is the function
of the (.'onKress to determine whether
It is best for the I'nited States to train
these units in time of peace for the
functions of war, or to wait the stress
of war and then create them and pay
trie price in life and suffering to men,
women and children, and in pensions
when the war is over."
'Jiving t h» impression that the

healthiest and very best specimens of
manhood was the only kind that could
remain in service aboard a submarine,
a paper by last Assistant Surgeon
Willi::?m H. Hulsey, 1" S. N., was read

Tne operating personnel of a submarinetin very smallest that can

be put aboard these craft to run them
properly, and the loss of four or five
\y a serious menace to the safety of
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these underwater craft, according to
the paper.
"The unprecedented action of the underwaterboat during the present war has

filled the public with every variety of
emotion from admiration to horror. That
which yesterday seemed to all but the
most far-seeing strategists an amateurishexperiment, has today the indication
of a very grim fact. The peace value
of a submarine is no longer a subject
of debate. In no other type of fighting
ship does efficiency depend upon so much
upon the personnel."

Every Man Must Be Fit.
Every man must be physically able

and well, he said. An illness which
aboard a battleship would not incapacitatea man for work might affect the
safety of the underwater craft and endangerthe lives of all on board. Every
member of a submarine crew must see

perfectly, hear well and think and act
quickly.
Anything which interferes with the

rapid and intelligent action of any
member of the complement of the submarinemay be the cause of the submarine'sdestruction.
"An epileptic in a submarine," the

naner said, "would be like a lighted
match in a powder magazine."
Contagious diseases are a serious

menace to a submarine crew, as are

the slightest injuries. The medical officeron duty with submarines must
therefore be much more concerned with
the prevention of disease and accident
than with the treatment. A good workingknowledge of the principles of
preventive medicine is necessary for
the first, and an intelligent understandingof the usual and unusual hazardsincident to the submarine operationsfor the second.
eH outlined the dangers, including

gasoline poisoning from the gas formed
by the batteries, ramming and being
rammed, hitting obstructions to navigation,falls on the deck, falling and
being washed overboard.

Dangers Within and Without.
"The dangers from within and withoutmenace the submarine crews continually,"the paper said, "yet a more

cheery, complaint less, courageous set
of officers and men is hard to find.
And in the last analysis it is upon the
courage and resourcefulness and upon
their health and well being that the
comparative safety of submarines must
depend."

Plans for strict enforcement of the
law prohibiting- use of glaring- headlightson vehicles is planned by tht
police department.
Numerous complaints of alleged violationsof the law have been made tc

the department. It is believed that
some owners are using lights whici
they believe to come within the requirements,but which, as a matter ol
fact, are prohibited by the terms of the
law.

Text of Regulation.
The regulation in question is as follows:
"Section 39. It shall be unlawful tc

use any acetylene or electric headlighi
or sidelight on the streets, avenues 01

public highways of the District of Columbiaunless the rear reflectors arc

removed from the same, or the fronl
glass or electric light bulb eithei
ground or covered with muslin, papei
or other material, of sufficient densitj
to prevent the light being dazzling 01

blinding to persons using the streets
or unless equipped with anti-dazzling
device or devices which have been approvedby the major and superintendentof police."
Maj. Pullman stated today that ownersof automobiles should ascertain at

once whether or not they are using
lights of the prohibited type, as the
police department intends to enforce
the regulation strictly.

pleasure of the bath. The sparrows,
who inhabit two whole trees in the
White House grounds when they are
at home for a night's rest, found it
so good that they quarreled for place
and turn.

Thrushes and Pigeons Join In.
Then a few thrushes who live in

precincts acquired the shower-bath
habit. And finally the pigeons and
doves, slowest to adopt new customs,
were converted. So the shower-bath
cult has grown among the birds.
There are a half dozen such lawn

sprinklers scattered over the White
Mouse grounds, with purpose or hope
to make the grass grow. They are

going all day, scattering drops of rain j
in an ever revolving circle. As is modest,the birds take their shower baths
in secluded spots where the sprinklers

. are at work.

see a bird, by a series of hops, get his
sleek body into the range of the falling

) shower, there fixing itself, turning its
body in all directions to distribute the
benefits of the bath, preening itself at
the same time. Sometimes the bird en-,
