Vacation Typhoid.
From the Philadelphia Press.

In the annals of the pablic health
officials the term “vacation typhoid"
is a familiar and all too freguent one
during the summer months when city
people seek a brief relief In the coun-
try from the city's heat. 5

Since typhold fever usually results
from a conditlon which will be injuri-
ous to other persons than the patient
the health authorities always are care-
ful to discover the source of the
disease. In this way during the sum-
mer and the early fall they tgace
scores of typhold cases among city
residents to visits in the country
where the patients drink water from
polluted streams or wells or milk that
had been kept in an uncleanly manner.

There seemed to be no way of cor-
recting the pollution of the streams
and the only way of obviating the con-
dition seemed to be by Issuing public
warnings. For a number of years the
city authorities and officials of the
state department of health have car-
ried on a campaign of publicity
against indiscriminate drinking of
water in the country which undoubted-
ly has worked much good.

ARE GIVEN INSTRUCTION
INUSE OF SMALL ARMS

Sailors and Marines Under Educa-
tional System at Win-
throp, Md.
School in Charge of Lieut. George E.

Shuler Affords Wide Course
of Training.

A feature of the educational system
of the navy is the small arms school
for sailors and marines at Winthrop,
Md., which is in charge of Lieut. George
K. Shuler, United States Marine Corps.
It is situated on a high bluff overlook-
ing the Potomac river about thirty
miles south of Washington.

Marines and bluejackets are sent
there in squads of ten at times when
their absence will not interfere with
ship-work. That generally occurs at
overhauling time, and thirty men and
three officers compose the quota sent
from each ship. There usually is a
class of about forty under instruction
4t the school at all times, in addition
to those who choose to remain longer.

Lieut. Shuler has a small staff com-
posed of Sergt. Willis, lately of the
Florida, and Corp. Willinms, lately of
the North Dakota. The enlisted men
were chosen because of their pro-
ficlency in marine activities and their
capacity as teachers.

Teaches Science of Small Arms.

The principal object of the school is
to instruct the men in the sclence of
small arms in order to enable them to
coach their associates on board ships
and at the various naval stations.

Aregular program is followed, thenavy
small arms firing regulations and the
marine and army text books being used
a8 guides. Tha practical work includes
the taking apart and putting together,
under officers’ supervision, of sections
of rifles, sutomatie pistols,- machine
guns and other emall weapons.

While the Instruction at the school
at present {= confined to small arms,
it in planned to add the 3-inch field gun
to the equipment. The wide scope of
training covers Navy, Army and Marine
Corps courses. The men under instruc-
tion not only shoot the courses re-
quired by the navy, but also thos€ of
the army, including collective fire, na-
tional match course and long range

firing.
Good Eange Available.

There 18 an excellent range at the
echool extending over the width of a
green valley and covering a course of
from 200 to 2,000 vards. Station build-
ings are scattered over the plateau
overlooking the course, while at the end
of the hull's-eye target runs a steep
ridge forming a natural backstop.

After the first week of instruction at
Winthrop the men have half a day of
training and epend the remaining half
In coaching. The latter requires prac-
tical experience in manning the butts,
in scoring on the firing line, in tele-
phone service and in every detail of
range work. When the course is com-
pleted the men are qualified as well-
rounded small-arms men, thoroughly
competent to handle any gun on the
range with precision.

Notwithstanding the strenuous rou-
tine, the boys seem to enjoy their work,
and it i8 not unusual for the graduates
to request permission to stay over with
the succeeding squads. in order to ex-
tend their period of instruction. As-
sistants to the instructors are selected
from these stay-overs.

Recreation Afforded.

While under instruction the men are
accorded all the privileges of the sta-
tion, including the use of a well organ-
ized post exchange, the use of canoes,
fishing, base ball and other recreation.

The messing arrangements are of the
best. The men maintaln their own gar-
den, poultry farm and dairy. A large
drove of pigs provides fresh pork and
bacon. Plenty of fresh milk and eggs
are obtained from the station farms.
Strict democracy prevails at the range.
Officers, marines, soldiers and blye-
jackets all practice under practically
identical regulations.

Besldes instructing regulars of the
navy and Marine Corpse, arrangements
have been made, through the division
of militia affairs at the Navy Depart-
ment, to detail from each battalion of
naval militia two petty officers for a
period of coaching at the school. Under
the regulations no distinction is made,
the militiamen firing under precisely
the same conditiona as the regular
sailors and marines,

Work Done by Enlisted Men.

The entire atation was laid out and
constructed by enlisted men. Roads
were graded, a telephone system in-
atalled, water and sewer systems laid,
the old farm structures repaired and
new cones erected; ranges laid off, rifle
butts put up and sidewalks and dock
built. A concrete butt has Just been
completed.

One who visits the institution at Win-
throp finds carpenter shops, blacksmith,
gunsmith and plumbing and painting
shops, and a virtually self-made and
self-sustained =station. The marines
practieally run the station and perform
the greater part of the work, including
the care of the live stock and gather-
ing the crops. They also have repaired
and eleaned rifles and guns and have
even gone so far as to construct new
ones.

Much of the credit for the establish-
ment and maintenance of the Winthrop
small-arms school is due to Lieut. Cal-
vin B. Matthews, United States Marine
Corps, who is in command of the sta-

tion.

ARMY AND-NAVY UNION
MAY DRILL RESERVISTS

Encampment Adopts Resolution Pro-
posing Organization Be National
Drillmaster.

ATLANTIC CITY, N. J., September 17.
—A resolution adopted by the National
Encampment of the Army and Navy
TUnion late yesterday afternoon pro-
poses to make that organization a na-
tional drill master along the lines of
preparedness for war. It was intro-
duced by Col. HA W. Steinblas of St.
Louls, and provides for the formation
of a great army reserve force, to be
composed of business and professional
men, artisans and others, to be tralned
as soldier. reservists hy the experienced
and seasoned members of the Army and
Navy Union, in co-operation with the
War Department.

The arrangement of details haz been
placed in the hands of a permanent
army reserve c¢ommliassion headed by
Capt. J. Walter Mitchell of Washing-
ton, O. C., where its active headquar-

ters will be located.

Another resolution adopted provides
that preference shall be given honor-
ably discharged soldiers, sailors and
marines in appointments in the Wash-
ington police and fire departments, and
thaf there shall be a White Houee
guard in leu of the present police de-
tuil, the guard to be composed of
picked men who formerly served In the
United States Army. This matter will
be taken up with the naxt Congress.

The work of the National Defense
Teague was Indorsed in a resolution

dopted unani 1y, and it was decided
to send ten representatives' of the Army
and Navy Unien to the national defense
conference to be held at Washington Oc-
tober 4 to 7, following the G. A, R. en-
campment.

It was resolved by unanimous vote
“that it is the sense of the seventeenth
bhiennial encampment of the Army and
Navy Union, U, 8. A., that preference
shall be given in all instances to ex-
perienced ex-aoldiers, ex-sailors and ex-
marines, Spanish War Veterans and
veterans of Philippine and China serv-
ice in appointment to commissioned
places in the National Guard of the
various states, and particularly in the
District of Columbia.”

Want Army Travel Pay Increased.

Other resolutions adopted provide for
increasing the army travel pay from 2
cents a mile to 4 cents a mile; urging
Congress to enact laws for the estab-
lishment of schools for children on all
military reservations which are too iso-
lated to permit the children to attend
other schools in that locallty; urging Con-
gress to pass a law giving ex-soldiers
and sailors preference in clvil service gp-
polntments; providing for graded army
and navy retirement, and for the increase
of the army clothing allowance to en-
llsted men.

INDIANAPOLIS, September 17—May-
or Joseph E. Bell on last election day
put his arm around James H. (Bud)
Gibson and later Gibson walked down
an alley with a wvoter.
