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REASSERT OPPOSITION
10 HIGH SCHOOL SITE

East Washington Citizens Hope to
Have Institution Located on
Reservation 13.

Association Discusses Need of Street
Improvements and Suggests New
Crosstown Street Railway.

Members of the Bast Washington Citi-
zens' Association have mnot abandoned
their fight against the erection of the new
Eastern High School on the site pur-
chased. They cling to the hope that they
will be able to defeat the plan of the
board of education and have the building
located on reservation 1i—the site of the
jail and other government institutions.

At a meeting of the association held
in Donohue’s Hall last night Capt. W. M.
Potter discussed the school site proposi-
tion. Attention was called to the fact
that Congress has not provided for the
closing of the streets to make the pur-
chased site available, and Capt. Potter
suggested that a fight against closing the
streets may result in the repeal of the
bill and the placing of the building where
it properly belongs—on reservation 13.

Needed Street Improvements.

Capt. Potter, who'is chairman of the
committee on streets and avenues, pre-
sented a report of the committee con-
taining the street improvments the
committee would like to have inserted
in the District budget that will be sub-
mitted to Congress at the next sesaion.
The report contained an expression of
thanks for what the Commissioners
did last year and called attention to
much needed improvements.
Particular attention is called to the
north side of Pennsylvania avenue
from 15th street to Commodore Barney
Cirele and Potomac avenue from 11tn
street to 13th street, an avenue that is
used by many persons employed in the
navy vard. It is stated in the report
that portions of the avenue are with-
out shade trees or sidewalks and are
poorly lighted. E

Other streets included in the report
are 1G6th street southeast, from Penn-
s¥lvania avenue to E street, Kentucky
avenue, from Commodore Barney Circle
to E street, 17th street from Commo-
dore Barney Circle to E street and 11th
street southeasr from G street to K
street. Attention is called to the ne-
ceasity for widening portions of 11th
street southeast and for the removal
of the granite block pavement from the
vicinity of the_ Tyler School building
and Wilson Memorial Church.
Dr. Emmons said that when heavy
trucks are passing those structures it
is necessary Lo suspend exercises. The
report was adopted.

School Without Playgrounds.

Discussing the conditions in the vicin-

ity of the Tyler building, Dr. Emmons
called attention to the fact that the
school is without a playground of any
kind. Several appeals have been made
for the purchase of ground to be used
for such purpeoses, he stated, but with-
out success, and on his motion the as-
sociation voted a request for the pur-
chase of ground to be used by the chil-
dren attending that school and for the
purchase of other tracts heretofore
recommended for playgrounds in‘_thc
southeast section.
Dr. Emmons asked the association to
adopt a resolution calling upon the offi-
cer in charge of the pullic buildings
and grounds for his aid in effecting the
removal of the tracks of the Capitanl
Traction company from the parking on
FPennsylvania avenue southeast from
2d =treet to Anacostia river.

“The roadway on each sidg of the
parking is ample for ear tracks and
all vehicular traffic,” he said, “and with
the tracks so placed and the parkway
beautified that thoroughfare would be
one of the prettiest avenues in the
world.”

Capt. Potter sald that Col. Harts, who

is in charge of the public buildings
and grounds, had suggested the possi-
bility of such a change as Dr. Emmons
asked in his resolution.
Dr. Emmons said he knew that the
chairman of one of the more important
committees of Congress has a resolu-
tion to offer at the next session of Con-
gress which will provide for the re-
moval of the car tracks and improve-
ment of the parkway.

On motion of SBamuel W. Curriden the
resolution was referred to the execu-
tive committee.

Crosstown Car Line Wanted.

Mr. Curriden, Capt. Potter and Dr.
Emmons participated in a discussion of
the question of getting a cross-town
electric car line in East Washington.
Seventeenth and 19th streets were sug-
gested, and Mr. Curriden thought 19th
street might be determined upon be-
cause of the benefit it would be to chil-
dren at the new Enstern High School.
It was suggested that the line might be
extended from 8th and F streets north-
east,

On motion of Dr. Emmons the asso-
ciation voted to ask the bourd of edu-
cation as to the probable cost of
books to be supplied pupils in the sey-
eral high schools.

“1 know of a number of children who
have been unable to attend a high
school because they were unable to
purchase books,” said Dr. Emmons,
*and if it is right to supply free hooks
to the graded schools, why is it not
right to supply them to high school
pupiia?”

Capt. Potter reported what had been
done to defeat the effort to abolish
reservation 54, “one of the few parks
in the southeast section,” he stated. He
expressed himself as being satisfled that
the park will be retained. -

John H. Adriaans suggested the advis-
ability of appointing a commitee to at-
tend the sessions of the commitee on
fiscal relations between the federal and
District governments, _Hig motion was
referred to the executive commitiee.

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DECIDES STRAW HATS
STILL MAY BE WORN

Controller of the Treasury Holds
Date for Retirement Is Only a
Constructive September 13.

For laving aside straw hats and tak-
ing to fall headgear, established by the
infrangible law of mode and custom,
the date is September 15. So holds the
controller of the treasury, W. W, War-
wick, in an official epinion. But

Contreoller Warwick finds a way to
justify the wearing of straw hats be-
yond the calendar date of September
15. For he holds that the date for re-
tirement of straw hats to the locker,
clothes press, hat box or refuse can is
only a constructive September 15 and
not necessarily a calendar September
15. Fixing the exact demarcations of
the constructive day of September 15
in this respect, he finds, is arranged by
the sun, the weather man and general
public opinion, working together in a
general concert that represents prac-

tieally the only accord between the
three factors of determination.
The problem was referred to him

from many sources, consisting of real
exquisites, would-be a-la-mode men,
near dandies, raiment economists and
individuals not financially prepared to
invest in hats and having no hold-
overs from the last spell of cold
weather. George R. Cooksey, private
secretary to Secretary McAdoo, as
mouthpiece for these inguirers into
modish proprieties, put the guestion.

Might Be a Little Partial.

Controller Warwick was himself on
the defensive in adjudicating the prob-
lem. For when the reference was
made to him the calendar day of Sep-
tember 15 was already part gone, and
his own straw hat, worn to office in
the morning, was planily in evidence
on a hook in the wall of his room in
the Treasury building. As it is a
fairly new, presentable and expengive
hat of the alleged Panama brand, Con-
troller Warwick may naturally be sus-
pected of being loth to put it by. Even
more is he under such suspicion, as
the hat becomes him.

That the controller of the Treasury
was fair and unbiased in his decision
is not in doubt. His wearing a straw
hat over the calendar limitation, as
he polnts out with convinecing foree, is
only evidence of his general views on
the subject after thorough study, made
into concrete form by his decision. The
precedent he has set, he explains, is in
due legal form, and his decision is in
nowise an attempt at justification.

Under the decision straw hats will
be worn indefinitely, as there i yvet no
accord between the sun, the weather
man and the general public as to the
exact termination of the constructive
day of September 15.

Its
theme is a contrast of the natural with
the artificial, with a demure, bright-
witted little Irish girl who belleves
her unfortunate father the best man in
the world and also the best mother
she knows, representing the natural,
and n family of bankrupted English
her only living relatives,
representing the artificial.

But one loses sight of the lesson in
the charms of Peg, whose clash with a
life she does not underatand brings to
the surface her native wit and her real
worth. She is a human little cregature
whose worldly wisdom, what she has of
it, has mnever Impaired her innocence,
but guides her aright always. It is a
simple little story, but so appealing in
the interest excited in Peg tthat one
never seems to tire of it. And that is
why “Peg o° My Heart” will never lack
an appreciative auddience.

The company presenting the little
play at the Belasco Theater thia week
meets all the requirements, because it
has an ideal Peg in Miss Florence Mar-
tin. A new one to Washington, to be
sure, but one that will not be forgotten
for the freshness of her youth, her
beauty and the charm she imparts and
that invariably belongs to Peg, no mat-
ter who may représent her.

When a Richelleu so wavering of
step and palsied of body that only a
keen flash of the eye and an inscru-
table, inward chuckle is all that is left
of the volcanic mentality of the great
¢ardinal of France faces the duelist
and his fallen foe, it is difficult to real-
ize that Mark Kent's personality is
masked beneath the scarlet robe and
cap.
