SISTER BEATRICE HERE
TOSEEMR. JUSSERAND

On Her Way to Canada to Raise
Stores of Medical Supplies for
Allied Armies,

National Figure With the Fighting
Armies as General Executive
for Medical Corps.

“Sister Beatrice,” the Florence Night-
ingale of the French battlefront and
military hospitals, has been in Wash-
ington in conference with Jules J. Jus-
serand, the French ambassador, and
went to Baltimore yesterday for an in-
terview with Cardinal Gibbons, while
the cardinal was really in Washington,
through a misunderstanding.

uSister Beatrice” Is otherwise Mrs.
Beatrice Bartlett, of the Medico-Mili-
taire Francaise. This is the French
military medical service, or Service de
Sante, and Mrs. Bartlett is the only
woman connected with it.

She arrived in New York Thursday

on the steamer Espagne from Bordeaux,
En Boute to Canada.

She is en route to a conference with
Gen. Hughes of Montreal, Canada, to
perfect arrangements for a campalgn
through the Canadian cities for the
raising of stores of medical require-
ments for the coming winter. ;

. Bartlett, or “Sister Beatrice,” as

thhe[r:houunds of French and English
and colonial soldiers know her, has the
absolute entree to every quarter of the
fight'ng zone of the entente allies, She
wears & distinctive military habit that
assures her instant recognition any-
where in the fighting lines.
This habit is composed of a purple
and white headdress, a white gown and
an enormous purple military cape. The
white of the headdress and the white
gown suggest the nurse feature of her
position.

A National Figure on Battle Front.

Since last October she has become a
national figure with the fighting ar-
mies as a rapid and effective organizer
of hospitals, hospital inspector and
general executive for the medical and
surgical end of the French armies.

Originally, with the entrance of Eng-
land into the conflict in August of last
vyear, Mrs. Bartlett jumped into the re-
lief work with the Belgian refugees:
then turned to hospital work, and
within a month was a leading organ-
jzer and reorganizer for the hospital
service in England. i
She was christened “Sister Beatrice
by the soldiers, and the name has clung
to her in such a way that it has in ef-
fect become a military designation.

Drafted Into the French Service.

Her work came to the attention of
the French medical authorities and she
was draftéd outright into the French
service. Col. Raveny, head of .the
French Service de Sante, gave her un-
bridied authority and the absolute priv-
ilege of ignoring red tape. A personal
escort was provided her, with an auto-
mobile service, and she experiences
every facility in getting about the bat-
tleflelds.

A fAutter of her military cape, with
its imposing purple, is the open sesame
to any fortified positiom In France and
England. When she left Bordeaux for
her Canadian milsslor a destroyer was
assigned to accompany the Espagne
250 miles from the port, or until Sister
Beatrice was beyond the submarine
zone.

She is known at every hospital and
makeshift hospital in France and
England, and at Limoges, France, is
the particular votary of the Senegalese,
Moors, Turcos and other French colo-
nials there.

Stirs British Laboring Classes.

She harangued the men in the indus-
trial section of England for weeks, get-
ting them to open their eyes to the
needs at the front. For instance, she
spbke to the miners from her automo-
bile, and told them that if they would
not enlist at least to help send medical
supplies for the needs at the French
hospitala. The men at firbt were hos-
tile, but finally began taking up collec-
tions for her. These she refused, and
the refusal was such a novelty to Brit-
ishers that they readily listened to her
and finally sent one of their number to
accompany Sister Beatrice on an ob-
servation trip through the French sick
and devastated zone. As a result that
community forwarded $10,000 worth of
supplies monthly for the French serv-
jce.

“What is needed and what my mis-
sion demands,” sald Sister Beatrice
yesterday, “Is medical and surgical sup-
plies, and more and more of them: ban-
dages, linen and anesthetic. Ether is
preferable by far. We have found the
chloroform so weak as a rule that we
have had necessarily to use great quan-
tities of it, and it was more or less
wasteful.

“The situation was beyond conception
last winter, though there were thou-
sands at work making and sending sup-
plies for the hospitals. It was not
merely a means of providing for 500 or
1,000 cases, but literally rgr millions.

Burgery at the Front.

L J

“Thousands of operations were per-
formed without a suggestion of an an-
esthetic. Men were operated on on the
ground where they lay for lack of con-
veyances to take them to an operating
room. At Dieppe, for instance, where
the Royal Hotel, the Metropole and
College 1|.!-lnt.el ha been turned into
hospitals, I found that more than 9,000
operations had been performed on an
operating table Improvised out of four
card tables thrown together and the
whole covered with plain table ollcloth.

“France is utterly unable to take care
of the work. Her employes are off
fighting; the factories are abandoned;
outsiders must be appealed to to supply
the manufacturing needs. woolen
shirt is beyond purchase In France,
there |8 none to be had. Bocks can be
made only in limited quantities, be-
cause of the lack of workers. This is a
tremendously serious affalr, with socks
lasting only three days for a soldier on
the march. S

“I go from here to Philadelphia Mon-
day, to pee then I must hurry

on to take up my problems with Gen.
Hughes. I am due back in Limoges by
the first boat in December. My par-
ticular mission just now is to arrange
for the campaign through Canada for
the supplies I need and to perfect an
arrangement with the French Transat-
lantique line in New York for the han-
dling of the stores from New York to
the French ports.”

Mutilated Belgians Seen.

Sister Beatrice said she herself wit-
nessed some of the mutilations on the
Belgian refugees.

“I worked at the plers, both at Bou-
logne and Folkestone, and I saw the
children with their fingers and hands
chopped off, or slashed off. Some had
their feet amputated. The mothers held
the children in theilr arms most piti-
fully. It was terrible. The mothers,
too, were disfigured; ears were cut off
entirely; pleces were chipped off; one
woman had her nose evened to her
face.

“I took personal testimony from many
of the refugees, and the horror of it Is
bevond description.

“It had a dazing influence on the Bel-
gians for a time; but a reaction devel-
oped and they are intent on retaliation.
The English and French are not so af-
fected. I am sure they will never con-
sent to reprisals of such an atrocious
nature."

CALLS AMERICAN SALOON
THE “NATIONAL DISEASE”

Rev. C. 8. Longacre Urges Auditors
to “Crush the Head” of the
Hideous Monster.

Declaring the American saloon to be
a "national disease,” Rev. C. 5. Long-
acre, secretary of the National Re-
ligious Liberty Association, in a lec-
ture on “The Rum Demon” at the gos-
pel tent, 11th and C streets southeast,
last night urged his auditors to “crush
the head of the monster.”

“It is a human parasite and produces

sulcides, homicides, fratricides, sorrow-
cides, aching-sides and burnt-out in-
sides,” said the speaker.
“The liquor traffic constitutes a great
organism made up of many composite
joints. It has the grill joint, the saloon
joint, the redlight joint, the gamblers’
joint, the white-slave joint, the thugs'
joint, the dance joint, the ecriminal
jo!nt: the murderers’ joint and the
devil's joint. The only remedy for this
national disease is a national crushing
of the head of this hideous monster.”

Nearly 1,000 persons were present. In
the course of his lecture Mr. Longacre
gave several illustrations. In one of
these two bright-faced, sturdy boys,
and a girl represented the raw ma-
terial of the saloon. The speaker used
the {llustration of four industries,
showing the raw material of each,
and its finished product. There were
the sawmill, gristmill, paper miil and
ginmill. After exhibiting the two boys
and the girl as the raw material of the
ginmill he ground them through the
mill and turned out a red-nosed, dirty,
ragged wobbling drunkard from be-
hind a curtain, with bottle in hand as
the finished product.

FUNDS FOR DESTITUTE JEWS,

Dr. Epstein Tells of Conditions Prev-
alent in Palestine.

The necessity of raising funds to
maintain the 100,000 Jewish inhabitants
of Palestine, who, on account of war-
time conditions, are on the verge of
starvation, was emphasized by Dr. B.
Epsteln of Cologne, Germany, director
of the Jewish national fund for buy-
ing land for colonization purposes In
the Holy Land, at the Sixth Street
Synagogue last evening. Dr. Epstein
made an effective appeal for the needed
money, relating how primarily these
donations were Intended for the pur-
chase of land, and dwelling on the
economic conditions which make such
gifts more than ever essential to malin-
tain the colonists already in Palestine.
That upon the Jews of the Unlted
States rests the bulk of the burden,
both in subscribing and in active work,
was pointed out by the speaker, with
the result that many donations. were
received last night. Dr. Epstein is to
address a large meeting of all the or-
ganizations connected with Zionist
work at the Ahavas Zion Club rooms,
1223 6th street northwest, tonight at
8 o'clock. Wednesday evening there is
to be a large reception and entertain-
ment in his honor.

HISTORY OF SECULAR LEAGUE.

Work of Organization Subject of Its
President, John D. Bradley.

The history of the Secular League
since its organization twenty years ago
was told to members of the society
last night by John D. Bradley, its pres-
ident. The meeting was the first of
the fall program,

The president declared that there
was a great work to be done by the
league atl the Natlonal Capital, but that
this work could not be undertaken
unless the membership and the finances
of the league were materially strength-
ened. A general discussion of ques-
tions concerning the good of the league
followed Mr. Bradley's talk.

Wanderlusters on Hike Along East-
ern Branch and the Con-
tiguous Territory.

One hundred and seventy-nine wan-
derlusters, under the leadership of
John Boyle, jr., went on a hike yester-
day along the Eastern branch and ad-
Jacent territory. The official account
of the hike follows:

“The route was the reverse of that
taken last November, with a few varla-
tions to fool those who thought they
might Know the way. It proved also
easier. The weather conditions were
similar. It was a good-natured crowd,
too, as usuyal, and besides the many old
hikers, we greeted a number of new
ones, some of whom were rather timid
as to their ability to go the entire dis-
tance, but who finizhed in fine spirita.

“Nature's Paint Brush.”

“Mother nature had just begun to use
her wonderful paint brush in toning
up the leaves, and a touch of yellow,
brown or gold told us fall was here.
The first point of interest was the pot-
tery, where the abundance of rich red
clay nearby is utilized for manufactur-
ing flower pots. Nearby we passed
through the dog cemetery.

“Coming back to the road, we passed
through woods to the Eastern branch
banks, and past an old wharf used for
loading clay, observing, too, many
proofs in the rocks and hills of a vol-
canic origin among the now peaceful
hills and valleys, For some little dis-
tance our trail lead through wild
honeysuckle, and gama or seasame
grass, washed ddown by the recent
rains, giving a touch of jungle life.

Climbing the hill from the Eastern
branch and coming as far as the rall-
way, we headed for Red Oak springs,
where a pleasant memory had im-
pressed us on the former trip, and the
water at this historic old spring tasted
just as good as before. From this
point a detour was made partly around
and over Cottage hill, emerging at the
Bladensburg road, and thence back to
the starting point at 15th and H
ktreets, just as the clock showed 6.
After leaving the woods a pretty view
of the city greets one, with the Capi-
tol, Library and Monument standing
out prominently.

Botanists in Rock Creek Park.

“In the early morning hours a hand-
ful of botanists took a jaunt in Rock
Creek Park. A specimen of the long-
tailed triton was observed. Only two
specimens heretofore have been found
In the District, it I8 sald. Among other
interesting plants found was the pine
sap, as well as a star fungus, about
three inches in length, with a small
red star at the apex.

“For Wednesday evening a stroll
along the towpath of the Chesapeake
and Ohio canal is announced, leaving
from Chaln bridge station at 7:45
o'clock. Next Sunday W. Palmer Hall
and J. Hardy will lead, starting from
the Benning station on the 15th and H
gtreet Ijne at 2:30 p.m. An earlier start
than usual is desired in order to ac-
commodate gquite a number who wish
to return early enough for the young
people’'s and evening church services.™

FUTURE OF JEWS TOPIC.

Status of the Race Following War
to Be Discussed.

The status of the Jewish people after
the war and the solution of problems
involving the future of that race are
vital topics to be considered at a con-
ference called by the American Jewish
committee In this city October 24. This
decision followed an all-day conference
held yesterday in New York by about
twenty of the Jewlsh leaders of the
United States, most of them members
of the committee referred to, and in-
cluding Dr. Cyrus Adler of Philadel-
phia, Louis D. Brandeis of Boston and
Louis Marshall of New York, the chair-
man.

It ijs announced that Jewish organi-
zations baving members numbering
135,000 have agreed to send representa-
tives here.

TALES OF CITIZENSHIP.

Minister Pays His Respects to
Grand Army Veterans.

“That religion will live that is taken
from the altar on Sunday and turned
out into the world on Monday, and that
citizen will live who resides in the
household of God and practices His
teachings in the household of man,”
declared Rev. James Shera Montgom-
ery in the course of his sermon on “The
Obligations of Citizenship,” dellvered
at the Metropolitan M. E. Church last
night.

Greek odes. It should be set to musle
Or Sung.

All life worth living Is the offspring
of imagination. In the mind-spectacle
presented our people's desires are
dressed in the colors of the spectator's
pride.

The lines on Lincoln suggest the su-
preme sacrifice, so high in Columbia’s
hearts sits her “lowliest son"—

Whom I exalted then,

My man of griefs, whose face was marred
More than the sons of men!

Trince from among the people,

Who bore thelr sneer and frown,

Who took thelr cross upon his back,
Apd wore thelr thomy crown.

You who have heard so many pulpit
prayers—just "words, words, words'"—
without thought, are specially called
to - the twenty-four lines of the
“Prayer,” beginning:

0 Thou whose equal purpose runs

In drops of rain or streams of suns,

And with a soft compulsion rolls

The green earth on her snowy poles;

© Thon who keepest in Thy ken

The times of flowers, the dooms of men,
Stretch out a mighty wing above—

Be tender to the land we love!

STRUCK BY CAR; DIES.

Blood Poisoning Results From In-
juries to J. Shafer Bremerman.
