The enthusiasm of a large audience
at the Belasco Theater last evening
and its spontaneous and long continued
applause of thé leading singers that
followed the big numbers of “Rigolet-
to,” the opera with which the San
Carlo Grand Opera Company opened Its
season here, are worth more as a gulde
to the real merits of the performance
than individual -opinion. Washington
has not been overfavored in recent
yvears with the best there is in grand
opera, and this fact helped no doubt to
stimulate appreciation of the San Carlo
company. It was a pronounced en-
courngement to the enterprise that has
organized and brought to the National
Capital a grand opera aggregation
which possesses artists of the highest
caliber, even though some of them are
strangers to the ,world that relies on
the press agents for its musical infor-
mation.

The “Rigoletto” of Millo Picco in last
night's performance was an artistle
masterpiece, vocally and dramatically.
The rich, resonant and melodious voice
of the singer was a delight and hils per-
formance throughout lifted the offer-

‘ing of the evening Into the realm of

genuine merit. The role of Gilda
seemed a bit heavy for Maria Fara,
who nevertheless in the famous gquar-
tet and other gems of the opera gave
her best effort and ability to a satis-
factory result. Emanuel Salazar, ‘the
tenor, in the role of the Duke of Man-
tova, displayed a voice of wide range
and power and his stage presence con-
tributed materially to his impersona-
tion. The beauty of Pietro De Biasi's
splendid bass voice was plainly dis-
cernible even in the limited oportuni-
ties of his role of Sparafucile, and
Stella Tle Mette, as Maddalena, was
quite acceptable and contributed to the
effective work of the quartet. The
chorus is an aggregation of excellently
trained volces which contributed much
to the performance.

The opera was well staged, the scen-
ery especially being a great improve-
ment upon that usually carried by or-
ganizations contemplating frequent
change of program.

The company has a tower of strength
in Chevalier Fulgenzio Guerrieri, its
musical director, and its fine orchestral
aggregation, whose perfect control
nevertheless did not deprive the sing-
ers of masterful support, thus con-
tributing a most important element to
a successful performance.

Tonight “Carmen’” will be sung, with
Pauline Donalda, the French Canadian
prima donna, in the title role.

New National.

The dramatizated imagination of Jacques
Futrelle provided four acts of enliven-
ing entertalnment at the New National
last night. Lee Morrison has empha-
sized every thrill of the excitingly un-
authentic story which the novelist
wrote shortly before his death, and
in its portrayal of crime set to laugh-
ter each member of the cast consti-
tuted an important factor in a refresh-
ingly well balanced whole,

“My Lady's Garter"—otherwise the
jeweled strap lost by the Duchess of
Salisbury while dancing with royalty,
and which inspired Edward III to
originate history's most chivalrous or-
der and an epigram which has outlived
him by six centuries—is stolen from
the British Museum and sold in New
York. It is bought by a millionaire
addicted to curios, who later on scru-
ples his share in the theft, and to save
himself from the odium of any connec-
tion with the crime leaves the jeweled
relic in a vacant house and notifies the
police.

Before the law can lay hands cn the
garter it is stolen again by "The
Hawk,” a gentleman crook, who could
claim a certain Hterary kinship with
one Raffles. This melodramatic upset
of Millionaire Hamilton's virtuous
plan starts a succession of complica-
tlons which Involve three detectives,
one talented villain, a hero who begins
operations by saving the millionaire's
daughter from drowning from a sea
outside the windows of a coast bunga-
low; an elopement, spolled by a bur-
glarious flash light; a poet rich enough
to have his inflictions printed; two
glowing and fading sunsets, an outside
pistol shot and one loudly reliable
bomb. While this Intermixing of mys-
teries is making business for the de-
tectives, my lady's garter, surprisingly
fresh for its age, flashes in and out of
closets, boxes and slde pockets and,
when its troubles are at last over, sub-
sides placidly on a table, so that the
curtain may fall on two pairs of lovers
united against a background of sea
which obviously needed irrigation, see-
Ing that the rescuer and victlm of the
drowning episode came out of it as
dry as the traditional bone.

Wallage Worsley arm *“The Hawk"
apothedsized stealing into a fine art.
Robert Dempster, nonchalant of repar-
tee, courageous with the assurance of
a good cause and concealed weapons,
and a Romeo for love making, looked
and acted the hero at every tangle's
turn. Minna Gombel, bhuoyant In mo-
tion as so much quicksilver, personated
the self-willed daughter of Millionaire
Hamilton with a naturalness that
rather made one resent the ease with
which she was off with the old love
and on with the new. Also she and
Elsle Giynn were girlishly pretty.

The third degreeish detective, his al-
most silent partner, whose mission
seemed to poke into corners for clues,
and the third of the trio, were well
personated by Paul Everton, Robert
Rogers and Cecll Owen, and Louis Kim-
ball was suitably vapld as 5. Keats
Gaunt.

Poli’s.

A qulet comedy, neither too calm nor
too comical, is “An American Citizen,”
at Poli's this week. There I8 a re-
freshing something about the whole
affair which recommends it to those
tired of problem plays, sex plays and
those other dramatic efforts which rile
the “tired business man" instead of
soothing him. Perhaps the reason for
“An American Citizen” being calm is
because It was written many years
ago, before the average spectator
wanted the problems of the universe
solved for him from § to 11 p.n. “An
American Cltizen’s"” serenity makes itz
preople none the less human; indeed,
the people presented In the play come
pretty near to being “folks” the kind
the spectator is, and, according to no
less an authority than Shakespeare, the
theater can achieve no greater triumph
than this,

The play deals with a young Ameri-
can who has to meet the eccentric
terms of his English uncle, whereby
he must renounce his Amerlcan citi-
zenship and marry an English girl to
inherit the money. A “marriage of
convenlence'” [s fixed up, he renounces
his citizenship (but wears the BStars
and Stripes over his heart), and then
proceeds to fall in love with his wife.

To Miss Florence Rlittenhouse, as
Beatrice Carew, go the honors of the
performance. Her beauty, charm of
manner and natural reserve find in the
spirited English girl a congenial char-
acter. J. Hammond Dailey, as Simms,
a valet, furnishes the other outstand-
ing performance of the play. His sol-
emn funniness is “killing,” old chap,
while never overdrawn. The other
characters of the comedy are well
handled—aA. H. Van Buren as Carew,
Mark Kent as Peter Barbury, Raymond
Wallburn as Egerton Brown (the vil-
lain, curse him!), Miss Peggy Cameron
as Georgia Chapin, Miss Blanche Fred-
erieli as Carola Chapin, John M. Kliine
and Miss Eleanore Newton as Sir and
Lady Bunn, Miss Imogene Taylor as
Annette, a maid, and the others ade-
quately fill their parts.

Grand Opera in Chicago,
Special TMspatch to The Star.

CHICAGO, October 5.—Grand opera in
America touched a new high water mark
here last night, when Auber's “lLa Muta
di Portici" (“The Dumb Girl of Portici'’)
was performed by the Boston Grand Op-
era Company and the Pavlowa Hallet
Russge before a large, fashionable and en-
thusiastic audlence in the Auditorium
Theater.

Apart from the distinction attending the
Chicago premiere of this mimo-dramatic
grand opern, the occasion =signaled the
first appearance together of these two
notable organizations that have bheen
comhined to give the highest form of
serious opera and ballet to a number of
American cities, of which Washington
is one.
