NATIONAL LEAGUE PARK,
Philadelphia, October 9—Presi-
dent Wilson and his fiancee, Mrs.
Norman Galt, loocked on while
the Philadelphia Nationals and
the Boston Americans came to
grips today, at the second battle
of the world base ball series before
some 20,000 spectators. The
weather was clear and cool.
With one battle flag captured, the
National Leaguers pressed on the
second line of trenches to make
it two straight games in this base
ball warfare, while Manager Cat-
rigan, leading the Boston Red
Sox, started a counter offensive
to even up the series before the
second phase of the campaign was
commenced in Boston next Mon-
day.

Thousands Arrive Early.

Thousands came early to the ball vard
and by noon the best seats were filled
and the crowd still coming and press-
ing for admission. The reserved
stands filled slowly, though hundreds
came long before game time to Bee
President Wilson and his party on
their arrival. The presidential box
near the Boston players' bench off
third base glowed with red, white and
blue bunting and small American
flags.

The playing fleld was in fine shape
for fast play, a brisk wind during the
night having fanned most of the
dampness from the ground, while a
warm sun this morning helped in the
drying-out process,

The home players had a brief morning
practice and found the inner and outer
gardens to their liking.

Bix Pitchers in Readiness.
“We'll be In there today with some real
hitting,” said Capt. Luderus, the FPhila-

REQUREDBY 1531

Supt. Garland Urges Imme-
diate Steps to Provide
for Future.

: AR
LARGE WASTAGE AVERTED
THROUGH STOPPING LEAKS

Installation of Meters and Sugges-
tions to Consumers Also Con-
serve Supply.

That the District of Columbia will be
in meed of an additional water supply
by not later than 1930 is the prediction
of John 8. Garland, superintendent of
the District water department, in his
annual report submitted to the Com-
missioners today.

By that timk Washington's popula-
tion will be 500,000 and the capacity of
the present conduit will have been
reached, he estimates. The report em-
phasizes the importance of immediate
steps being taken to insure against a
vater famine in the next few years.

Huge Wastage Stopped.

One of the striking features of the
report is the statement that during
the past fiscal year the pitometer divi-
gion of the department located and
sopped underground leakage amounting
to 1,828 800 gallons a day. By eliminat-
ing waste of water in mechanical proc-
esses conducted by several federal in-
stitutions the department also Ilast
year made possible a sawing of about
600,000 gallons of water datly.
Extensive installation of meters, sys-
tematic underground surveys for the
detection of leaks and wastes, careful
inspection of services and suggestions
to large consumers as to how they
may economize in the use of water is
bringing the department each year
nearer to a per capita consumption of
130 gallons per day, it is stated. *This
is regarded as an ample rate of con-
sumption.

Mains Laid During Year.

During the past fiscal year the de-
partment laid 60,023 feet or 11.4 miles
of mains at a total cost of $102,222.04.
This brings the total length of mains
in the distribution system up to 3,172.-
453 feet or 600.8 miles. During the year
6.273 water meters were installed at a cost
of $71,950.93, bringing the total num-
ber of meters in use June 30, last, up
to 48,411. Of the 68,365 services now in
use all are metered except 19,954,

“By far the most important job of

water maln econstruction work ac-
complished during the year,”” states
the report, “was the laying of 1,936
feet of thirty-six-inch trunk main on
line to Brightwood reservoir in 16th
street and Meridian street northwest.
This work was done by a force of nine-
ty-five men in forty-five days and in-
volved the recovery of 1,603 feet of
thirty-six-inch pipe lald on old dlag-
onal line in 14th street road. While
this work was in progress it was nec-
essary to supply the second high serv-
ice for a period of eleven days by
direct pumpage.
“At Brightwood reservoir a most un-
usual situation developed while the
south basin was empty for cleaning.
Some of the cement floor slabs were ob-
served lifted out of place by the leak-
age of water from the north basin be-
neath the division wall. The eighteen-
inch open terra-cotta drain constructed
under the division wall to intercept and
carry off all leakage was found to be
entirely useless due to accumulation of
deposit from the cement walls, thus
causing the pressure under the floor of
the empty basin.

Takes Care of Leakage.

“A new cast-iron twenty-inch open-
joint drain was laid along the south
edge of the division wall with a suffi-
cient grade to carry off all leakage,
and a curtain wall was constructed
where necessary beneath the edges of
the division wall. Sixteen new floor
slabs, sixteen feet by sixteen feet by
one foot thick, were laid to repair the
floor of the =outh basin. Concrete
plugs Were placed at corners of old
slabs wherever leaks were observed,
and all joints were fillled with water-
proofing compound, Including expan-
sion Jjoints at division walls, While

for Boston."

This
ghows that during the year 50,054 ex-
aminations for leaks were made; that
509 abandoned water services were dis-
connected at the tap in the main and
that the water supply. was cut off from
4,543 houses during the perlod of va-
cancy, which has resulted in the sav-
ing of a eonsiderable amount of water.
During the year 1,573 new service con-
nections and 979 repairs were made.

U'ntil the end of the year
the ships will be engaging In steaming
trinls and target practice, and will be
docked at favorable opportunities.

DEMOCRATIC POLICIES
TOTAL FAILURE, HE SAYS

Expresses Belief That President’s
Success in Keeping Out of War
Will Not Save Party.

Representgtive Willlam A. Roden-
berg of Illinols has arrived in town
for the coming session of Congress.
Mr. Rodenberg, after serving five terma
in the House, was defeated in 1912 by
the defection of bull moose votes, but
was elected in 1914 to the Sixty-fourth
Congress. He thinks the republicans
are in for a big victory in 1916.

“It is no secret that the domestic
policies of -the administration have
been a total failure, and it is very ap-
parent that the democratic party lead-
ers are striving to divert the public
mind from the real issues that will
confront them In the next campaign,”
sald Mr. Rodenberg today.

“An attempt is being made to place &
halo of glory around the brow of the
President for keeping us out of the
European conflict. This will fail
While we are willing to give proper
credit to the President for his efforta
to preserve neutrality, he deservea no
such reward as a re-election, when he
and his party are responsible for hard
times for the working man, the mer-
chant and the manufacturer.

Conditions Not Satisfactory.

“Internal conditions In the middle
west are far from satisfactory, with
the single excaption of the industries
that are directly concerned in the man-
ufactures of munitions of war. Busi-
ness is demoralized'and a feeling of
uncertainty and Insecurity prevails
among the manufactulers, Thers Is
less employment for the laboring man,
and the poorer the people the harder
the road they have had to travel under
the present administration.

*These men who have been hurt—whose
families have had to suffer through the
collapse of the democratic promise of
more labor, higher wages and a reduced
cost of living—are the majority of voters
in the country. They are intelligent and
will not be fooled by the situation that
has arisen out of the European war., No
effort is being made to minimize the
efforts of the President to steer an hon-
orable course for the nation in dealing
with the European situation, but the
President is simply carrying out the al-
most unanimous demand of the Amer-
ican people that we Kep out amd hands
off. 1 dare say there Is only a small
part of 1 per cent of the population that
has the slightest desire that we enter
the conflict.

“Certainly it is an easy matter for]
the Pfesident to do what the American
people want.

Policy Toward Mexico.

“But in measuring up the achieve-
menta of the administration in its dip-
lomatic handling of the European sit-
uation we must parallel it with the
Mexican eituation. In dealing with
Mexico the policies of the administra-
tion are universally condemned in the
middle west. It is to be hoped that the
latest policy—for the administration
has been most acrobatic in changing Ita
attitude—will bring peace to our sister
of the south. -

It seems to me that the diplomacy
that has been followed in dealing with
Mexico the last three years has been
patterned after the antics of the Mexi-
can tumbling bean.

“The American people have discov-
ered one thing that is patent to all
thinking people—that is that the dem-
gcratic party has not the capacity for
constructive legislatlon. The sesalon
of Congresa that is about to convene
will have to do lots of tinkering to
correct the evila of legislation of the
past two years. For instance, the dem-
ocrats will have to about face and take
sugar off the free list. They need the
revenue. Since sugar, at the request
of the refiners, was reduced in duty
and scheduled to go on the free list
early next year the price to the con-
pumer has gone up. Now the demo-
crats will do away with the free sugar
law because the government needs the
fiftty millions revenue that this duty
provides.

Bond Issue Probable.

“When they make this patch to the
hull of the ship of atate they wlill have
to turn their attention to other mat-
ters. They will most assuredly soak
the people with a continuation of the
swar tax or else go in for a bond

188UE,

“A hond Issue iz a sure slgn of the
decay of an administration when that
bond issue i necessary to run the cur-
rent expenses of the government. An-
other patch that will have to be made
to the ship has to do with the recent
laws regulating our merchant marine.
These laws regulate so well that they
have or will practically regulate our
little merchant marine out of exist-
ence,

“The Underwood tariff act proyided a 5
per cent rebate on all dutiable goods
that came into this country in Ameri-
can-owned ships. This law iz a dead
letter. It has developed that we have
treaties of commerce with practically
all of the big nations of the world that
provide thalhlheir ships entering Amer-
ican ports shall receive the same treat-
ment as ships of American registry.
The forelgn ships have made claim for
the same rebate. The amount involved
is something like $15,000,000. The Court
of Customs Appeals has held that the
rebates go to the foreign as well as the
American-owned ships. The govern-
ment, which has refused to pay the b
per cent to even American ship own-
ers, has appealed the case and [t is
now awaiting final decision in the Su-
preme Court. This law proved Ineffec-
tive and it will have to be wiped out
in order to save many millions more
than the $16,000,000 now In controversy.

Collapse of Policies Cited.

wrhere has been a complete collapse
of the domestic policies of the democratic
administration. Not a single promise has
been redeemed. First, the cost of living
has been increased instead of decreased.
Second, there is less employment for labor
than at any time in our history. Third,
businesg ge y has been worse than
at any time since we last had a demo-
cratic President. The coming elections
for President wil be fought out on these
domestic lines. The result is apparent
to any one who will consider carefully
the situation {

BULGARS PROTEST
SALONIKI LANDING
INSTRONG TERMS

Representations Made to
Greece While Ultimatum to
Nish Is Believed Near.

TEUTONIC ADVANCE
REPORTED CHECKED

Serbs Claim Infliction of Enormous
Losses on the Forces of
Invaders.

FIRM WITH KING CONSTANTINE

British Minister Plainly Tefils Ruler
That Entente Expedition Will
Continue Over Gre-
cian Soil.

LONDON, October 9.—Strong
representations are said by the
Central News to have been made
by Bulgaria to Greece against the
landing of French and Britisn
troops at Saloniki.

Petrograd reports say it is
learned on good authority that
Bulgara will send Serbia an ulti-
matum demanding the cession of
Macedonia as a preliminary to a
declaration of war.

Bulgaria is reported to be pre-
paring a flank attack on Serbia,
carried out in conjunction with
the Austro-German invason. She
ts concentrating cavalry, supported
by heavy artillery under German
cammand, in the direction of
Koestedil, southwest of Sofia,

~ Advance Guard Suffers.

The advance guard of the Austro-
Germans who crossed the Danube at
Belgrade hag been partly destroyed
|and partly captured, and those who en-
'tered Serbian territory across the Save
have met with enormous losses, ac-
cording to an official dispatch received
by the SBerbian legation from Niah.

The dispatch says:

“On the northern frontier the enemy
has crossed the Save at Yarak, the Isle
of Progarska, at Zabrez, opposite Os-
trusnitza, and at the great Isle of Ci-
ganlia, and on the Danube-at the Bel-
grade fortress, at the quay and at Ram.

“The advance guard which crossed at
the Belgrade fortresse has been partly
destroyed and partly ecaptured.

Enormous Losses Reported.

“At Yarak, Zabrez and the Isle of
Progarska, after several fierce attacks
the enemy has been pinned to the
very brink of the river with enormous
losses. At the other crossing points
the struggie continues.

“At Belgrade two officers and over
100 smoldiers were captured, of whom
eighteen were from the 204th Infantry
Regiment’ of the 43d German Division.
Among the captured were also soldiers
of a Prussian brigade belonging to the
15th Army Corps, which came here from
the Italian front.”

Allies Will Land 70,000.

The ministers of the entente powers
have notified the Greek government
that for the present the entente allies
intend to land an expeditionary force
of slightly over 70,000 men. It is stated
that Austrian agents are watching the
landing carefully and claim to know
the exact composition of the force.

King Constantine of Greece was told
plainly by PBritish Minister Elliott dur-
ing the audience granted him Thursday
that Great Britain and France were de-
termined to push through the military
expedition now being landed at Salen-
iki. The Athens correspondent of the
Glornale D'Italia says the views of the
quadruple entente governments were
explained to the Greek ruler In ve
energetic terms by the British diplo-
mat.

The official news agency in Athens
has announced that there was no foun-
dation for rumors circulated in some
quarters that the new Greek cabinet
intended to protest against the land-
ing of allied troops on Greek soil.

Bulgar Forces Moved.

A dispatch to the Dally Mail from
Saloniki says: “Thirty-two thousand
allled troops have landed up to Thurs-
day evening and the landing contin-
ues. The Bulgarian forces on the Greek
frontier have been ordered to move
to the Serbian frontier. The Bulgarian
desertions, it is sald, have reached a
tota) o. 4,000."

Only today have the English news-
papers been permitted to announce that
Brig. Gen. A. B. Hamilton is in eom-
mand of the British forces which have
been landed at Saloniki.
