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WAR OFFICIALLY REPORTED

BELGIAN STATEMENT.

PARIS, October 18:

The night and morning wera calm.
This afternocon a feeble cannonade on
both sides occurred to the south of
Nieuport, in the neighborhood of
Dixmude and near Steenstraste.
There was no infantry action.

FRENCH STATEMENT.

PARIS, October 16:

In Artois we completely repulsed a new
German attack in *Le Bois En
Hache,” and on the slope west of the
valley of La Souches.

The fighting from trench to trench,
supported by cannonading on both
sides, has continued to the south of
the Somme, in the region of Lihons
and Quesnoy En Santerre.

The enemy renewed his bombardment
of the regions behind our Champagne
front, employing shells causing irri-
tation of the eyes. Our artillery re-
plied against the enemy batteries
and trenches.

A struggle with bombs and grénades
has occurred in the Argonne, to the
north of Houyette, as well as at
Vauqols.

In the Veosges a vigorous counter at-
tack has enabled us to recapture all

* gur positions on the summit of Hart-
manns-Weilerkopf, and to take In
addition & small fort previously oc-

cupied by the enemy. We took about
100 prison- -s.

A group of aeroplanes today bombard-
ed the Sablons station at Metz. A
numhber of explosions were observed
to have taken place around the sta-
tion and a moving traln, which was
compelled to stop. A switching post
was blown up.

GERMAN STATEMENT.

BERLIN, October 16:

Eastern theater of war: Army group
of Field Marshal von Hindenburg: A
Russian attack west of Dvinsk failed.
Northeast of Wessolowe two attacks
were suppressed at the outset by our
artillery fire. In this region, during
the afternoon and night, renewed
attacks were beaten off. We took one
officer and 444 men prisoners and
captured a machine gun. Also north-
east and south of Smorgon the Rus-
sians repeatedly attacked, but were
everywhere repulsed.

Army groups of Prince Leopold and
Gen. von Linsingen: There Is nothing
to report.

Western theater of war: An enemy at-
tack against a position northeast of
Vermelles was repulsed.

In the Champagne, after clearing the
French out of Place d'Armes, east of
Auberive, after an unsuccessful
counter attack had heen made by the
enemy, there remained a total of
eleven officers, 600 men, three ma-
chine guns and one mine thrower in
the hands of the Saxons.

Small local attacks against our posl-
tion northwest of Souain and north
of Le Mesnil, where the enemy used a
plentiful supply of gas grenades,
failed.

A French attempt to retake positions
south of Leintrey failed. These posi-
tions were wrested from them the
Sth instant, and theyv had officially
reported their recapture as having
taken place at 4 p.m. the 10th. They
were repulsed with severe loss, and
three officers and forty men were
taken prisoner.

An attack made with the object of im-
proving our positions on Hartmanns-
Weilerkopf was quite successful. The
enemy suffered severe losses, besides
losing five officers and 225 men as our
prisoners. He also lost a revolver
cannon. six machine guns and three
mine throwers.

Enemy attacks on Schratzrmannels were
folled.

Balkan theater: The army group Of
Field Marshal von Mackensen I8
further progressing. We stormed
Vranova mountain, south of Semen-
dria; aiso Berg mountain, east of
Pozarevac, and the village of Bmol-
jiano, east of Fozarevac.

After fighting, Bulgaraln troops forced
passes over the frontier range of hilla
at saveral points between Negotin
and Strumika. The eastern forts at
Zajecar have been taken,

AUSTRIAN STATEMENT.

VIENNA, October 16, via London, Oc-
tober 17, 2:54 n.m.:

Austro-Hungarian troops, pursuing the'
Serbians southeast of Belgrade, have
reached the Avala fortifications and
captured strongly Intrenched posi-
tions south of Vinca. The Bulgarians
have forced the frontler mountains
at several points between Negotin
and Stroumitza and have captured
the eastern forts of Zajecar.

Austro-Hungarian troops fighting in
the region of the lower Styr threw
the enemy twenty kilometers (about
twelve and one-half miles) north of
Rafalowka from several stubborn-
1y defended positions, and repulsed
2 counter attack. QOtherwise there
were no events in the northeastern
war theater.

Italian front: An Itallan attack was
repulsed on the nprthern slopes of
Monte Altissimo, southeast of Riva,
in the Tyrol. In the Dolomites the
enemy's artillery yesterday kept the
region of Corte and Monteplano un-
der a lively fire.

In the coastal district some sections
of the Doberdo plateau were shelled
by the Italian heavy artillery. There
were no infantry engagements.

RUSSIAN STATEMENT.

PETROGRAD, October 168, vin London,
October 17, 1:42 a.m.:

On the western front, in the district of
Kalutzen, south of Shlok, there has
been an artillery dyel. West of Grun-
dyald, east of Mitau, the Germans,
after a nocturnal cannonade, crossed
the River Ekau Thursday night, but
a counter attack drove them back
across the river. A somewhat violent
artillery action was fought in the
reglion west of the farm of Mishof,
on the rallway southeast of Riga.
German attempts to cross to the left

bank of the Missa, southwest of
Mishof, were repulsed by our artil-
lery and rifie fire. An enemy aero-
plane again threw bombs on the rail-
way station at Romershof, north of
Friedrichstadt.

The Germans in the Dvinsk region de-
livered several attacks along the Il-
loukst road and south of Lake Me-
dim. All the attacks were repulsed.
In a desperate fight vesterday be-
tween Lakes Demmen and Dreswiaty
our troops captured the farm of
Gateri and took prisoners and ma-
chine guns. Good reports have been
received regarding the ememy’s very
heavy losses in the recent fighting
on the Dvinsk front and In the re-
gion of Lakes Demmen, Dreswiaty
and Boghne.

South of the Dvinsk region, and as
far as Pripet, the position remains
stationary. . 1

A Zeppelin Thursday night threw Af-
teen bombs on Minsk. Our artillery
immediately drove the Zeppelin off.

Near the village of Novo Selki, on the
Styr above Czartorysk, the enemy,
aftér artillery preparations, took the
offensive. At first he pressed our
troops back a little, but shortly aft-
erward was dislodged and forced to
return to his starting point.

ANOTHER DRY SUNDAY
PROMISED IN CHICAGO

Suburban Saloons Make - Extra
?_ropurntions to Care for Antici-
7% - pated Crowds.

THICAGO, October 16.—'ndications
tonight were--that Chicago would be as
“dry” tomorrow as it was last Sunday,
when Mayor Thompson's saloon clos-
ing order went into effect. Chlef of
Police Healey said the police activities
would be restricted to reporting viola-
tions of the order for later action. Re-
form leaders made preparations for
wvigilant watch, not only in the city,
but on saloon fnen in the county towns
outside the city limits.

These latter were warned that prose-
cution would follow should they keep
their places open. The notice was sent
by Arthur B. McCord, head of the Citl-
zens' League.

Telegraphic communication with the
principal places outside the city result-
ed in the information that only the
town of Niles would heed the warning.
President Max said that he had glven
the nine dramshop keepers in his vil-
lage strict orders to close, and had in-
structed constables to see that they re-
mained closed. =

Cicero, Forest Park, Blue Island and
others of the larger places reported
that extra preparations had been made
for accommodating the crowds expected
from here Sunday.

NO TOCWERS NECESSARY.

Short Wire Projected Along Ground
for Wireless ‘Messages.

SAN FRANCISCO, October 18—A
wireless telegraph invention eliminat-
ing the present towering steel struc-
tures for sending and recelving by sim-
ply projecting a short wire along the
ground was announced here today by
R. B. Woolverton, United States radio
inspector. In collaboration with Pal-
mer B, Hewl]itt of Hollister, Cal, Mr.
Woolverton has been experimenting
for months with the new apparatus.

Its discoverers assert that the new
method had proved eminently success-
ful in recelving messages from Hono-
Julu, Sayville and Arlington, Va. Free-
dom from static conditions had been
achieved in the reception of messages,

but lesser success has been attained in
transmitting messages,

BOSTON SUFFRAGISTS PARADE.

Sixteen Thousand Advocates of
Amendment Celebrate in City.
BOSTON, October 16.—A so-called

“victory” parade of 16,000 advocates of
the woman s#uffrage amendment to be
voted on in the November election in
this state was held in the business sec-
tion today. The suffragists, Including
both men andd women, were reviewed by
Gov. Walsh and Mayor Curley.

Among the thousands of spectators
were many wearing red roses, the
badge of the anti-suffragists, but &’o

other counter demonstration of a
consequeénce was attempted. As the
head of the procession reached the

statehouse a letter from Miss Helen
Keller thanking Gov, Walsh for his In-

terest in “the cause” was handed to
him,
Ton!ght there was a mass meeting,

while on various street corners suffrage
leaders addressed the crowds.

PEACE CONFERENCE GOES ON.

Demands of Arizona Strikers to Be

Given Consideration This Week.

EL PASO, Tex., October 16.—The Ari-
zona strike peace conference adjourn-
ed after a brief preliminary session, to
reconvene Monday. It was agreed that
next week the demands of the strikers
shall be taken separately.

FREDERICK, Md., October 16.—Pat-
rick Higgins, sighty-four years old, a
native of Ireland and probably the last
survivor of those who were connected with
the John Brown rald at Harpers Ferry,
W. Va, diéd last night at Sandy Hook,
Md. Higgins, who was a government
watchman at the time, was captured by
the ralders, but escaped in the darkness
amid a shower of bullets. He served in
the civil war, and afterward was employed

as a ral laborer for man

HELD IN EXPLOSION MYSTERY.

Chief Electrician of Aetna Company
and Assistant Arrested.

KANE, Pa., October 16 —Louis Subla-
klew, chief electrician, and A. Fronhotz,
assistant chief electriclan at the plant
of the Aetna 'Explosive Company at
Emporium, Pa., were arrested last night
at Emporium and taken to the jail at
Ridgway. The men were arrested fol-
lowing an investigation of the recent
explosion at the plant, which resulted
in the deaths of five employes and the
serious injury of one. They will be
given a hearing Monday. The explosion

of 285,000 pounds of smokelens powder,
which was ready for shipment to the
allies, is now thought to have been
causaed by electricity.

EUROPE'S WAR CREATED

Business and Financial Questions Be-
fore U. S. Commerce Chamber
at Coming Meeting.

At the fourth annual meeting of the
Chamber of Commerce of the United
States, to be held In thils city February
8, 9 and 10, it Is expected that much
consideration will be given to business
and finanelal conditions created by the
European war. The largest attendance
of any annual meeting of the body is
expected at the meeting in February,
whiech, it is predicted, 1a to be the most
important ever held since the forma-
tion of thg Chamber of Commerce of
the United States.

Unable to Forecast Changes.

Business men all over the country, it
Is sald, find it next to Impaossible to
forecast from month to month—acarce-
ly even from day to day—the changes
which affect business. Under those
circumstances, Secretary Goodwim of
the natlonal chamber believes every
business man in the country who la
able to do so will want to attend this
great convention, if only for the rea-
son that Congress, which has so much
important business legislation ahead of
it, will then be in session.

John H. Fahey of Boston, president of
the organization, will preside. Every
commercial body affiliated with the
Chamber of Commerce of the United
Btates—and there are now nearly 700 of
them, representing not only every state
in the Union, but Alaska, FPorto Rlco,
Hawali and the Philippines—is urged
in connection with the meeting to pro-
vide for the attendance not only of &
full number of the delegates to which
it i1s entitled, hut of a like number of
alternates as well.

Foreign Delegates Expected.

There will be representatives present
from the Amenican Chamber of Com-
merce in Paris, Rome, Milan, and even
as far away as Constantinople. Al-
ready extensive plans are under way to
make the conventlon memorable and
there are early Indications of a strong

program.
As usual, the national council will as-
semble a day in advance, which falls

this year on Monday afternocon, Febru-
ary 1. J .

STRIKE 18 SETTLED.

Department of Labor Conciliators
Bring Employers and Men Together.

TORRINGTON, Conn., October 16.—
Differences between the Hendey Ma-
chine Company and Its employes have
been settled and the men will return
to their work Monday. The settlement
was brought about througf two concll-
jators from the Department of Labor,
(ifton Reeves of Trenton, N. J., and
James A. Smyth of Renovo, Pa. The
basis of settlement is a fifty-four-hour
week, 15 per cent Increase in the hour-

ly wage rate and time and a half for
overtime.

The strike began six wesks ago and
the factory, which manufactures ma-
chinery, has been Idle for that entire
period.

FEDERATION WOULD
EXTEND EFFIGIENCY

Central Organization of Citi-
zens’ Associations to Vote on
New Constitution.

BODY HOPES TO BECOME
MORE REPRESENTATIVE

Frequent Meetings in Winter Months
to Keep Congress Advised of
Wishes of Citizens.

With the object of increasing the ef-
flolency of the Federation of Citizens’
Associations as a clearing house for
the activitles of Washington's clvie
bodies, Edward F. Colladay, president
of the federation, at a special meeting
of that organization last night, in the
Chamber of Commerce, gave notice of
radieal amendments to the constitution
which he will propose at the November
session.

Because the foederation has been critli-
cised as not being truly representative
of the individual associations affiliated
with it, Presldent Colladay has worked
out a plan deslgned to reduce the ex-
preesion of Individual opinion in the
organization and to gauge its actions
more largely through votes cast in ac-
cordance with instructions from the

various associations.

His amendments will provide for two
meetings a month instead of one dur-
ing the months of January, February,
March and April, at which tim: Con-
greas usually is busiest and things are
apt to happen over night that require
immediate action if the citizens of the
capital are to express any opinion con-
cerning them. One of the recognized
shortcomings of the federation has bean
the fact that its meetings were 80 far
apart many important matters affect-
ing the District would be disposed of
before it could register an opinion or
take a hand in influencing the result.

Members to Be Informed.

In addition, the Colladay plan provides
that every resolution passed by an in-
dividual association and forwarded to the
federation shall be immediately referred
by the president to the proper standing
committee, and that coples of the resolu-
tion also shall be sent ot each delegate
and alternate, and each on hav-
ing membership in the affiliated body.
This will make it possible for the dele-
gates to attend the meetings, with a
knowledge of what is to be voted upon
and with instructions from his association
as to how he shall vote.

There im believed to be every likeli-
hood of the Colladay amendments be-
ing adopted, but they will not be voted
upon until December. In the event of
their adoption, the federation probably
will Inaugurate an active campalgn for
increasing its membership, as it is
thought that the proposed changes will
remove objections that have served to
keep a number of associations from
joining the central organizations.

Engineer Commissioner Kutz, in ad-
dresses before the federation and other
civic societies, has urged that this body
become the mouthpiece of the individ-
ual assoclations, and the Colladay
amendments are regarded as the be-
ginning of an effort to increase its use-
fulness to a degree unprecedented in ita
history.

Will Vote on Prohibition,

Delegates from more than a dozen as-
soclations attended last night's meet-
ing, to dispose of a considerable amount
of unfinished business left over from
last spring.

The gquestion of declaring for or
against prohlbition of the liquor traffic
in the District, a question which has
been before the federation for about a
year, wWas brought up, and a llvely
argument ensued as to why it had not
been disposed of sooner. W. H. Rich-
ardson, delegate from the Benning as-
sociation, took his colleagues to task
for having falled to obtain instructions
from their associations as to how to
vote on this question, declaring that
action had been purposely delayed. The
result of the discussion was a decision
to take a vote on the matter at the De-
cember meeting, prior to which time
the delegates will get a line on the
prohibition sentiment in their respect-
1_71 organizations.

NEW YORK, October 16.—The National

ATTACKS SYSTEM
OF HALF ANDHALF

Herbert J. Browne Says Dis-
trict Should Be Denied Aid of
Federal Government.

ALLEGES THE ASSESSOR
DEFIES “INTENT OF LAW”

Declares Local Land Values Total
$500,000,000, and Should Be As-
sessed at That Amount.

Demanding the repeal of the half
and-half principle of appropriating for
the Distriet of Columbia and assert
Ing that a "properly adjusted tax rate
and assessment” will meet the require
menta of a liberal budget without re
course to the federal government for
a dollar {in aid, Herbert J. Browne has
filed a brief, stating his views, with
the joint select committes of Congreas
which will begin hearings on the fis-
cal relations between the District and
the federal government Wednesday.

Mr. Browne was employed by the
House Dietrict committea of the Blxty-
aecond Congress to aid in drafting the
sn-called (George report on assessment
and taxation in the District.

Mr. Browne's Contentions.

His brief, which is seventy-one pages
ong, he claims, sustains and demon-
strates the following contentions:

“That the federal ecovernment 1s
neither as a matter of principle, poliey
nor necessity bound to extend déirect
financial aid to the support of the Dis-
trict government.

“That the federal government in itw
regular and usual expenditures other
than the District subsidy provides
most liherally the main fund which
sustains the great body of taxable val-
ues in the District,

“That the District values are Very

lightly taxed.

“That the District has ample re-
gources for its own support, in proper
taxation of real estate values, utilities
and liguor licenses.

“That the theory that the federal
government should pay half of the
taxes of the District because it owns
half of the property values [s destroyed
by the following facts:

}“‘F‘irst, It does nnt own half the

roperty values in the District.
p"Rl:rond. It does not own half the
streets, and the streets have all been
dedicated to public use.

Free Use of Parks and Streets.

“Third. The freedom of use of parks
and streets adds enormously to the
value of private taxable areas, and
that freedom of use destroys the tax-
able element, private use for plront.
even If the government's property in
principle were taxable.

“That the federal ‘half-and-half’ sub-
sldy has inured to the beneflt of the
landholding minority in the District.

“That the ‘half-and-half’ subsidy has
inured especially to the benefit of land-
holders in favored locations.

“That the ‘half-and-half’ subsidy
utperly failed to meet the intent of
C&gms to extend its he.rul1eﬂts to the
whole people of the District

“That the effect of the 'hn.lr-:.uﬁ-h:lt'r
subsidy has been directly to increase the
se!llugyprioe of land and thereby arti-
ficially to raise rents and other costs of
living, especially to government ~mployes,
wage earners and poOrer memoeT uf the
community.

“That :B the result of the incidence of
benefit of the ‘half-and-half subsidv, land
values of the District have as a whole, In
effect, entirely escaped taxation since
1878.

Discussion of Taxable Values.

“That the taxation of improvements, on
a comparatively high assessment of sell-
ing value or cost of construction, at the
same tate as Jand values on a compers-
tively low of ‘selll value’
has seriously discriminated against fm-
provements in favor of land holding,
thereby producing a double leverage
against the proper development of build-
i improvements.
ug"t'hat the taxation of personalty, or
banking, and the imposition of a multi-
tude of license taxes tends to make ad-
ministration difficult and complicated and
tends Lo increase the cost of living.

“That the administration of the asses-
sors office has been inefficient, and in-
variably and knowingly has defled the
true intent and purpose of the law pro-
viding that real property shall be as-
sessed at ‘not less than two-thirds of its
true wvalue.'

“That the land values of the Distriet
are conservatively weorth $500,000,000
and should be assessed at that amount

“That a properly adjusted tax rate
and assessment will produce an annual
revenue of over $13,000,000, which,
with liquor llcenses, will meet the re-
quirements of a liberal budget, with-
out recourse to the federal government
for & dollar in aid.”

After stating that he believes that
the evidenca given by him in his brief
abundantly bears out these conculsions,
Mr. Browne requests 'that he be given
an opportunity to be heard before the
joint congressional committée.

Outline of Recommendations.
