WAR OFFICIAI
RUSSIAN STATEMENT.

PETROGRAO, October 31. »1t I'OBd«>
October Bi

In the region of the Riga front thert
has been an artillery duel. A Germanoffensive east of the village o)
Olai, on the Mitau road, was repulsed.On the front east of Olay
there has been an incessant cannonade.

our Ilyaraouretz aeroplane mrew aozensof bombs on the outskirts ol
.Mitau, causing according to reliable
reports, great damage to the railwayand enemy stores. In the region
of Olai our troops brought down a

German aeroplane. The aviators
were killed.

In the region of the village of Paiakanen.east of Olai, the Germans, under
cover of a cloud of smoke, made four
unsuccessful attacks.

In the region of Friedrichatadt and Jacobstadtand on the front of the regionof Dvinsk there is nothing of
importance to report.

North of the town of Postava. after
stubborn fighting, the Germans wiere
ejected from the village of Roussaki.
We took 200 prisoners.

When we captured the German and
Austrian positions in the region
southeast of Baranovichi it was
found that the enemy was preparing
to use asphyxiating gas against "us.
Receptacles full of it fell into our
hands.

South of the Pripet marshes we took
by assault a series of villages on the
left bank of the Styr below RafaIwka.On the occupation of the
village of Komorova we captured
over 400 soldiers and two machine
guns.

German counter attacks In the region
of Kolki were repulsed, with heavy
losses. In the region north of the
village of Tchernysh, southeast of
Kolki, heavy fighting is proceeding.

Austrians and Germans in the fighting
on the left bank of the Styr continueto use virtually nothing but
explosive bullets.

Caucasian front: On the coast region
southeast of Khopa and near Tortumlake there have been lively outpostskirmishes. Near Ardjloh. at
the northeast extremity of L/ake Van,
there have been engagements with
Kurds. On the remainder of the
front the situation is unchanged.

Except for a violent bombardment of
our trenches to the north of Steenstraete,yesterday was calm.

FRENCH STATEMENT.
PARIS, October 231
The enemy undertook yesterday evening:,but quite without success, an attackagainst the salients to the east
and to the southwest of the fort at
Givenchy. They were also very easjily repulsed in the valley of Souchez,
where they endeavored to advance.

!Xn the Champagne district the German
bombardment has been going on with
great violence to the west of Tahure,
to the east of Butte de Mesnil and
in the vicinity of Ville-sur-Tourbe.
Everywhere we answered this bombardmentby a fire of repression di!rected against the German batteries
and trenches.

The explosion of one of our mines In
the Argonne resulted in the completedestruction of a post of the
enemy.

A group of French aeroplanes has
bombarded the German aviation park
at Ounel, between the Argonne and
the Me"use.

AUSTRIAN STATEMENT.
VIENNA, October 21, via London, October221
Russian war theater: To the west and
southwest of Cxartoryek the battle
continued all yesterday and today.
Southwest of Kulikovichl the Auntro-
Hungarian and German troops repulsedstrong Russian attacks.

In yesterday's battles on the Styr 1,300
prisoners and three machine guns
were captured. Near Nowo Alexiniec
a hostile attack failed. Otherwise
there is no news.

Italian war theater; Along the whole
southwestern front fierce battles are
proceeding. In Tyrol yesterday numerousheavy attacks against our
strong positions failed.

Our troops repulsed on the plateau of
Vilgereuth Tuesday night six attacks,and three attacks yesterday.
The attacks were renewed last night
with very strong forces, but were
again repulsed.

In the Dolomites new Italian attacks
at Col di Dana, on Monte Sief. near
the frontier bridge south of Schluderbach,were stopped. The enemy,
who in this region is putting forth
his utmost efforts, could nowhere obtainthe slightest advantage. On the
Carinthian ridge west of Dake Wolay
an attack by Italian Alpine troops
was driven back.

In the littoral the activity of the enemy'sartillery greatly increased and
continued throughout the entire day
on the whole Isonzo front.

Southeastern theater; Our troops have
entered Sabac. The Macva plain has
been cleared of the enemy.

The army of Gen. Koevees and the
German forces are advancing on both
sides of the Morava river and continuallypressing farther into Serbianterritory. Of Gen. Koevess'
AUstro-Hungarians the western group
has advanced on the heights of the
Kolubara as far as the Turrija estuary.The eastern group has advancedfighting and crossed the RallJaestuary.

The Bulgarian advance in the Timok
valley, between Zajecan and Knjazevac,has reached the west of Pirot,
the principal works of which forPrepai
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tress are in the range of their guns
One of these armies yesterday en
tered the Vardar valley, in the regionof Kumpovo.

| BULGARIAN STATEMENT.
SOFIA. Hulaarla, Tuesday. October IS
via i.oadoe, Oetober 21 (delayed is
transmission )

Our troops, advancing step by step ir
the Timok valley, are now before
Negotin. from which the Serbians
after tltey were defeated, fled lr
Panic, leaving in our hands one officerand fifty men prisoners. One officerand 150 men were killed.

Near Pirot our troops, after a stubborn
battle, took possession on Vidlle Planinaof the Kollvabe towers, which
are vftrv ininnrtant ntr»teaical points.

Round about Vranya our troops arc
1 strongly established, having cleared

the valley of the Morava for a distanceof twenty-one kilometers
(about thirteen miles) to the north
and northeast. Our booty at Vranya
has not yet been determined, but it
is known to comprise 2,000,000 cartridgesfor Berdan rifles and a millionfrancs* ($200,000) worth of tobacco.In the station of Bojanowltz
we found about 1,000,000 kilograms
of hay. (A kilogram is 2.20 pounds.)

Our troops advancing by way of Egri
Palanka attacked a stronv Serbian
position and repulsed the enemy,
who is being rapidly pursued toward
Kumanovo.

In the valley of the Bregalnitza river
our offensive is progressing with
lightning-like rapidity. The Whole
of this valley and the plateau ol
Outsohe Polje is in our hands, as
well as the towns of Kotchana, Raduievatz,Tipkilissee and Nikratovo.
Our cavalry overtook the retreating
Serbians near Kissell and completely
dispersed them. About 2,000 were
captured and the others were enabled
to escape through the darkness.

Negotin is in noftheastern SerbiaThe Bulgarian drive to this point andthe simultaneous Austro-German advanceto the Stepojevac-LeskovacBabaline shows that vigorous efforti
are being made to effect a junction betweenthe Bulgarian and Teutonicforces. Negotin Is only about twentylivemiles from the Austro-German line

ITALIAN STATEMENT.
HOME, October 21* via Paris, October22.
Our offensive in the Tyrol and Trentinoregions has obtained further

successes. In the Giudicarla valley
we have taken by assault a strong
position on Monte Melino, where the
Daone valley debouches, which had
been heavily fortified by the enemy
and was protected by the fire from
the Laredo group of works.

In the Sugana valley we have occupiedMonte Setole, where the torrent
joins the Calamento valley.

On upper Cordevole and in the FalzaIVe«TO ZOn«* our action* al»A ha vo haon
continued with success. We have destroyeddense barbed wire entanglementsand exploded a number ol
mines, thereby destroying the princiipal obstacles to an attack on the
enemy's positions. In the Pontebranavalley our troops assailed the
enemy's advanced lines, forcing him
to retire. In his turn the enemy
tried to attack our positions at the
head of the Dogna valley, but waa
repulsed, with serious losses.

On the Isonzo-Carso front artillery actionscontinue. Yesterday morning,
notwithstanding unfavorable atmosjpheric conditions, further bold raide
were made over Carso by our aeroplanes.The aviation center at Adsovizza,enemy columns near Blrhula
and Temica, an artillery position in
the Doberdo zone and the Dulno sta*
tion and the viaduct situated to th
north of the station were bombarded
Our aeroplanes were subjected tc
the fire of numerous anti-aerial batteries,but returned unscather.

850,000 ARMENIANS
KILLED OR ENSLAVED

Newspaper So Declares, Avowing
200,000 Still in Turkey May

'

Disappear.

TIFLIS. Transcaucasia, October 19, via
Petrograd and London, October 22..The
est'mate is made by the Armenian newsjpaper, Mshak, that of the 1,200,000 Ar.menlan inhabitants of Turkey before the
war there remain not more than 200,000.
This residue, the Mshak says, may disappearbefore the end of the war on accountof 'the Turkish policy of extermi
nation.
The figures of the Mshak are based

on the estimate of the Armenian patri
irch at Constantinople that 850,000 Ar
menians have been k'lled or enslaved
by the Turks, in addition to which 200.i000 Armenians are believed to have fled
to Russia.
The Mshak suggests that a pan-Armenianconference be held at Etchmiadzin.Transcaucas'a, the ecclesiastical

capital of Armenia, under the direction of
the head of the Armenian church, for the
consideration of the future of Armenian
vilayets of Turkey after the war. It is
thought here that if satisfactory cond

tionscould be established Armen an em3
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old. The couple came to Washington

his marriage, but later studied medicineand In 1872 graduated from
Georgetown University. He practiced

to whether any neutral nations had
taken action with regard to the Ar|menian situation and "to protect the
great American and other missionary
enterprises in Asiatic Turkey."
