BANS SALE OF FOOD
WITH “PRIZE” COUPONS

Asgistant U. S. Attorney Given to
Prosecute Such Merchants on
Lottery Charge.

Storekeepers who sell packages of
food containing coupons which call for
some sort of a prize are liable to be
arrested on a charge of conducting a
lottery, according to Assistant United
States Attorney Ralph Glven.

It was disclosed today at a trial of
the proprietor of a small store that
packages of tea which she was selling
contained a coupon bearing a ecertain
number, which called for a prize. The
storekeeper pleaded gullty to the
charge, through an interpreter, but de-
clared she did not know she was vio-
lating tthe law.

“This woman ought not to be blamed
g0 much,” sald Mr. Given to Judge
FPugh. *“She purchased the tea in the
sealed package and the coupon was in-
closed in it when she made the pur-
chase. She says she was told she was
allowed to sell the tea. This business
of giving these coupons with articles
will have to be stopped, It is a lottery,
and 1 intend to have storekeepers
brought into court and will prosecute
them If they continue to sell articles
containing coupons.”

MELLEN IDENTIFIES
TRAFFIC CONTRAGT

Testifies Regarding So-Called
Corsair Agreement at
«New Haven Trial.

NEW YORK, October 22.—Charles S.
Mellen was expected to finish today
the first part of his testimony concern-
ing the consolidation of the New Haven
railroad system, which he i giving In
the trial of eleven of hls former asso-
ciates on charges of consplracy to
monopolize rallroad trafficc. When the
hearing was resumed today Mr. Mellen
had been led by counsel for the gov-
ernment up to the revelation of the
relations between the New Haven and
Boston and Maine rallroads, and it was
expected that he would take up that
subject in detail today.

Mr. Mellen's replies to some of the
questions asked by Frank M. Swacker
of counsel for the government prompt-
ed Mr. Swacker yesterday to accuse
him of being “frankly hostile to the
government.” Judge Hunt disagreed
with the prosecutor, and said that the
witness was answering fully.

Witness Identifles Agreement.

Thus far Mr. Mellen has revealed that
he was hired at a large salary by the
New Haven to do nothing as vice pres-
idant, because he had caused that road
trouble as general manager of the New
York and New England railroad. He
described the rivalry between the Bos-
ton and Maine and the New Haven
which led up to the “Corsair agree-
ment,” in which those two roads agreed
to keep out of each other's territory.
Mr. Mellen identified an agreement be-
tween the New Haven and New York
Central to keep other New England
roads from entering New York city.

Mr. Swacker first showed the witness
a copy of the so-called Corsair agree-
ment, which dividad the transportation
traflic of New England between the
New Haven and the Boston and Maine
on the Boston and Albany line.

Mr. Mellen explained that this was not
the real Corsalir agreement, which was
made on Mr. Morgan’s yacht.

‘“The real Corsalr agreement,” he sald,
“cover a division of trafflc between
the New Haven and the New. York
Central at the Boston and Albany
junction (at Springfleld, Mass.) But I
have always referred to this agreement
here as the Corsalr. It was made at
Mr. Morgan's house.”

Provided Exchange of Stock.

The witness fdentifiled the signatures
of Mr. Morzan and other dlrectors who
signed the agreement and was then
asked to identify minutes of New Ha-
ven directors’ meeting which described
the successful negotiation in 1832 of a
lease of the New York, Providence and
Boston, one of the New Haven's early
competitors, through its steamship con-
nections with New York.

The lease carrled with It a contract
under which stock of the New York,
Providence and Boston was to be sub-
sequently exchianged for New Haven
stock, share for share, and the lease
canceled.

William Rockefeller, the minutes
showed, was not present at the direc-
tors' meeting at which the leasa was

| approved, but wrote a letter asking to

be recorded as in faver of the propo-
sition. Two years prior, other minutes
revealed, the New Haven rejected a
similar proposition.
