WIDER USE OF SCHOOLS
SHOWS A RAPID GROWTH

Sage Foundation Report on Subject
Published by Bureau of
Education.

How the movement for the wider use
of school bulldings Is extending through
the country 1s described in a bulletin
written by Clarence Arthur Perry of the
I"_tussell Sage Foundation and just pub-
lished by the United States bureau of
education. The report shows that the
wider use of school buildings Is extend-
Ing steadlly throughout the country and
that the activitles carrfed on In them
are of wide varisty.

In his letter of transmittal to the Sec-
retary of the Interior Dr. P, P. Claxton,
United States commissioner of education,
says:

“Until within the last few years public
schoolhouses in American cities and towns
were open only for the rezular school
work and for children of legal school
age. For this purpose they were open
only fr_nm five to seven hours a day for
from 130 to 190 days in the vear, a total
of not more than 1,400 hours a year,
and were closed to all use through the
remalnder of the 8,760 hours of the vear.
FPublic school funds were used only for
the regular school work. Only ocea-
sionally evening classes for older bove
and girlsa and for men and women were
found, and sometimes schoolrooms were
used for public debates and for meetings.
of literary societies composed chiefly of
older toys and girls of the school. Kx-
cept for the very few who went to col-
lege, education was suppozed to stop
with childhood and the totzl or partial
completion of the prescribed work of the

clementary schools, or, at most, with
the years of early adolescence and the
work of the high school. The publlic

schools had no further concern for them.
But since the beginning of the present
century there has been a growing inter-
est in public school extension and for a
fuller use of the publlc =chool plant. In
mnost cities and large towns schoolhouses
are now used for night schools, both for
older bhoys and girls and for adults, for
meetings of civic soclieties, for entertain-
ments, for meetings of parent-teacher
association: and other similar educa-
tive purposes, and it Is not uncommon
for public schonl funds to be used di-
rectly or indirectly for the promotion of
these larger and less organized forins of
education.”

Two armies, arrayed with great tac-
tical skill and milltary satrength, op-
pose each other in a mountaln region
cut by a high waterfall—the scene of
the operations being a large show win-
dow of the Greater Hub Furniture
Company at Tth and D streets north-
west.
