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An interesting experiment is being concludedon ground belonging to the NationalGeographic Society, 16th street
near M, which serves to show, in the
opinion of those who have observed it,
that many of the vacant lots of the
city can be put to a practical and more

esthetic use than the growing of unsightlyweeds.
The experiment in question is practical

farming and vegetable gardening on a

city lot and its projector was G. H.
Rice, an engineer and gardener in the
employ of the National Geographic Society.He has raised sugar corn, lima
beans, sweet potatoes, cauliflower, cabbageand other vegetables in such quantities,on the land as to net him a handcomeprofit, and the argument is advancedthat if the other vacant lots of

the city were put to a similar purpose
enough produce might be raised on many
df th'em to pay the taxes on the land, to

say nothing of the improvement in the

appearance of weed-covered lots.

Worth $6 a Square Foot.
No such taxpaying result was possiblein this experiment, inasmuch as

the National Geographic Society paid
$6 a foot for the land. The ground
was bought some time ago by the or-

ganization, ior aaauiuuai

Wb«i needed.-and it-is. expected that

some day a handsome auditorium will

be erected there, so that members of
the National Geographic Society may

hear the society's lectures in their own

borne. Gilbert H. Grosvenor, director

Of the National Geographic Society and
editor of the National Geographic Magazine.said today that Mr. Rice's experimenthad been made with the consentof the organization, which granted
the employe the free use of the land,
and that many of the officers of the

organization think the details as

worked out show that the vacant city
lots of the capital can be cultivated
epough to yield the amount of taxes
orr-4he property and at the same time
beautify many of the unsightly places
along the city streets.
Mr. Rice, who lives in a small dwellingon the Geographic Society's vacant

property, began gardening May 22. The
plot is approximately 100 by 100 feet.
When it was purchased it was graded
with cinders and ashes, as it was not
known at that time that Mr. Rice was

to make experiments with farming and
gardening.

Soil From an Excavation.
When construction was begun on the

apartment house and hotel which is

being built at 16th and I streets permissionwas granted by the society for
the contractors erecting that building
to dump their surplus soil and earth on

top of the cinders and ashes on the
Geographic Society's land. This furnishedthe soil in which the vegetable
gardening was done. 288 loads of earth
being hauled to the spot, giving practicallyfour inches of earth on toj> of
the ashes and cinders.

','1 had an exyen.se of only $12," Mr.
Rice said today, "of which $5 was for
a. .plow and tools which will be useful
next year. The sum of $3 was used
for manure for fertilizer. Many of the
seeds I used were presented to me,
and I afterward paid for them, practically,by making presents of vegetablesI raised on the ground. All the

time. if. the late afternoons and evenings.I saved at least $15 a gionth,
in cash, on my vegetable bills, making

Story of the Harvest.
Mr Rice raised the following! vege-

tables: 300 ears sugar corn, 70 quarts
lima beans, 150 heads of cabbage. 25
heads of cauliflower, 25 dozen sweet

peppers, o bushels string beans, 5
bushels beets, 10 bushels sweet potatoes.1,000 heads of lettuce, 1 bushel
early turnips, half peck radishes. 2
bushels parsnips, 1 bushel peas, 10

bushels tomatoes, 10 dozen canta-
loupes, 10 dozen cucumbers and 25
dozen squash.
The gardener is country-bred and has

a knowledge of the work, but he said
today that there is no reason why
Others without experience could not
learn to cultivate the city lots. He
added that all the vegetable* raised
were of the best possible quality. The
little farm is perhaps the most valua
ble garden in the city, by reason of
the price paid for the land, and to ob

erverswho pass along 16th street it
is evident that the cultivation of the
land is quite an improvement over
what might have been a vacant lot
filled with weeds.
