urement of the ingredlents used in pro-
ducing the various dishes. This faot
many housekeepers are apt to overlook,
with the result of time and money
wasted.

A good palr of scales in the kitchen
18 one of the signa of a od house-
wife. The saving, by thelr use, will
moon pay for thelr cost. Without weigh-
ing it is very easy to use too much of
any Ingredient, which means just B0
much waste, or too little, and so spoil
the dish to a certain extent Between
measurement and weight the latter will
always be found the more accurate, be-
ocause weight does not vary as does the
slze of cups and apoons.

When measuring the very greatest
care is nac&suua'. It {s not enough to
use s cup of flour ordlnarily taken,
which is to dip the cup Into the flour
bin to fill it and then to shake the cup
to level its contents. This packs the
ocup so that It contains more than the
recipe calls for. One of the instances
of the superiority of the scales over
measurement. The proper way to fill a
cup is to use a large spoon, rounding
off with the edge of n knife.

When & recipe crlls for a cupful the
cup !5 measured lsvel with the brim.

oup. A scant cupful ls a level cupful
with two tablespoonfuls taken out

All Ingredients measured by the
spoonful are measured level unless the
recipe demands otherwise. For a half
spoonful first measure a spoonful and
divide lengthwise with the blade of a
knife. When a quarter spoonful ls call-
ed for divide the half spoonful cross-
wise. This guarter spoonful ls equiva-
lent to & saltspoonful

Butter and other fats are measured
by packing them solldly Into the cup
or spoon and leveling off. Butter is
measured before melting unless melted
butter {8 called for. in which case [t is
measured after melting.

The ordinary cup or common tum-
bler, each holding half a pint, is the
standard measure. These vessels,

however, vary in shape and size more
or less 80 are not reliable. Measuring
cups are so cheap no ons should lack
ons. The glass cups are the better,
but tin cups will answer and be just
as useful. If an ordinary cup Is used,
and half a cup I8 called for In the
recipe, the cup should be more than
half fllled, because it is smaller at
the bottom than at the top.

Bpoons also vary In size. For this
reason it 18 & good plan to keep one
spoon, or a smaller measuring acoop
spoon  for measuring. These can he
had In different sizes at very little
cost. A heaping sapoonful is all the
spoon will hold. To get a rounded
spoonful flll the spoon and shake it
until it is slightly rounded on top. !
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Skirts continue short, and boots are
higher, sometimes topped with fur.

overdress in folds that fall in loops at
tha sides. The whole effect 1s of a
dance dress—and all evening dresses,
this season, have a dance character.
To do this make the skirts full, or
make them appear full The simpler
the pattern the mores easily It may be
manipulated to serve the purposea for
which it is belng made up.

That attractive point on esch side the
bodice may be omitted at will, or It
‘may be made square at the top, just as
one prefers. It may be outlined with
a frill or with fancy braid, or ribbon
flowers, or It may be bound with silk
or satin of a contrasting color. The
slesves and yoks, or sl!mpe‘ mey be
made of lace, net, chiffon, indestruoct-
ible volle or any other preferred di-
aphanous material. Chiffon and voile
are more used on young, and lace on
older, women, while net is used by
everybody. 2
