Two 160-Horsepower
Motors.

With the excaption of motive power
and instruments, the first aeroplane to
be built at any goi.ernment establish-
ment will be constructed at the Wash-
ington navy yard. !

For some months the Navy Depart-
ment has been at work designing a
type of alrcraft which, It is hoped, will
prove adequate for the naval servica,
This work has been conducted under
the directlon of the bureaus of con-

struction and repair and steam en-
glineering,
charge of Naval Constructor H. C.
Richardson, U. 8. N., himself a qualified
alr pilot, who has been a close student
of aeronautics for the last two Years.

Work to Start at Once.

‘Work on the machins will be started
at.once. It will be rushed to comple-
tion with all poesible speed, but, Inas-
much as this is the initial craft to be
constructed, it Is not expected to be
finished so quickly as machines which
may be bullt at the Washington navy
yard afterward.

The machine is designed to- have a
full . load capacity of about 6,000
pounds, allowing for a useful load of
about 2,200 pounds, a speed of from
fifty to eighty miles per hour, and a
maximum range of seven hours at full
speed. The machine Is to be equipped
with two 160-horsepower motors, the
useful load of 2,200 pounds, which may
be made up either of passengers, fuel
or weapons in varing percentages, will
allow the employment of the machine
over the broadest fleld, from long range

SERBIAN CAPITAL MOVED
TO CACAK, CONSUL SAYS

Nish Deserted by Government Of-
ficials ag Other Places Have Been
Since War Began.

The Department of State is in re-
ceipt of a cablegram giving the In-
formation that the United States con-
sulate at Nilsh, Serbia, has been re-
moved to Cacak, which place has been
made the temporary capital of Serbia.

Belgrade, the regular capital of Ber-
bia, was abandoned as the seat of the
government of that country and re-
moved to Nish soon after the present
war began. Only a few weeks ago an
Austrian aeroplane dropped a bomb
into Nish which exploded on the slde-
walk in front of the American con-
sulate, Killing four persons.

Since the pehding German-Austrian
movements against Serbia began the
Serb government has made four at-
tempts to remove its temporary capital
from Nish sowgs to get away from the
ﬂring)line. Fort Monastirs, on the bor-
der of Albania, was chosen, then Pris-
send, which fell into the hands of the
Bulgarians Tuesday; next XKraveljo,
located near the Montenegro line, about
to be occupied by the Germans; and
then Mitrovitza. Cacak, the new selec-
tion, is about forty miles to the west
of Nish and the indications are that
the German-Austrian-Bulgarian ad-

vance will soon make it untenable. The

fact is there ls probably no town in
Serbia that is not now or soon will be
on the firing line. The American con-
sulate In Serbia is in charge of James
Barclay Young, a native of Washing-
ton, and who at the time of his entry
into the consular service was connected
with a Washington newspaper. He 15 a
son of James Rankin Young, a former
representative from Philadelphia and
now a resident of this city.

EW HAVEN TROUBLED
B COLDSMIT HERS

Letter Written by C. P. Clark fo
William Rookefeller Introduced
at Today’s Trial.

NEW YORK, October 28.—How the
New York, New Haven and Hartford
rallroad was troubled by the heirs of
M. F. Goldsmith, the man who brought
suit against the New York and New
England Rallroad Company and caused
its foreclosure, was brought out in
testimony presented at the trial of the
eleven former directors of thsa New
Haven road today.

Prior testimony had indicated that
the sult was brought at the behest of
the New Haven, which then acquired
the New York and New England in the
foreclosupe proceedings.

Letter to Wm. Rockefeller.

C. P. Clark, then president of the
New Haven, wrote to Willlam Rocke-
feller about the trouble the Goldsmith
heirs were making, according to a let-
ter identifled by Charles S. Mellen,
former president of the New Haven.

In this Clark told him not to worry,
ag the claim was a “scheme got up
after Mr. Corbin's death to get money
from the Corbin estate, and incidental-
ly from us, tq, such an eXtent as we
guaranteed Mr. Corbin for disburae-
ments and services in the old suit of
Goldsmith ve. the New England Rall-
road Company, and which resulted in
prevantlnf the New England company
from issulng a large number of bonds,
which we, the purchasers of the New
England, would have had to assume.”

The government alleges that the New
Haven finally settled with the Gold-
smith heirs in the suit for damages
brought by them against Corbin, the
original Instigator of the sult against
the New England. This the govern-
ment expects to show through another
witness.
