MR. MACKENZIE CORRECTS
STATEMENT ON SUFFRAGE

Joint Committee on Fiscal Relations
Continnes Hearing of Tax

Reform Advocates.

When W. D. Mackenzie, representing
the Tax Reform Association, resumed
his argument yesterday afternoon beforethe joint select committee of Congresson the fiscal relations between
the United States and the District of
Columbia he corrected a statement he
had made as to the joint citizens' com- j,
mlttee'g attitude toward suffrage in j;
the District. He said he had been in-
formed that the committee concerned
Itself solely with the fiscal relation be-
tween the United States and the Dis-
trict, that the suffrage matter was entirelybeyond its scope, and. on the
other hand, there were many members
in the associations represented by the
Joint committee who were earnest advocatesof suffrage at the National
Capital.
Tha latter part of Mr. Mackenzie's

argument was on single tax lines.
One brief mention of the Gifford Pinchotmatter, referred to originally by

Herbert J. Browne, gave Commissioner
Brownlow the opportunity to lay the
correct status of the cas.3 before the
joint select committee.

Chang-e Forbidden by Law.
"Mr Pinr.hot romnlalned th.it his tax

was too low." said Commissioner
Brownlow, "but the law states that
once an assessment is legally made it
cannot be changed for any consideration.The assessor would hav«e been
glad to make the change, but lie was

prevented by law."
"I am glad that statement was made,"

said Senator Chilton, "as the original
statement made a bad impression."
James Hugh Kealey was the next

speaker for the Tax Reform Association.Like Mr. Mackenzie, Mr. Keeley
urged that local self-government be
established in the District and that th.i
single tax be adopted here.
"The half-and-half plan served well

In the past," he said, "Later it became
a misc.ilef maker, and now it is high
time for a change."
Mr. Keeley argued that conditions in

the District today are so different from
what they were forty years ago that
the need of the half-and-half plan had

that the government was pledged to
pay one-half of the District indebtedness,represented in the 3.65 bonds, had
been used as an argument why the
half-and-half plan should be continued.
He said, on the other hand, that the
half-and-half plan was in rio way bindingand could be changed rightfully by
Congress at any time it desired.

Wealth Four Times Greater.
He contended that the total wealth of

Washington today was four times as

great as it was in 1S78, the population
was double, and yet the wage earner

in Washington is no better off than he
was forty years ago.
Mr. Keeley said that the government

employes in the District made up a very
large proportion of the entire population,and declared that the conditions.
so far as pay is concerned.of these
government employes was no better,
and in some cases was worse than it
was thirty or forty years ago.
"There are 36,000 government employeshere," he said, "and their pay

amounts to about f40.000.000 a year,
probably half of the money that keeps
all activities in Washington going every
year."
He pointed out that from 1S60 to 1SS0

me per capua weaun 01 ine city was |
about $500. and that today the per
capita wealth here is between $1,600
and $1,700.
"If the per capita wealth of the city

is^three times as great as it was in:
1878, and the government clerk no betteroff." said Mr. Keeley. "I ask who
has received this advance in wealth?"
He argued that the big- increase in

land values here, which he said was due
to the federal contribution to the expensesof the capital, had created millionaires.
Mr. Keeley spoke of the inherent

rights of citizenship of the people of
the District. He discussed the history
of the establishment of the District of
Columbia and referred to a speech by
former Senator Root in the Senate last
winter when the District appropriation
bill, bearing the Johnson rider, was beforethat body.

Objects to Term "Wards."
"The eminent senator from New York

referred to the people as the 'wards of
the nation'," said Mr. Keeley. "That
was the unkindest cut of all. When I
heard that characterization I immediatelythought of the Indians."
"Was it any consolation to you." interruptedSenator Chilton, "to think

that at all events you were good Indians?"
Mr. Keeley discussed at length the

powers of Congress over the District
and maintained that while the jurisdictionover the District was undoubtedly
entirely in the hands of Congress, the
people here still had rights of citizens
of the United States.

To my mind, ne said, mere is a
threefold citizenship in this country.
There is the citizensh'o of the United
States, of th^ states and of the local
communities in which the people live.
It seems to me that we residents of
the District have the citizenship of the
United States and of the local community.That is th.3 reason why I
was puzzled by the characterization
of Senator Root."
Mr. Keeley said that he was sorry

that Congress had not seer fit to open
up the whole question of District governmentwhen it passed the act creatingthe present joint select committee
to investigate into the fiscal relations
between the United States and the District.He said, however, that he was
glad the committee itself had thrown
open the discussion so as to cover all
matters of importance bearing on the
questions of taxation and expenditure
in the District.

Likes the Works Idea.
He said that he rather liked the idea

contained in Senator Works' resolution,
offered at the opening of the hearing,
which would do away with the District
entirely. He suggested that it would
be better still for the government to

purchase all the property in the Districtand lease the land to the residents,
as he said was done in the capital of
Australia now. He suggested that Sen-I
ator Works amend his resolution to
that effect.

Bonus t-'ouui oe is&ueu me kov-
ernment to cover the purchase price,"
he said. "I think that $600,000,000
would he a high estimate to put on the
privately owned property. The annual
rentals would be quite capable of payingoff the bonds."
Mr. Keeley discussed the situation in

Washington when there was a local
government here. He said that in those
days the federal government was poor
and could not help the capital, and the
citizens here did their best. He said
that state jealousy also was a factor in
retarding the growth of the capital. He
referred to the bitter political feeling
that existed in the capital over the bills
giving suffrage to the negroes, and said
that the political situation also had a

good deal to do with keeping back the
capital and holding down government
aid through Congress.

Helen Barrett. The subject for yesterday'smeeting was "Egypt."
The class was addressed by Rev. J. A.

Campbell, pastor of Wallace Memorial
U. 1'. Church of this city, and by Miss
Hattie Shontz Petrie. The speakers
told of the missionary work being
done in Egypt under the auspices
of the United Presbyterian Church,
which supports eighty-five organized
churches, a seminary, two colleges, two
hospitals, where 3,900 Moslems were
treated last year; 196 schools and *39
missionaries and trained Christian
workers.

George E. Hamilton, President
of Capital Traction Company,Files Brief.

SUGGESTS D. C. TAXES
BE PAID TO TREASURY

Would Then Have Congress AppropriateSufficient Funds to
Meet Balance.

A plea for the abolition of the halfand-halfplan for the payment of all the
expenses of the District from the federal
Treasury alter a lair tax naci oeen ievieu

on the residents of the District, and for
representation in Congress for the people
of the District, is contained in a brief
filed yesterday afternoon with the joint
select committee of Congress investigatingthe fiscal relations between the United
States and the District by George E.
Hamilton, president of the Capital TractionCompany.

Mr. Hamilton, in his brief, states that
he is a long-time resident and taxpayerof the District, and that he desires
to submit his individual views on the
matter under consideration by the committee.

After declaring that there always had
been a well defined opposition to the plan
for a fixed proportionate contribution by
the federal government to the expenses of
the District, Mr. Hamilton continued

"I do not. find in the provisions of the
act of 1373 the elements of immutable
contract, but see in it only a direction
by Congress to its appointed agent, the
District of Columbia, establishing the
apportionment of expenses, adopted
after much debate and contention, as

good and sufficient to meet fairly well
the then existing conditions and relations.but subject to change always
and at any time at the will of Congress.

"I believe that the revenues derived
from taxes assessed and collected in
the District of Columbia and paid into
the Treasury of the United States becamethe revenues of the United States,
to be appropriated for District needs as
by Congress directed: that no contractualrelations in such control or directionbetween Congress and its instrumentalityof limited authority were
created, or intended to be created."

Discusses Authority of Congress.
Discussing the authority of Congress

over the District, Mr. Hamilton says:
"There is no element of private propertyin the right of taxation conferred

on a municipal corporation, a limited
right subject always to revocation,
modification and control by the legis-
lative authority' of the state. Clothed
with this absolute power. Congress enteredupon the control of the District
of Columbia.
"At the time of this entry a dual development,federal or public, municipal

or citizen, was begun, and has during
the years continued to prow side by
side.the lines of separation becoming
more and more indistinct, and the dependencyof the-one upon the other
more fixed and positive.
"On the one hand we find a large area

of land within the District, owned and
occupied by government buildings and
utilities and crowded with employes
who are resident here. The streets
and avenues and squares and all
the public reservations and parks
are the property of the government,
and recently large reservations and
parks have been added, and more projected,and it is now proposed to make
useful the waters of the Potomac by
harnessing its power at Great Falls at
the cost of many millions of dollars.
"Because Washington is a capital

city, educational institutions have been
brought here and occupy large tracts
of real estate, and those, by laws of
Congress, are exempt from taxation.
Charities and charitable institutions
share also in this immunity.
"Thus we find the proportion of untaxedand non-taxable real estate in the

District of Columbia exceedingly large
.lartrer T take it. than anv other ritv
in the United States.

Position of Residents.
"On the other hand, we find side by

side with this purely governmental sectionthat section of the District privatelyowned, occupied and developed by its
residents. These are without self-governmentor representation in government;they are, however, necessary to
the existence and to the development
and progress of the federal capital, and
while they have received and are receivingmuch from the government,
they are, in some respects, handicapped
by government location and the conditionsthereby created.
"As stated, they are deprived of selfgovernment;a large proportion of the

real estate is withdrawn from assessmentand taxation; federal occupation
and purposes and desires negative the
establishment of manufactories and
similar business operations which contributeso much to the growth and
progress of other cities; the citizens of
Washington are dependent upon the
government, but they are also essentialto thfe government in its desire and
intent to make Washington the greatestcapital city of the world."
Because of these interdependent relations,Mr. Hamilton declared, "a clear

line of separation is as impractical as it
would be unuseful."
"The expectation of the nation and

the hope of the people of the District
lie. of necessity, in the liberality and
fair-mindedness of Congress, whose directionshoiild be regulated by the
sense of equity rather than bv the rule
of power, and between Congress and
our residents there should be accord
and confidence. We do not and should
not desire to be an isolated number
of private landowners in the District,
iJUi a pari: aim yiirufi ui an inuiviuuai

federal clfy who.se progress and der
vclopment should be the joint effort
and interest of Congress and of the
people residing here. the people contributing.and required only to contribute.through taxes equally assessed
and fairly levied, what citizens of other
cities of like population pay in supportof their municipal government;
the government to contribute' without
the weighing of rights, the measuring
of proportions or the matching of dollars.the balance required for the expensesof the government of the Districtof Columbia as a unit, and not
las a territory divided between the governmentand the people, and, there|fore, divided against itaelf.

Has Hindered Growth, He Says.
"My observation of and contact with

the affairs of the District force me to the
'conclusion that the half-and-half plar
has hindered rather than promoted th*
growth and development of the National
Capital.

"It has tended to create in the minds
of Congress a feeling that the interests
(of the District and the interests of tht
government are separate and distinct
and, even at times, opposite, if not anitagoriistic, and that in the matter of Districtappropriations the government neededto be protected against the efforts ol
the citizens, who, in the opinion of sorru

congressmen, were paying too little taxet
and seeking always to avoid proper taxation.

"It has created in the minds of some
citizens the fear and feeling that Con
gress intended to overtax the citizens ol
the District to a point where governmenl
contributions will cease, and these countei
tendencies thus created have been productiveof criticism of charge and recrimination,at times unseemly and al
ways injurious.
"Items of expenditure for Districl

needs, presented by the Commissioners
have been'cut down below what wat

actually necessary, because one-hal!
would come out of the Treasury of the

United States; the effort has been tc
reduce all appropriations and to limit
and to postpone useful improvements,
expenditures and projects, and at times
the tendency to avoid governmental
contribution by omitting; items from
appropriation bills and including them
in separate acts where the entire cos1
would be placed on the District has
been observable; it has created in Congressa spirit of illiberallty; it compelsfor its maintenance a constant
fight on the part of some of the people,who, resenting criticism and attackfrom Congress, are fearful always
of the repeal or modification of the
plan.
"Such conditions existing between the

governed and the government are necessarilyinjurious and, if continued
will prove disastrous.
"Fundamentally, I believe th* half

and-half plan is unjust.
"If the government should desire t<

create additional parks and to tak<
therefor large tracts of land wlthii
the District, thereby reducing still fur
ther the area of privately owned and
taxable property, would it be fair t<
impose one-half of the cost upon tin
Citizens. Whn nro omnlv nrnvidoil 3.1
ready with parks, and Without voice ir
s'uch proposed occupation? Such 2
taking might be only for the purposi
of a greater national city and not a
all beneficial to the citizens, because o:
the withdrawal of the property taker
from private use and enterprise anc
taxation."

Suggests Fiscal Plan.
Mr. Hamilton suggested the followingplan in place of the half-and-hall

system:
"First.For a fair and equal assessmentof all tangible personal property

and all privately owned real estate anc
improvements thereon.
"Second.For a full but fair and reasonabletax to be levied upon this fail

and equal assessment, such a levy as
would, as suggested, compel the people
of the District to pay taxes in equa
amount to but not in excess of the
taxes paid by the citizens of othei
cities of like population for municipal
support.
"Third.A requirement that the taxei

so levied and collected should be paic
into the Treasury of the United States
to become a part, but not a fixed 01
designated part, of the annual appropriationby Congress for the support
of the District of Columbia.
"Fourth.A declaration of the intent

that Congress would, on estimates preparedby the Commissioners of the Districtof Columbia, and approved by the
Secretary of the Treasury, appropriate
sufficiently and liberally for the expensesof the government of the Dis-
tnct witnout reierence to tne amount
derived from District taxation.
Mr. Hamilton concluded by saying:
"Protect the District by providing a

fair and equal assessment, and a full,
but fair, rate of taxation to be levied
only on privately owned real estate and
improvement; and on tangible personal
property; avoid proportionate contributionto the expense of government
which, of necessity, creates a division
and separation of interests and view,
and breeds contention, and let Washingtonbe. in fact, what the framers ol
the Constitution intended it to be. the
great capital of a great nation, to be
nourished, expanded and made beautifulby and for all people of the United
States, the people of the District ol
Columbia contributing their fair share
only.

"I believe this protection would be
best insured, and with it would come
a fuller knowledge of relations, a
closer touch and a more American
status if representation in Congress
were granted to our people who arc
now deprived of all voice in legislation
are taxed without their consent, and
deprived of that right which the foundersof the republic fought for, and
which the Declaration of Independence
declares to be of inestimable value, the
freeman's right of representation and
government."

WILL DRAFT SUPPLEMENT
TO FEDERAL JUDICIAL CODE

Subcommittee of Senate, Headed by
Senator Overman, Soon to Meet

in Washington.

Senator Overman of North Carolina
will come to Washington Monday tc
begin preparation of a judiciat code
which will control the duties and sal-
aries of clerks and marshals in all the
federal courts, regulate appeals frotr
one federal court to another and governthe admission of evidence anc
forms of pleading In cases in federal
courts.
The work would supplement the judicialcode enacted by Congress ir

1911. Many of the topics to be includedin the new volume were considered
in connection with the original judicialcode, but in order to procure th«
early enactment of that codification
these subjects were postponed for considerationat a later time.
Senator Overman will at once call a

meeting of a subcommittee of the Senatejudiciary committee appointed tc
prepare the supplemental code, with d
view of having the work ready foi
presentation to Congress early in the
session. Besides Senator Overman
there are on the subcommittee SenatorsChilton, Walsh, Sutherland anc
Brandegee.

A brief in support of practically no
taxes, at all for the residents of the
District of Columbia has been filed with

> the joint select committee by B. M.
t Seibold of 901 14th street southeast.
1 Mr. Seibold bases his argument on the
[ theory that the original residents of
> the territory of the states of Maryiland and Virginia did not for nothing

give up their right to vote, and that

J the compensation was a freedom from
all taxes. He declares that the act of

[ 1878 is not the true organic act of the
f District of Columbia, but that the act
i of 1790 whereby' the federal govern1ment outlined the District of Columbia

is the real fundamental law on which
all consideration should be based.

Summary of Brief.
Mr. Seibold's brief is summed up as

follows:
"First. That the Congress of the

United States has no power, or authority,to lay and collect taxes upon and
from the inhabitants of the District of
Columbia for purely local purposes.
"Second. That to live free of local

taxation is the compensation for which
, the inhabitants have given up their

right of self-government and become
I the willing subjects of Congress.

"Third. That the District of Columbia
[ is a municipal corporation in name

only.
"Fourth. That the act of June 11,

187S, which creates (or allows to be)
I the District of Columbia a municipal
corporation, is an usurpation of power
by Congress, and is used for an unlawfulpurpose, to wit, the laying and
collecting of taxes, upon and from the
inhabitants of the District, without
authority to do so, and is therefore
null and void.
"Fifth. That the contract entered into

between the federal government on one
aide and the states of Maryland and
Virginia, and the inhabitants of their

L respective territories ceded, on the
other, and which has been ratified and
accepted as binding upon all parties, by
the act of July 16, 1790, is the only
lawful and real organic act in existence.
"Sixth. That the Congress of the UnitJed States cannot by law, or any other

legislative act, declare void said con'tract, but that said contract can only
F be repealed- or annulled by the common
consent of all the parties concerned."

Denies Bight of Taxation.
Mr. Seibold claims that nothing in the

Constitution gives Congress the right
to enact tax laws for the people of the
District; that the federal government
has no right to tax the residents here.

L He declared that the legislatures of
Maryland and Virginia "have secured

5 the compensation to their citizens foriever, that they shall live in this Dis,trict free of local taxation, for which
they gave up their right of self-gov
ernment and became the willing subljects of Congress."
He declares that the existence of the

> District of Columbia is the result of
that original agreement, and that the
organic act of 187S is nothing comparedto the act of 1790 creating the
federal city's outlines.

Part of the Agreement.
He asserts: "That the citizens of the

territory ceded were told, before they
became a party to this compact, and

' that they so understood it, that as soon
as the federal government would take
over this District and it would in realitybecome the seat of government of
the United States,, the financial obligationsfor the running and the upkeep

l would fall entirely upon the federal
> government, cannot be doubted."
» Mr. Seibold said that ignorance led to

the passage of the organic act of 1878,
and said it is "in reality a willful and

I malicious fraud, perpetrated upon the
ignorance and unsuspicous majority of
the District."

1 In speaking of the amount which the
! District should pay to the federal government,he says:

"The proper proportion which the inhabitantsof the District of Columbia
shall pay for the support of the District
Is the same *as that of every other

I American citizen.that is, that they
shall pay into the Treasury of the

Ontario, October 30..Sir cl
Charles Tupper, Canadian statesman,
died in England today. He was ninety- w

four vears old.
The news of the death of Sir Charles

^came in a cablegram from Sir George
Perley, Canadian high commissioner in ^London, to Sir Robert Borden, the
premier.

Canada's "Grand Old Man." J®
From the establishment of the Dominionof Canada in 1867, in which he Clplayed a prominent part, up to within 11

a few year's ago Sir Charles Tupper
was so prominent in Canadian statesmanshipthat upon his retirement he, jjlike the late Lord Strathcona, was
called "Canada's Grand Old Man."
Born at Amherst, Nova Scotia, July ir2, 1821, he studied medicine at Edin- Q]burgh University, and attained success n,in the profession in his native Nova mScotia, where he entered politics in

1S55 by winning a seat in the Nova IScotia parliament as a conservative. He
defeated Joseph Howe, leader of theNova Scotia liberals.

Power in Parliament.
Young Tupper made himself a power

in parliament, and became premier of
Nova .Scotia in 1S64. After the formationof the confederation he became ministerof customs in the Sir John Macdonaldcabinet that resigned in 1873, and
was Sir John's closest adviser in the five
years during which the conservative
party was out of power. In 1878, when
Macdonald returned to office, Dr. Tupper
became minister of public works. He
created the department of railways andcanals, and became Its first minister. Inthis post he carried out the policy of the
government for enlargement of the Wellandcanal, deepening the St. Lawrenceriver, improvement of the Intercolonialrailway and construction by a private
company of the Canadian-Pacific railway.He retired from the ministry in 1884and went to London as Canada's highestcommissioner. In 1887 he was recalledto be minister of finance in Macdonald'snew cabinet, but resigned next
year and resumed his duties in London.

Became Prime Minister.
In January, 1896, he entered the Sir JMackenzie Bowell administration as

secretary of state and leader in the
house of commons, and on the retirementof Bowel! four months afterward
he succeeded htm as prime minister.
After the defeat of the conservativesin June, 1896, Dr. Tupper resigned officeand upon the meeting of the newparliament he was elected leader of theopposition. A few years later he retiredto private life. Several years agohe went to London, intending to spendhis remaining years there. His leavetakingwas made the occasion of agreat popular demonstration in Vancouver.Dr. Tupper was created a baronetin 1S79. He was at one time presidentof the Canadian Medical Association.
